All of the steel materials
are on the location and all are
prefabricated.

Timber for seats and flooring
has been contracted for and will
be delivered in the near future.
Installation of the seats and
flooring is a separate project and
definite plans have not been an-
nounced. The original plans do
not have dressing rooms in the
stadium, due to inadequate sewer
faciliteis near the stadium loca-
tion. The old dressing rooms will
remain in use.

The lights, which have been in
use on the old field for the past
two seasons, are being moved to
the new field today, Thursday.

The football field was moved
from its old location in view of a
long range building program and
to make room for better play-
ground facilities for the lower
grades w h i ¢ h are attending
school in the barracks behind the
high school building.

Castro County's wheat growers
ii[ant'--gpod seed, but some of it
is so good that those who sell it
are willing to return the farmer
his investment in producing a
wheat crop if the seed fails to
produce enough wheat to return
his investment. That's because it
takes more than good seed to

produce a wheat crop and more |

than the best methods of pro-
duction. Without the Ctooperation
of Mother Nature, the best seed
planted on the best land in the
county by its very best farmer
can be a complete failure.

“The farmer who carries Fed-
eral Crop Insurance, protection
on his wheat in effect plants seed
that is guaranteed to return the
major part of his crop invest-
ment of the seed fails to produce
a crop due to unavoidable ha-
zards such as weather, insects
and plant diseases,”” Blagg says.

The cost of this all-risk pro-
tectionr means planting seed that
is a little more expensive in or-
der to protect the money and la-
bor required in farming wheat.

Dairy Manufacturing
' Shows Upward Trend

Austin, Texas, July 29 — Texas
manufacturing has contin-
ued a steady upward movement
for the first half of this year, the
of Texas Bureau of
Business Research reported.

An 18-per-cent rise in dairy
manufacturing was registered
from May to June. The figures
for 1948, however, are still be-
low 1947 levels, as June manu-
facturing fell 28 per cent below
the June 1947 mark.

All dairy products shared in
the increase from May. American
cheese showed the largest gain
of 41 per cent over the month.
Ice cream production climbed 23
per cent above May, and cream-
ery butter, 11 per cent.

Compared to a year earlier, all
products reported declines: Am-

be |

erican cheese, 35 per cent; crea-
mery butter, 24 per cent;
cream, 20 per cent; and “other”,
40 per cent.

After adjustment for seasonal
changes, the Bureau's index of
dairy manufactured products
rose 23 per cent above May, but
dipped 28 per cent below June
1947 to 72 per cent of the pre-
fwar base period 1935-39).

—two of them in the townsite
itself. In fact, one of these deeper
producers is only 200 feet from
where that old bank vault stood.

Well, anvhow I have a picture

then dry holes were hit and the
people moved on. The buildings
were torn down; piles of rubbish
and streets, rapidly being re-
claimed by grass and brush, were
the only reminders of the one-
time boom town.

It was late in 1923 that a
friend of mine and I visited the
scene. I had in mind writing an
article on the “phantom city”.
My companion had a box camera,
which was set on a tripod, and
took pictures. A small brick vault
stood all by itself—thousands of
dollars ' had been stored there.
The bank building had been torn
down but the little vault was not
considered worth® the trouble of
salvaging.

The sun was shining that Sat-
urday but it was a deceptive sun-
shine, as though it mocked the
hopes of which Leeray was the
gravyard. The temperature was
cold and a strong wind added a |
penetrating keenness that was al-
most numbing.

Dusting In Time Gives
Much Better Yield

Sweet Corn Varities

LUBBOCK — Dusting in time |
can mean the difference to 80 |
per cent better yield in sweet |
corn varities raised in western |
Texas. |

Dr. A W. Young, chairman of |
the plant industry department at
Texas Technological college, who |
is in charge of the experiment |
with fast - maturing |
varities not common to Waest |
Texas said results from harvest-é
ing underway are ‘‘very disap-
pointing." |
He attributed the major loss‘
in the fields of golden bantam
.(three hybrids), oto, and iowna
t'o ear worm. The ear worm
which has riddled most of the
sweet corn is the same worm
that bores through maturing cot-
ton bolls in this area, Dr. Young
said.

Dusting with DDT as soon as
the silk appears will be ‘he
greatest single benefit to a corn
crop, he said. For the best re-
sults dusting should be continued
through the life of the corn ear
once a day or once every other

Farmers presently growing
sweet corns may have time to
save more than half their crop
by beginning dusting at once he
said.

The experiment is being con-
ducted on an irrigated 10-acre
plot along with onion, tomato and
lettuce experiments.
