Need SS Cards

Self-employed persons in e 
trade or business who came un ­
der the Social Security for the 
first time January  I, 1951. should 
make sure that they have a so­
cial security card, according to 
George O Clark, m anager of the 
San Angelo Social Security o f­
fice. These persons will need a 
social security num ber a t the 
time they file their first social 
security return, says Mr Clark. 
This report will be filed in con­
junction w ith income tax  returns. 
The first such report from  self-

employed persons will be made 
in 1952 for the year 1951.

It is pointed out by Clark that 
under the term s of the amended 
Social Security Act, Federal Old- 
age and su rv ivon  insurance is e x ­
tended to most nonform and self- 
employed persons who have In­
comes from trades or businesses 
which they operate either as sole 
owners or partners.

Self-employed persons w h o  
have never had a social security 
account num ber card or who have 
lost their card  are urged to se­
cure one now in order that they 
may be able to file com plete In­
formation w ith their tax return  
next year.
