The 1852

agriculture conser
vation program has been started
in Coke County, according to Os

car Kresta, chairman «f the PMA

committee. The Depart
of Agriculture coordinated
the conservation activities in Feb
ruary, 1951, which was put into
cffect in May, 1951. The county
agricultural conservation pro
gram is developed by the county
PMA commitee, Soil Conserva
tion Service conservation
district supervisors, and the coun
ty agent, Kresta explained

to work by which is “The use of

each acre { agricultural land
within its capabilitic and the
treatment of each acre of agricul

tural land in accordance with its
needs for protection and improve
ment.”

A. V. Sheppard, designated
technician of the Soil Conservat-
lon Service, has the following re
sponsibilities on permanent type
practices in Coke County: (1)
finding that the practice is need
ed and praetical on the farm or
ranch (2) necessary site selection,
other preliminary work, and lay

The permanent type practices
selected for 1952 are: construction
of terraces, construction of di-
version terraces, construction of
water spreading terraces, con-
struction of erosion control or
spreader dams, and construction
of earthen dams or reservoirs for
collecting and storing livestock
water

According to Kresta, the county
PMA committee still has the
responsibility of administering
funds exxpended under the
Agricultural Conservation Pro-
gram in the county. The checking
and certifying as to performance
on the following non-permanent
type conservation practices will
be done by the county PMA com-
mittee: subsoiling to permit bet-
ter penetration of water, drilling
or digging wells for better distri-
bution of grazing on range, in-
stalling water lines for better dis-
tribuion on range land, applica-
tion of potash and phosphate,
elimination of destructive plants
on non-crop and range land, and
establishing or improving perma-
nent pastures by seeding adapted
pasture grasses

practices must be made to the
county PMA committee at the lo-
cal office in Robert Lee
