Wednesday afternoon, L e e  
Russell of McCamey moved into 
the Conda Wylie ranch, ten miles 
north of Bronte, with a spudder 
and a crew of men to sink test 
holes preparatory to m aking lo­
cation for drilling an oil well.

The Cardinal Oil Company of 
San Angelo is sinking the well. 
Three test holes will be sunk in 
the effort to locate the drilling 
site for the well. The Wylie 
ranch venture is another effort to 
brinR in oil in the Bronte section. 
Wells near Bronte that have been 
sunk within the last tw enty five 
years: wells northwest of here 
on the E. C. Rawlings ranch have 
been sunk: two tests at Blackwell 
nave been made without securing 
oil in commercial quantities. To 
the southeast of Bronte, two ef­
forts have been made for the 
golden fluid. One of the wells 
was lost bringing it in.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 
CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY

Section 1. That no equipment 
used for the purpose of storing 
wholesale quantities of such gas­
es shall be perm itted within the 
corporate limits. All require­
ments of the Rail Road Commis­
sion of Texas as outlined in Di­
vision III of Gas Utilities Dock­
et No. 141 and subsequent re ­
visions of said Division III Reg­
ulations are embodied and be­
came a part of this ordinance.

Any person, firm or corpora­
tion violating any provisions f 
this ordinance shall be deemed

guilty of a misdemeanor, and up­
on conviction for violation there­
of shall be fined in any sum not 
to exceed One Hundred Dollars
($100.00); and each day of use
or operation of any such equip­
ment shall constitute a separate 
offense.

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Texas Gas Markets 
Are On Increase

A gradual increase in new 
m arkets for Texas natural gas 
was expected to continue during 
1953 with the sta te  still supply­
ing more than half of the nation’s 
requirem ents.
, Some estim ates have placed 
the increase for m arketed natu r­
al gas production in the U. S. at 
8 per cent for 1953, according 
to reports gathered by the Texas 
M id-Continent Oil & Gas Asso­
ciation as an Oil Progress Week 
feature.

Texas m arketed gas production 
in 1952 was 4.3 trillion cubic 
feet, a 10 per cent increase over
1951. M arketed production of gas 
in Texas has risen 282 percent 
since 1940.

Casinghead gas (gas produced 
from oil reservoirs) accounted 
last year for 27 per cent of total 
gas production in Texas, or 1.4 
trillion cubic feet. By January  1, 
1953, some 95,835 oil wells were 
producing casinghead gas, com­
pared w ith 77,479 a year earlier.

Total gas well gas production 
reached 3.7 trillion cubic feet in
1952. By January  1953, there 
were 9,202 gas wells in Texas, 
a year’s gain of 793 wells. Dur­
ing the  first eight m onths of
1953. an additional 607 gas wells 
w ere brought in.

Additional gas discoveries have 
added to Texas’ 105.7 trillion cu­
bic feet of natural gas reserves, 
which is 55 p e r cent of the na t­
ional total. Extensions were u n ­
derway this year in the huge 
Panhandle gas field. Im portant 
gas fields also were being deve­
loped in South Texas.

Highly im portant in utilization 
of natural gas is the extraction 
of valuable liquid hydrocarbons. 
Texas has an estim ated 3.1 b il­
lion barrels of natural gas liq­
uid in reserve. Average recov­
ery’ of these liquids per thousand 
cubic feet of gas has increased 
about 25 per cent since World 
W ar H.

The rise in  field processing 
plants in  Texas accounts for the 
increase in recovery of natural 
gas liquids. These liquids — na­
tu ra l gasoline, butane, propane,

fuels and various o ther uses, in­
cluding domestic consumption.

Texas has 390 plants (gasoline, 
pressure m aintenance, cycliag, 
etc.) which process natural gas 
liquids. Major facilities include 
the natural gasoline plants (177), 
pressure m aintenance (22), and 
cycling plants (33). The rem ain­
ing are classified as scrubbers, 
dehydrating plants, drips, etc.

O utput of natural gasoline and 
cycling plants in Texas during 
1952 was over 375,000 barrels 
daily of liquids. This figure is 
due for an increase when the m a­
ny new processing plants begin 
operations.

During 1952 the Texas petro­
leum industry slated over $111 
million for new or improved field 
processing facilities. Included 
was a $2 million natural gasoline 
p lant in Crockett County.

Recent m ajor projects planned 
or underw ay include Phillips Pe­
troleum  Company’s $5.5 million 
propane, butane and pentane un­
it in  Ector County; a 2 million 
cubic feet per day gas capacity 
natural gasoline p lant in Clay

County (Grimes plant); Pecos 
Petroleum ‘3 plant at Pecos w ith 
a 22,000 barrel daily output ca­
pacity; Reef Fields Gasoline Cor­
poration at Sw eetw ater which 
has a natural gasoline plant with 
capacity to process over 33.5 m il­
lion cubic feet of gas daily.

