Cotton, w heat and corn are all 
u nder the fa rm  price support 
program . If the price pa id  the 
fa rm er w ere cut in half, th e  re ­
ta il cost of these products w ould 
be affected very slightly . But the 
farm er would be ruined.

000,000.

In 1953, gross income from  ag­
ricu ltu re was $35,100,000,000. But 
th e  fa rm ers’ NET income had 
dropped to $7,400,000,000.

Net income is w hat counts. 
W ith the total net farm  income 
over four billion dollars less in 
1953 .than in 1947, certain ly  nei­
th e r farm ers nor the price sup­
port program  can be blam ed for 
the high cost to  consum ers of 
fa rm  products.
