RECALLS INTERESTING _ INCI-

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MR. JUSTICE HOLMES—A GRAND SPIRIT

The death of former Supreme Court Justice Oliver Wendell
Holmes, on the eve of his 94th birthday, brought to a close one of
the most distinguished careers of the past century.

In Justice Holmes, the phase “public service” found its high-
est possible meaning his entire life was devoted to the welfare
of the nation—every deed, every thought, was actuated by the
lofty patriotic ideals. His was an influence that went far beyond
the law, to which his abilities of mind and spirit were primarily
dedicated, and found its reflection in every walk of life, from Civil
War days to the present.

The friends and acquaintances of Justice Holmes have often
paid tribute, not only to his brilliance,but to his generosity. Many
a man who has risen to high position in nublic or private life owes
his start to encouragement and teaching given him by the great
jurist, and his unflagging interest in young men with the potential-
ities of achievement is well known.

Men such as Justice Holmes are rare in any time—and they
seem to be paticularly rare in these days when expediency, greed,
and the lust for power dictate the actions of so many Franklin,
Adams and others are remembered—as a man who unselfishly
served his country to the best of his vast abilities, and at the end
of life could look back on great and difficult tasks well done.

. Texas has before it the greatest reason on earth for the im-
mediate adoption of a drivers license law with teeth in it for last
year more people were killed and injured in automobile accidents
than every before in history.

The Travelers Insurance Company has analyzed the record
in a graphic, illustrated booklet entitled “Thou Shalt Not Kill.” I
ghows that the fatality total was around 36,000—and the in-
jury total near the million mark. It is a fact that automobile regis-
trations increased but 6 percent, as did gasoline consumption,
while the death record soarded 16 percent.

Th_e main reason for that ghastly record is excessive speed.
Speed is not only responsible for the bulk of accidents—it also
tends to make the consequences of each accident more serious.

A heavy foot on the accelerator is the best friend that the Dark
Angel has.

Last year, automobiles struck 337,000 pedestrains—and 16,-
000 died. There were 381-000 accidents in which two cars collided

1-3 cup of preserved ginger

government furnish funds for gen-
eral contouring of contracted acre-
ape and abandoned land and wide
vow [planting of a stooling
variety of sorghum. Seeding labor
would also be paid with government
funds.

All land so treated at government
expense \would be fheld subject to

horvesting and grazing restrictions
by the povernment through the
spring pasturing season of 1936.

The harvesting of grain by heading
where produced, would be permitted
the operator or land owner unless
restricted by AAA reulations, but
a high stuble satisfactory to the
erosion specialist in charge would
be left standing and protected from
fire and over grazing until the suc-
cessful establishment of the succeed-
ing crop had rendered its use for
prevention of soil erosion by wind
no longer necessary.

The contour listing and wide row
planting would not interfere with
viormal methods of wheat Iland
preparation and would permit a satis-
factory partial fallow effect for the
benefit of the succeeding crop.

In the case of wheat, however,
the government would furnish ma-
terials but would not pay for seed-
ing labor.

Those sponsoring the movement
say that all remaining cultivated
lands in this area wil presumably
produce a regular crop in which case
the stubble and straw residues from
the crop will provide the mnecessary
vegetative residue for erosion pre-
vention. An educational effort will
have to be carried out in connection
ivith the general program to secure
the proper handling of residues on
cropped land, thereby providing for
the best possible protection of all cul
tivated lands in the area, it was said.

It was further suggested that while
the physical results of this plan would
only through the windy season of
1935-36, the demonstration and edu-
cational value would be of permanent
importance.

Emergency wind erosion control aid
would not be recommend, it was said
unless 80 per cent co-operation is as-
sured within the county, township or
precinct affected.

Those fostering the movement de-
clared that imimediate authorization
and the active procurement of seed
and farmer cc-operation is absolutely
necessary Ly April 1 if the program is
to be put into effect in time to aid
the crop season of 1935-36.

The conferance dpresentatives
reqolution requesting fed-
eral authorities at Washington to ap-
prove the plan, ‘with such modifica-
tions as may be necessary, and allo-
cate sufficient funds to get it under
way immediately.”

H. H. Finnell, regionall director for
the U. S. Soil Erosion Service and
in immediate charge of the 25,000-
acre wind erosion control project
near Dalhart, explained methods
which are now being successfully fol-
lowed on the plot.
