Briefly, the ordinance provides 
for the following:

The city has been divided up 
into drilling blocks of approxi­
mately ten acres each. A map 
which is part of the ordinance 
shows just how Bronte property 
is divided.

According to the new regula­
tion, an oil operator must have 
a permit to drill within the city 
limits, to be issued by the city 
council. It also provides that a 
fee of $200 shall be paid the city 
before a permit Is issued and the 
city council reserves the right to 
refuse a permit for any reason it 
deems proper.

Well location is provided for 
by the regulation which says that

50 feet of any boundary of a 
drilling block or within 75 feet 
of any building of a block.

No permit is to be issued to an 
operator who owns less than 51 
per cent of the leases in a drill­
ing block. The ordinance pro­
vides a method for land owners 
who have not leased their pro­
perty to receive a fair lease price 
for property. In case a land 
ow'ner does not wish to lease a 
way is provided for him to be­
come a partner in a test well on 
his block.

A method of paying royalty U» 
land owners who have a produc­
ing well on their drilling block is 
provided, each one to receive his 
pro rata share according to the 
size of his holdings in the drill­
ing block.

Rights of surface owners are 
protected in that a written con­
tract with the owner is required 
before an operator can move in 
drilling equipment.

A public hearing must be held 
before a permit is issued to dr;ll 
any well and a notice of such 
hearing must be published.

Public health and welfare are 
taken care of with various safe­
ty measures which must be ob­
served by the operator Such 
things as filling of slush pits, 
flaring of gas, removal of drilling
