Weekly Sermon

By Rev. W. C. Craig

Many of the world's greatest
Christians are living today. Chris-
tianity seemingly is doing more
good today than ever before,
There are more churches — more
members and adequate physical
equipment than ever before. Good
Christians seem to be more effec-
tive than at any time in the
world’s history.

But for many people, even in the
church, religion is not this vital
thing. Someone characterized this
as ‘‘Religion with rickets.”” For
many, religion (Christianity) is
not a virile power within. Religion
for many is a flabby, meaningless

tractive-winsome. They had seen
the Lord; He was real to them.
His Spirit was in their hearts. Je-
sus was winsome; He attracted
children. We today need more of
that same Spirit in our hearts.

2, Brotherhood -~ Benevolence.
Brotherhood around the world
seems to be growing — increasing.
The One God made ALL people.
So everybody has the same Father
and naturally all His creation are

brothers. That is the ideal; not
always' the practice. Abram said
to Lot, "“We be brethren."”” Bro-

therhood expresses itself between

two people; in the home; the
church; community groups; the
entire community. Brothermood
begets benevolence. If we don't

love people, we will not help them
much. We are the right sort of
helpers ONLY as we are the right
sort of brothers.

3. Conviction — Courage. Our
convictions are things we decide
are right about certain moral and
religious issues. Convictions are
based largely on what we believe.
Beliefs DO matter, Occasionally
a person says, "It doesn't matter
what you believe, just so you act
right.”" But just how do we act
right if we don't believe some-
thing? A sound faith is necessary
to good religion. And we will have
Christian convictions ONLY in pro-
portion to our Christian faith. The
Christian formal creeds ARE im-
portant. We today need a deeper
faith. Then our convictions will
be more sound. Actions are based
on beliefs. One of our Texas Meth-
odist preachers said, ‘‘The trouble
with so many of us is that we
live by our doubts instead of our
faith."”" The right sort of convic-

W

tions foster courage. '‘The courage
of our convictions'’ we used to hear
a lot about,

4. Devotion — Denial of Self.
This follows all the above, De-
votion means dedication; conse-
cration; earnestness; and giving
self, This doesn’'t just happen. We

prepare for it, as in the above
three areas. We have to meet the
conditions. Perhaps we have sub-
stituted a rickety wobble for the
stalwart stand we should take. We
have to keep self out of the way,
to be our best. Self-Sacrifice is
one of the requirements of the Gos-
pel. The young people have taught
us to sing ‘'Give of your best to
the Master."”” Real virile religion—
Religion with vitamins? Yet, St.
Paul said to the Christian at Ephe-
sus, ‘‘Be strong in the Lord."” Thats
the key.
