Mrs. Hell, who is chief 
operator and cashier, was not on 
strike. She handled the switch­
board during the walkout, with a 
man being sent out to operate the 
switchboard at night.

The new contract, which will be 
in force 15 months, includes the 
following major changes over the 
old contract:

1. Wage increases totaling $175,- 
OOf) annually which, when added to 
the wage adjustment granted in 
November, 1955, results in an hour- 
up increase per employee equiva­
lent to the wage increases received 
throughout the telephone industry.

2. Different plant areas for wage 
schedules were established. The 
number of traffic and commercial 
areas for wage schedule purposes 
were reduced.

3. Increases in the board and 
lodging allowances for unlocated 
construction personnel of $1 per
