A week from tomorrow voters 
of Texas will elect a governor and 
attorney general. Voters of this 
county will also vote on their 
state representative at this sec­
ond Democratic primary, which 
will be Saturday, Aug. 25.

Interest in the primary has been 
lost to a great extent this week 
because of the Democratic Na­
tional Convention which is being 
held in Chicago. Undoubtedly, the 
same situation will exist next 
week when the Republican Con­
vention is held in San Francisco.

Candidates for the three offices 
which Involve Coke countians have 
been on the road the past week, 
and are trying to arouse local in­
terest in the coming primary.

Contesting for the highest o f  
ficc of the state are Price Daniel 
of Liberty and Ralph Yarborough 
of Austin. Daniel led the ticket 
in the first primary gubernatorial 
race but failed to secure a ma 
jority. Yarborough has carried on 
an extensive campaign in an ef­
fort to overtake Daniel in the sec 
ond primary.

In the attorney general's race 
Will Wilson of Dallas County is 
battling it out with Tom Moore of 
McLennan County. Wilson was 
high man of the race in the first 
primary.

Another runoff of state-wide 
scope was cancelled when A. M.

VOTERS URGED TO INVESTIGATE 
ISSUES IN SCHOOL TAX ELECTION

Those who have made thorough 
studies of the school tax situation 
this week arc urging voters of (ho 
Bronte Independent School District 
to investigate and consider seri­
ously the oroposition which is to 
bo voted on Sept. 1. The proposal 
is to raise taxes in this school 
district from $1.00 to $1.25 |>or 
$100 valuation. *

The election was called after 
the school hoard was presented 
v.ith a petition signed by 75 quali­
fied voters of the school district, 
asking that the election be held 
again. It was voted down, 77 to 
59, in an election July 10.

Since the election July 10, it 
has been brought to the attention 
o f an equalization board and the 
school board that Bronte School

is going to lose considerable reve­
nue during the1 next two years, or 
more, from decreased valuations 
in the Fort Chadl>oume ami Rawl­
ings oil fields. Only alternatives 
to losing the money from the 
school budget is to increase the 
tax rate, increase valuations, or 
borrow money, it is pointed out. 
If one of these steps is not taken, 
(ho school will l>e fam'd with cut­
ting present standards, so as lo 
make up the money lost. Those 
who are for the tax Increase say 
the lowering of standards is high­
ly unlikely, however, and that val­
uations will undoubtedly be rais­
ed if the tax rate is not raised.

Ia addition to the bond# 
now enumerated In Section II of Article 
VII of the Constitution o f the State of 
Texas, th# Permanent University Fund may 
be invested in first lien real estate mort­
gage securities guaranteed in any manner 
in whole by the United States Government 
or any agency thereof and in such cor­
poration bonds, preferred stocks and com­
mon stocks as the Board of Regents of 
The University of Texas may deem to bo 
proper investments for said fund ; and the 
Interest and dividends seeming from tho 
securities listed in Section 11 and Section 
lie . except the portion thereof which ia 
appropriated by the operation of Section 
111 of Article VII for the payment of prin­
cipal and interest on bonds or notes issued 
thereunder, shall be subject to appropria­
tion by the Legislators to accomplish tho 
purposes declared in Section 10 of Article 
VII of this Constitution. In making each 
and all of such investments said Board of 
Regents ahall exercise the judgment and 
care under the circumstance* then prevail­
ing which men of ordinary prudence, dis­
cretion. and intelligence exercise In tho 
management of their own affairs not la 
regard to speculation but In regard to tbo 
permanent disposition of their funds, con­
sidering the probable Income therefrom an 
well as the probable safety of their capital: 
provided, however, that not more than fifty  
per cent (60% ) of said fund shall be In­
vested at any given time in corporate 
stocks and bonds, nor shall more than one 
per cent (1 % ) of said fund be invested In 
securities issued by any one (1) corpora­
tion. nor ahall more than five per cent 
(5% ) of the voting stock of any one (1) 
corporation be o*n ed : and provided, fur­
ther, that stocks eligible for purchase shall 
be restricted to stocks of companies incor­
porated within the United States which 
have paid dividends for ten (10) consecu­
tive years or longer immediately prior to 
the date of purchase and whkh. except for 
bank stocks and insurance stocks, are listed 
upon an exchange registered with the Se­
curities and Exchange Commission or its 
successors. This amendment shall be self- 
enacting. and shall become effective upon 
its adoption, provided, however, that the 
Legislature shall provide by law for full 
disclosure of all details concerning the in­
vestments In corporate storks and bond* 
and other Investments authorised herein."
