Gardening and Food Presérva-
tion has always been important to
Annice as she helps her mother
with the garden, canning and
freezing so that the family can
be well fed.

Annice hase received a year pin
each year since 1951.

Changes in Drouth
Hay Program

County Judges were recently giv-
en the authority to issue certifi-
cates entitling ranchers to a 50%
reduction in freight rates on all
hay purchased to feed to livestock.
Apparently the only eligibility re-
quirement is that the hay not be
purchased for resale. The local
FHA committee has done this in
the past. This committee still is-
sues the certificates for the $7.50
payment on roughage and the $15.-
00 payment on grain. Old eligibil-
ity requirements must still be met
for these nayments. Those men
operating feedlots are the main
ones who will now be eligible for
the freight reduction; however,
there have been cases in this coun-
ty where hay was ordered in car-
load lots and ranchers had to pay
all of the freight on a portion of
the load because old regulations
did not permit them to get reduc-
rates on all of the load. Certifi-
cates are available at Judge
Dean’'s office and at the county
agent’s office.
