The year 1956 has passed into 
history; and the lack of rainfall 
recorded some horrible stories up­
on the pages o f time. The drouth
was the most devastating the first 
1014 months of (the year when we 
received 5.7 inches of rainfall, ac­
cording to unofficial records main­
tained by the Soil Conservation 
Service at Robert Lee. A total of 
12.2 inches were recorded in 1956.

Not until October 15th was there 
a bright spot in the rainfall, when 
4.9 Inches were recorded during the 
next 15 days. The 4.9 fell in four 
rains with 1.9 being the largest 
rain. These rains fell in slow gentle 
showers that produced very little 
runoff. They have provided some 
good moisture where nearly all 
soaked into the ground.

Rainfall in 1956 added to the
devastation of the drouth of the
past decade. From unoffocial re­
cords the rainfall received during 
the past eleven years is listed be­
low with only 1949 receiving nor­
mal rains.

A record 1957 construction bud­
get o f $14,200,000 for General Tele­
phone Company of the Southwest 
was announced today.

Wright pointed out that the com­
pany will convert 25 of Hs exchang­
es to dial operation during the 
year, will establish three new e x -} 
changes, and will replace equip­
ment in eight other exchanges. At 
the end of 1957. 83 per cent of the 
company's telephones will be dial 
operated. Anticipated gain in tel- 
opbones for 1957 is 15.500.

General Telephone Company of 
the Southwest operates 195.000 tel­
ephones in Texas, New Mexico, 
Oidahoma. Arkansas and Louisi­
ana and is the largest independent 
i non-Bell * telephone company in 
the Southwest.

Considering construction budgets 
of the Texas Telephone Company 
and Oklahoma Telephone Company 
(other General System companies) 
the total construction budget for

Returning and 
Exchanging Gifts

With every wedding, birthday, 
or holiday season, there comes 
the day-after-the-day -before— the 
returned gift headache The season 
for returning Christmas gifts to 
the stores for exchange is now 
upon us.

Most business establishments 
are as cooperative as possible 
about this annual American pas­
time. but before getting into any 
arguments with a reluctant clerk 
or manager, better take a look at 
the legal situation involved. You 
may find that persuasion is more 
in order than demands for ad­
justment.

Department stores are under no 
legal obligation to take back a pur­
chase and refund your money or 
deliver other goods In exchange 
Just because you changed your 
mind. Most stores do make re­
funds or exchanges, but that is be­
cause It is their policy to do so — 
not because they are required to.

However, a promise to refund 
or exchange merchandise made 
by the store or salesman should 
be honored. Similarly, if a store 1
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misrepresents the quality of cer­
tain goods or If the goods are de­
fective, you are justified in expect­
ing a satisfacotry adjustment. But 
you have no more legal right to 
expect a store to refund or ex­
change because you change your 
mind about a purchase than the 
store has to ask you to give back 
the goods that were sold to you be­
cause it didn't want to sell them 
after all.

Suppose you buy a coat In one 
store and find that another com ­
pany has it on sale for five dollars 
less. Must the store where you 
bought it take back the coat and 
give you a refund, or refund the 
difference in price? The seller is 
under no obligation to refund the 
difference, any more than he could 
make you pay the difference if he 
discovered that a competitor offer­
ed the same coat at a higher price 
than he had charged for it.

Much the same rules apply to 
the refund of deposits. Unless it 
is the policy of a store to refund 
deposits on articles, or at least 
apply the amount on the purchase 
of some other item, the buyer is 
obligated to go through with the 
terms of the contract, even though 
he has changed his mind about the 
purchase.

When one selects, orders, and de­
posits money on the purchase of an 
article, the store is under obliga­
tion to deliver the article in ac­
cordance with the terms of the 
sale. If the buyer refuses to ac­
cept the article or pay the re­
mainder of the purchase price, 
the seller can take legal action 
against him. according to the 
terms of the contract.

The same principles apply to a 
trade-in allowance on used mer­

chandise towards the purchase of 
a new article. Such a trade-in 
allowance is considered the same 
as a deposit.
