Who Lives Here?

Supt. Garland Black s a i d  
Thursday morning that classes 
in the Bronte School were off to 
a good start, and that an even 
300 students have enrolled.

The superintendent said the 
first grade is the most heavily 
loaded class with 34 beginners. 
Miss Ona Parker is teacher of 
this grade. Black said this num­
ber is considerably higher than 
was anticipated.

This means that local property 
owners and oil and other major 
taxpayers will have to bear this in­
creased cost. He said a large 
number of Texas schools are in the 
same binding financial situation as 
the Bronte school.

The estimated valuation for the 
Bronte district this year on local 
property is $1,810.328 00, while oil 
company and other major tax­
payer property is valued at $6,085.- 
725 The latter figure two years 
ago was $750,00 more than it is 

| this year, and major oil company 
! valuations for 1958-59 alone are 
$272,180 less than the year before.

The Bronte School tax rate is 
$1.25 per $100 valuation. The pay­
ments of bonded indebtedness each 
year must be taken out of the lo­
cal funds. The amount for this 
year will be $20.0000 on the prin­
cipal and $4,988 38 Interest. TTiis 
will leave a balance of $180,000 
owed on the new elementary build­
ing. The old building was paid out 
last year, thus retiring that debt. 
The balance paid on the old build­
ing last year was $9.000 00 

School officials here expressed 
the opinion that maintenance and 
operation expenses have been cut 
to the minimum without impairing 
the quality of instruction. They 
have asked for a meeting some 
time in October with representa­
tives of oil companies and other 
major taxpayers to discuss what 
can be done to improve the 
school’s financial situation for the 
1959-60 term. By the time for this 
meeting the school s audit for the 
past year will have been complet­
ed and figures will be presented at 
the meeting. Black said.

sheriff and tax assessor-collector 
offices in Coke County:
TO THE HONORABLE COUNTY 
JUDGE AND COMMISSIONERS’ 

COURT OF COKE COUNTY, 
TEXAS:

WHEREAS, on November 2. 
1954, Article V III Section 16a be­
came a part of the Constitution of 
Texas, said article providing that 

"In  any county having a pop­
ulation of less than ten thous­
and (10,000) inhabitants, as de­
termined by the last preceding 
census of the United States, the 
Commissioners Court may sub­
mit to the qualified property tax- 
paying voters of such county at 
an election the question of adding 
an Assessor-Collector of Taxes to 
the list of authorized county offi­
cials. If a majority of such vot­
ers voting in such election shall 
approve of acMing an Assessor- 
Collector of Taxes to such list, 
then such official shall be elect­
ed at the next General Election 
for such Constitutional term of 
.office as is provided for other 
Tax Assessors-Collectors in this 
State.”
AND WHEREAS, the sheriff now 

serves as ex-officio assessor-col- 
lector. this amendment permits 
♦he voters of the counties to decide 
in a referendum whether the new 
and additional office of assessor- 
collector should be created: and, 

WHEREAS, it is felt that this 
extra duty imposes a heavy bur­
den on the sheriff and takes up a 
large portion of his time which 
.should be devoted to other duties; 
therefore.

WE. THE UNDERSIGNED, res­
ident qualified electors and tax- 
paying voters of Coke County, 
Texas, who each owns taxable 
property in said County and who 
each has duly rendered the same 
for taxation, respectfully pray 
your Honorable Body to order an 
election at the earliest possible 
date, for the purpose of submitting 
the following proposition to the 
resident qualified property taxpay­
ing voters of said County, who own 
taxable property in said County 
and who have duly rendered the 
same for taxation, for their action 
thereupon:

"S H A IX  an Assessor-Collect­
or o f Taxes be added to the list 
of authorized County officials 
of Coke County, in accordance 
with the provisions of Article 
V III section 16a of the Texas 
Constitution?”
