Anticoagulant baits are very ef- |
fective, but must be eaten daily or |
at regular intervals for five to
seven days. The bait must be kept |
out at least a week and prefer-|
ably longer to work effectively. |
One or two pounds normally is|
ample for household use while
five to ten pounds is needed for|
a farmstead with several build-
ings. These baits are relatively |
safe to use around pets and child-|
ren. They can be harmful to]
pets or people, but must be con- |
sumed in large amounts to be
harmful. ;

Water mix baits come in pack-
ets that make one quart of bait|
when mixed with water. It is|
sometimes more effective than dry‘
baits around granaries, barns, or|
stored feeds where there is loose
grain. Using both wet and dry|
bait in such areas is usually ef-!
fective.

A good method for baiting is tof
put one-half the bait in small con-|
tainers such as jar lids or cut 0"‘!

Soil Bank Signup
Outlined by ASC

A step-by-step description of how
a farmer can put all or part of his
land in the 1959 Conservation Re-
serve of the Soil Bank was given
here today by Clarence E. Arrott,
Chairman of the Coke County Agri-
cultural Stabilization and Conser-
vation Committee

He emphasized that the first and
most important step is for a far-
mer to ask the County ASC Com-
mittee to establish maximum an-
nual payment rates for his farm.
Payment rates will not be estab-
lished for a farm unless requested
by the farmer. At the same time,
the farmer should furnish the Com-
mittee with information on acreage
and yields for his farm and give
an estimate of the value of his
land. This information is needed
before the rates can be established
for their farms. The deadline for
farmers to request that rates be
established for their farms is Sept.
26, 1958.

On the basis of the information
supplied by the farmer and other
records, the County office will es-
tablish maximum annual rates of
payment for the farm and will
send the farmer an application
form for placing land in the pro-
gram. The application form will
show the rates established for the
farm.

The farmer then decides how
much cropland he wants to put in
the Conservation Reserve, how
long he wants his contract to run,
and the rate of annual payment at
which he will offer his land. He
enters this information on the ap-
plication form. The application