There were about 30 compar­
able projects underway in Texas 
earlier in 1953.

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Lone Star Operates 
2 Plants Near Here

Lone S tar Producing Company 
plants in the vicinty of Bronte 
are providing increased supplies 
of gas, supporting conservation 
of this valuable natural resource 
and giving financial boost to the 
business and industrial progress 
of the area. These are the $3,- 
000,000 gasoline plant in the Fort 
Chadlboume oil field and the 
$200,000’ dehydration and desul­
phurization plant three miles 
west of Bronte.

Until the gasoline plant was 
placed in operation last March 
27, the Fort Charbourne oil 
field had been closed in for 
thirteen months by order of the 
Railroad Commission to halt the 
“waseful flaring of casinghead 
gas." The order eliminated the 
production o f approxim ately 
20,000 barrels of oil daily.

Establishment of the gasoline 
plant meant that producers and 
royalty owners could again take 
oil from the field, because the 
casinghead gas produced in con­
junction with oil production had 
an outlet of economic value. Now, 
instead of being flared into the 
air, the casinghead gas is pro­
cessed then returned to the for­
m ation for future use.

Lone Star's Fort Chadboum e 
gasoline p lant is equipped to 
handle about 25 million cubic 
feet of gas every tw enty-four 
hours, and from it is processed 
more than 75,000 gallons of na­
tural gasoline, propane and bu­
tane. Capacity to produce these 
liquefied petroleum products 
was stepped up by th irty  thou­
sand gallons on Septem ber 1 
with installation of an additional 
de-ethanizer called for in the 
original plant plans.
Engagvd in Engineering Study

Lone Star officials point out 
that it is engaged m engineering 
studies in the hope of advancing 
refinement methods of products 
to provide additional revenues 
for participating producers and 
royalty owners. Studies include

tane. This operation will re ­
quire approxim ately $100,000 in 
addatiorfcl equipm ent including 
fractionator, loading line, pumps, 
instrum ents and other items.

Payroll $15,000 Monthly 
F. D. Fond is superintendent 

of the Fort Chadboum e plant 
where the payroll approximates 
$15,000 each month. The plant, 
located approxim ately ten miles 
north of Bronte, performs the 
dual function of products m anu­
facture and reservoir m ainten­
ance. Gas is brought into the 
pLant at about 60 pounds pres­
sure and four-staged to increase 
pressure to 2,800 pounds. From 
th e  gathering system  the gas 
flows into five gas-engine driven 
compressors with a combined out 
put of 6,160 horsepower.

Fort Chadboum e Field 
The Fort Chadboum e field is 

located  in  the extrem e north  
sections of Runnels and Coke 
Counties and contains approxi­
mately 250 wells operated by the 
following producing companies; 
Burdell Oil St Refining Company 
of Snyder; Currie and Wylie of 
San Angelo; Humble Oil St Re­
fining Co. of Houston; G reen­
brier Oil Company of Ft. Worth; 
Hiawatha Oil St Gas Company of

San Antonio; Lester and Duf- 
riel<|, Inc. of Abilene; Murray 
Petroleum  Company of San An­
gelo; N. P. Powell of Tyler; Mal- 
co Refineries, Inc. of Roswell, 
New Mexico; Stanolind Oil & 
Gas Com pany of Fort Worth and 
George W. S trake of Houston.

Bronl* Plant
The Bronte desulphurization 

and dehydration plant removes 
w ater and sulphur from the gas 
taken from the Bronte field. 
W ithout such process, the field 
would be literally  "closed in" 
because its gas would not be 
suitable for commercial consum­
ption, Lone S tar officials joint 
o u t  The plant has facilities for 
cleaning and purifying approxi­
m ately ten  million cii>ic feet 
of gas p e r day.

The Bronte p lant was designed 
by Lone S tar engineers and the 
Graff Engineering Company of 
Dallas. Autom atic plant shut­
down controls are employed, in ­
cluding a telephone signal sy­
stem that notifies an operator 
in Bronte in case of a shut-down. 
The Bronte plant is unique in 
th a t it was the first of such 
plants operated by Lone Star in 
which direct fired re-boiler has 
been applied to a glycol^m ine 
p la n t

Lone S tar Gas Company, par­
ent company of Lone S tar P ro­
ducing, operates a natural gas 
distribuion system in Bronte 
for the benefit of more than 250 
customers. G. O. Wilson is in 
charge of the local distribuion 
property which is a part of Lone 
S tar's San Angelo division. E. 
L. Buelow of San Angelo is d i­
vision superintendent.

LOOKING BACKWARD AT THE OIL 
DEVELOPMENT IN BRONTE AREA

Note — In keeping with oil 
progress week, we have selected 
some stories from old edtitions 
of the Bronte Enterprise, which 
reflects the starting of the oil in- 
dustry in this area. It is impos­
sible to prin t all of the early 
attem pts to discover oil here so 
we have selected a few, which 
many folks here will remember.

March 26, 1937
OGDEN IS READY TO START 
DRILLING WEST OF BRONTE

“To get oil, or not to get oil— 
that is the question as to the oil 
situation in the Bronte section at 
this t me. The stake was set this 
morning, as we go to press, by 
the geologist for G. A. Simons 
of Muskogee, Okla. and H. E. Og­
den of Wichita, Kansas for a 3500 
foot test on the E. C. Rawlings 
ranch five mil >s aoithw est of 
Bronte.

The location of the new well 
is about a quarter f a mile west 
of the well drilled some years 
ago on the Rawlings ranch. The 
well was started by J. W. Crotty 
which was later taken over by 
the Mid-Kansas Oil Company 
and drilled the contract depth of 
3500 feet. Showings of oil were 
found in this well but not in suf­
ficient quantity at the price of 
crude oil a t that time for com­
mercial purposes. Hence the well 
was abandoned.

DECEMBER 24. 1937 
MAVERICK OIL WELL ON 
FLETCHER SHUTS DOWN

It was a m atter of regret and 
disappointment to all the people 
generally of the Bronte country 
when it became known first of 
the week tha t the owners of the

oil well on the Bert Fletcher 
lease at Maverick had closed 
down the well, after failing to 
bring in a producing well. Salt 
w ater sepmed to be the h in­
drance.

They did not plug the well, but 
only closed it down until after 
the first of the year — that an­
nouncement leaves the people 
with hope that after the holidays 
the owners will return  and under 
take fu rther to make the well a 
producer or else drill a new well. 
It is generally believed that the
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Bert Fletcher test proves that oil 
is there. It is possible tha t a 
general drill campaign will be 
started early next year.

The E. C. Rawlings well four 
miles northw est of Bronte is 
“drilling along,” after encounter­
ing many difficulties.

November 6, 1942 
MAVERICK OIL WELL 
DRILLING RESUMED

The Enterprise has the “inside” 
about the probability of oil d rill­
ing operations resuming in the 
Maverick section. In th is locality

a well was drilled some years ago 
which had oil but was lost in 
bringing it in. Then later an e f­
fort was made but the undertak­
ing was not finished. But this 
time, according to information 
the Enterprise has, the interested 
parties are successful oil men, 
having oil interests both in Cal­
ifornia and Texas. And the E n­
terprise was given the assurance 
that if the project is launched, it 
will be carried to completion — 
drilling will continue until it  is 
known that there is no oil.

Do you think you could dig a 
hole thirty feet deep by hand if 
you knew you would end up with, 
an oil well? T h at’s what happened 
in the early  days of searching for 
black gold in California.

And if you dug one 806 feet deep 
In 1897 it m ight still be producing 
oil—th a t's  what happened to the 
Santa Fe Railway.

Back in the early days, the ra il­
roads in California purchased a 
lot of their coal to operate their 
locomotives from New South 
Wales. A ustralia, a t a cost of $6 50 
to $7 00 per ton. The coal was 
shipped usually in sailing vessels 
that m ade the so-called triangle 
passage from .
E u r o p e  to  
Australia That 
Is to say. a j 
th ip  would sail ‘ 
with a cargo 
from some Eu­
ropean port to 
Australia and 
If. on arriving, 
no retu rn  ca r­
go were avail­
able. the ves­
sel would load 
with coal for 
o u r  P a c i f i c  
c o a s t .  On 
r e a c h in g  an 
American port, 
u s u a l ly  S a n  
Diego or San 
Francisco, the 
boat would dis­
charge its c a r­
go and reload 
with t im b e r ,  
w heat or m inerals and sail back to 
Europe R ather than sail in bal­
last from A ustralia to California 
It was considered better to carry  
coal at a com parabvely low rate.

It is hard to say who first proved 
Ihe practical value of oil as a 
locomotive fuel; yet. according to 
>ur present information, a man 
lam ed  Thomas U rquhart, superin­
tendent of motive power of a Euro­
pean railroad, m ade the first suc­
cessful experim ents. By 1886, 
U rquhart had 143 locomotives 
burning fuel oil in regular daily 
service. Am erican railroadm en 
teem  to have become interested 
in this proposition, for a t this 
time sim ilar experim ents were 
started  on certain  lines in the oil 
regions of w estern Pennsylvania. 
These experim ents were disband­
ed. however, because of the vast

deposits of coal In th a t region. 
Santa Fe began experim enting 
with oil for locomotive fuel in the 
early  1890's. Successful experi­
m ents proved the practicability  ol 
oil for locomotive use but the re­
m aining problem  was to be a s ­
sured of enough oil a t a price 
that would w arran t changing the 
engines fcom coal to oil.

About 1896 Santa Fe purchased 
320 acres of oil land a t Olinda. Cali 
forma, in O range County, aboot 
eight m iles northeast of F u ller­
ton and sta rted  drilling operations. 
The first hole sunk was a success­
ful well—and today, flfty-aix years 
later, it is stMl producing! Started 

in M areh oi 
1 8 97 I t  w a s  
com pleted in 
April and the 
o ld  r e c o r d s  
show tha t 4.980 
barre ls  of oi) 
f lo w e d  f ro m  
‘•Olinda No. 1” 
tha t year.

In 1921, 
the property of the Petroleum  
Development Company was sold 
to the Chanslor-Canfleld Midway 
Oil Company which has handled 
the Santa F e in terest since thal

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1300 Rigs Are Required for 
Drilling Operations in Texas

To keep up one of the main 
sources of income in Texas — 
oil and gas production, it takes 
some 1,300 rigs, roaring and 
clanking in every part of the 
state, to put down wells at a 
rate  averaging about 50 a day.

Latest figures, compiled by the 
Texas Mid-Continent Oil & Gas 
Association from Railroad Com­
m ission and industry publica­
tions, show that drilling activity 
fo r the first eight months is 
about the same as last year on a 
statew ide basis. Some areas, 
however, have hit substantial 
slumps and the overall dry hole 
risk was about 2 per cent steeper.

P lans for drilling, as reflected 
by 12,821 applications for per­
mits, were more than 3 per cent 
higher than at the same time in 
1952.

The drilling crews by the end 
of August had finished their 
w ork on 12,051 wells — 2 per 
cent less than last year — and 
37 per cent were dry holes. The 
operators were rewarded with 
6,977 oil producers, 6 per cent 
few er than in the same period of 
1952.

In  the  state 's totail drilling 
program , 2,844 attem pts were 
m ade to find oil in new te rri­
tory. The same heavy odds a- 
gainst these wildcat wells contin­
ued to prevail with about 85 per 
cen of them  dry. (These figures 
are based on Commission defin­
itions of wildcats which are not 
quite as restricted as the explora­
tory well definitions used by the 
dry hole rate  of eight out of 
American Association of Petro­
leum Geologists who show a 
nine.)

17,462 Wells In 1952
Faced with these stiff odds and 

higher drilling costs, operators 
had drilled about 4.5 percent 
few er wildcats this year than 
last. At an industry-wide cost 
of 2,400 dry holes, however, 396 
oil discoveries had been added 
to the state’s list of producers.

During all of 1952, Texas oper­
ators chalked up 17,462 wells, 
10,222 being oil producers, 738 
gas and 6,502 dry holes. These 
included 4,041 wildcat attempts 
which found oil 587 times; gas 43 
and nothing, 3,746 times.

It has been estimated that 
footage drilled in Texas in 1953 
totaled 83 million, of which near­
ly 30 million feet were dry.

The state’s ability to produce 
oil in billion-barrel a year quan­
tities is keyed to the results of 
the search for oil and the de­
velopm ent of discoveries.

Larg* Capital Investments
Large capital investments in 

expensive equipment and ser­
vices, coupled with an annual 
payroll of some $187 million, 
makes Texas drilling an imoor- 
tan t economic factor. Last year 
drilling  operations employed 
some 43,127 crewmen — tool 
pushers, roughnecks and many 
others.

A drilling rig capable of cut­
ting a hole 3.000-5,000 feet deep 
oosts some $150,000 and one that 
will go down 15,000 feet runs 
into the half-million bracket.

Because every well is a differ­
ent problem, per-foot drilling 
costs v.yrv widely, making an 
industry-w ide average almost 
impossible. In areas like North 
Texas (which is a cheaper drill­
ing area than, say, West Texas) 
a 3.200 foot oil well might cost 
around $31,000. A dry hole there 
that deep (which does not re ­
quire the equipment of a produ­
cer) would be some $14,000. Out 
in West Texas many wells ove­
rage better than $100,000 and

some come three-for-a-million 
dollars.

Rig Operations Down in W. Tax.
A shutdown of the Spraberry 

p rea  neiporte<Hly has caused a 
drop in the num ber of rig op­
erations in West Texas. At pre­
sent the area is increasing its 
deep drilling activities.

In  Andrews County, far West 
Texas, there are about 40 rigs 
drilling to the 12,000 foot level. 
Each well will require about 
six months to finish.
The state’s deepest hole was 
completed last Spring in Pecos 
County at 16,696 feet — and dry.

At the end of the first seven 
months of 1953 there were 1,299 
drilling rigs operating in Texas, 
compared with 1,393 for the same 
1952 period. Overall decline was 
over 6 percent.

In District 8 (West Texas) oper­
ating rigs jumped from 305 to 
339, an 11 per cent hike.
