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9-1-1 to be operational by January

By DANETTE BAKER

"Attention local firemen.. fire at
the intersection of county roads
607 and 510..."

To Castro County residents, the
above directions may seem mea-
ningless, but in less than six
months, such descriptions will lead
firefighters to a location just north
of the Easter community.

By January, the county plans to
have the 9-1-1 emergency system
operational, said Billy Hackleman,
chairman of the 9-1-1 commilttee.

Developmental stages of the sys-
tem began in January of 1988,
when the Panhandle Regional Plan-
ning Commission implemented a 9-
1-1 advisory committee with funds
from local telephone lines. Castro
county residents began paying the

50 cent charge in January of 1990.

"We’ve (county employees) in-
stalled signs on over 700 (county)
roads,” he said, noting the signs
cost the county $3040.

As of Monday afternoon, 90 per-
cent of all county roads have been
marked, Hackleman said, stating
that Precinct 1 has several un-
marked roads.

"I plan to have those done by this
week," said Harold Smith, Pct. 1
Commissioner.

Smith said he hasn’t been able to
complete the project because recent
rains have made some roads impas-
sable.

"I’ve got the most roads in the
county, and the most rain has fallen
over there (Precinct 1)," he said.

Once the roads are marked,

Hackleman said the next step re-
quires assigning location numbers
to all rural structures.

"Every house, bam and the like
will be assigned a number corre-
sponding to the county road it’s
on," he said.

Then property owners will be
responsible for affixing the county-
furnished markers on their proper-
ty, Hackleman said.

Although failure to cooperate
carries no legal penalty, coopera-
tion is essential for the system to
work, said Lonny Rhynes, Castro
County sheriff. Rhynes is the coun-
ty’s representative on the PRPC

"The numbers (on the structures)
are for their benefit,” he said.
"We'll find the call anyway, but the

DISD begins search
for superintendent

News of the resignation of Dim-
mitt School Supt. Robert Ryan is
less than a week old, but wheels
have already been put in motion by
the Dimmitt School Board to find
his replacement.

Ryan resigned last week 10 ac-
cept the superintendent’s position
at Seminole, with a salary increase
of 22% over what he was making
in Dimmitt.

David Schaeffer, president of the
board, said they have already con-
tracted with the Texas Association
of School Boards’ superintendent
search division to find a new super-
intendent.

Tom Jarboe of Friona, represent-
ing TASB’s Region 16, was in
Dimmitt Tuesday to begin the pro-

cess. He will be assisted by E. C.
Leslie of Lubbock, who is responsi-
ble for having conducted the Semi-
nole search that led to their hiring
of Ryan.

"We’ll consider all local appli-
cants as well as qualified outsi-
ders," Jarboe said. "We’re starting
this week to get input from the
people of Dimmitt on what they
will want in a new superintendent.”

Jarboe emphasized that TASB
serves as a consultant, and will not
make the final decision.

"That is the sole responsibility of
your local school board,” he said.
"As consultants, we will do the
searching and recruiting, but we do
not do the hiring."

The wheat harvest was late get-
ting started, and it’ll be history by
this time next week.

Since it was so dry this year,
most of the dryland wheat has long
since been plowed under, and so
many of our wheat fields were
grazed out that there wasn’t much
acreage left to harvest.

As Eddie Matthews at Easter
Grain said, "Most of our farmers
felt they could come out better by
grazing it out—they could save a
watering and skip the harvest.ex-
pense.”

Yields on the irrigatd wheat are
ranging from 25 to 70 bushels per
acre, probably averaging in the 40-
50 range, and our elevz or opera-
tors report the quality as "good" to
"very good."

The prices and market prospects,
as usual, are a big problem.

"Thz price was at $2.85 when we
started harvesting, but now it has
dropped down to $2.74," Bill Clark

They say no one is irreplaceable.

But it's possible "they” never
met Dimmitt School Superinten-
dent Robert Ryan and his wife,
J’Lyn.

The community is stll abuzz
from the news last week that the
popular couple, who have been a
part of the Dimmitt scene for 20
years, are moving to Seminole,
where Ryan will become superin-
tendent of the schools there. His
last day on duty here willihe June
28.

David Schaeffer, president of the
Dimmitt School Board, says, "We
are tremendously sorry to see
Robert go; his leadership has
served this community for 20 years.
He’s done an excellent job."

E. C. Leslie of Lubbock, retired
LISD school superintendent who
now works for the Texas Associa-
tion of School Boards’, superinten-
dent search division, was in-
strumental in getting Ryan and Se-
minole together.

"I've known Robert for 20 years,
and he came to mind right away
when I was contacted by Semi-
nole,” Leslie said. "He’s a quality
person conservative  but
progressive.”

The Ryans came to Dimmitt in
June, 1971, when he became prin-
cipal of DHS. He served as busi-
ness manager of DISD from Octo-
ber, 1973, to November, 1976,
when he was named sdperintendent
of the schools.

Fred Bruegel, who was a mem-
ber of the school board that hired
Ryan, said the administrator was
just what the board was looking for
at the time—"a hard worker with
good ideas and good experience."”

"You know, we’ve produced
some outstanding kids in the Dim-
mitt schools, and I think it’s a
direct result of Robert’s progressive
attitude and leadership abilities."”

Bruegel also has been associated
with Ryan as a member of the
Dimmitt Lions Club, and both have
served terms as Boss Lion.

"Robert headed up our Radio
Day, and has always done whatever
was needed, and willing to go that
extra mile," Bruegel said. "He is a
super individual, and he will be
missed."

As the Ryans reared their two
children, Robin and Stephanie, they
were involved in numerous other
community, school and church acti-
vities. Robin, now 28, lives with his
wife, Cindy and daughter Daryl in
Graham. Stcphanie, now 23, lives
in Annapolis, Md., and is a flight
attendant for American Airlines.

The Ryans met at Hardin-Sim-
mons University and were married
on graduation day 31 years ago.
J’Lyn received a master’s degree
later from West Texas State Uni-
versity, and Robert received a mas-
ter’s degree from Sul Ross and
superintendent credentials from
Texas Tech University.

After they moved to Dimmitt,
Robert gave his spare ume to Little
League and Kids, Inc., as well as
being active with the Chamber of
Commerce and the Salvation Army
drive. He is currently on the board
of Wayland Baptist University, and
has served on the board of High
Pldins Baptist Hospital.

J’Lyn, who has been a business
teacher at Dimmitt High for 15

McDonough said the vacated
home, owned by Richard Hunter
of Dimmitt, was two miles east
and one-quarter mile north of
U.S. Highway 385 (Simpson
dairy road).

He estimated the loss at about
$20,000.

Other than the proximity and
date, McClain said no cvidence
links the two incidents at this
time.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 42 proposes a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the newly created county education districts to
hold elections to exempt from ad valorem taxation a percentage
of the market value of the residence homestead of a married or un-
married adult. The percentage exempted could not exceed 20% of
such market value, and the amount exempted could not be less than
$5,000. The amendment would also authorize county education dis-
tricts to hold elections to exempt from ad valorem taxation not less
than $3,000 of the market value of the residence homestead of a
disabled person or a person sixty-five years of age or older. Finally,
the amendment would authorize elections in county education districts
for the taxation of certain tangible personal property exempted from
ad valorem taxation by the legislature.

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to allow the voters of a
county education district to adopt certain exemptions from
the district’s ad valorem taxation for residence homesteads
and to provide for the taxation of certain tangible personal

propcrty."

PROPOSITION NO. 2 ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 5 proposes a constitutional amendment
that would allow the legislature to pass general laws authorizing Texas
Higher Education Coordinating Board or its successor to issue and
sell up to $300 million of general obligation bonds to finance educa-
tional loans to students. The maximum net effective interest rate to
be borne by the bonds wou'd be st by law. The amendment would
also authorize the legislature to p-ov'de for the investment of bond
proceeds and to establish an interest and sinking fund to pay the
bonds and provide for the investment of such fund. Bonds authorized
under this amendment would bz paid from the first money coming
into the treasury in each fiscal year that is not otherwise appropriated
by the constitution, less any amount in an interest and sinking fund
established at the end of the preceding year that is pledged to the

payment of the bonds or interest.

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment providing for the issuance
of general obligation bonds to provide educational loans to

students.”

Southwest Qutdoors

Does it seem like you used to
catch more fish before all of these
new electronic gizmos were intro-
duced?

Remember when the cost of spe-
cial paper for the older model depth
finders forced most anglers to use
those units only sparingly?

The angler would make a pass
over a likely-looking fishing hole,
study it, and then turn off the paper
graph because a roll of paper cost
over $5 and lasted only 30 minutes.
Fishing was almost always done
without the graph. Because modern
units use a screen without paper,
anglers leave units on during the
entire fishing trip.

TRY THIS EXPERIMENT —
After launching your rig, turn on
the depth finder and place your
hand on the bottom of the transdu-
cer (the part that sends the signal
into the water) and feel the pulses.
Because sound travels seven times
better in water than in air, the unit
is very accurate, but fish can cer-
tainly hear (or feel) these sound
pulses.

Top anglers like Tommy Pugh of
Randall County suggest that not
only can fish hear depth finders,
but their unique sound is a danger
signal to OLDER AND BIGGER
FISH.

When a fish is growing up, food
selection is a trial and error search.
If a strange sound (a depth finder)
is followed by the appearance of
food, an immature fish will proba-
bly attack it in spite of the strange
sound. If that tempting morsel
(your bait) is full of painful hooks,
the juvenile fish quickly associates
that strange sound with painful
food and simply refuses to eat.

Think about it

The International Game Fish As-
sociation reports that the most intel-
ligent fresh water fish is the large-
mouth bass.

Trout will hit a fly two, three or
cven four times and bluegill will
never stop striking an artificial lure,
but Mr. Bass rarely strikes a lure
the second time.

He added that the TASB will
accept all applications to relieve the
board of that chore, and will also
prepare a brochure later on to "sell”
Dimmitt to possible applicants.

The first step will be to develop
a profile of what the citizens want.
This will include meetings with
groups of students, parents, teach-
ers, and eventually everyone who
wants to have a say in the process.

After that, Jarboe says, the
school board will develop their
own profile.

"It is their ultimate responsibility
to do the hiring, but they also have
a duty to their constituents, the
people of Dimmitt, to hear what
they want," Jarboe said.

Schaeffer says the search will be
"wide open,” and that the board
will be looking for the best person
for the community, as well as for
the school system.

"We're going to take our time,
and see who’s out there," he said.
"We are looking at the possibility
of using an interim superintendent,
perhaps a retired administrator in
the area, with a goal of trying to
have someone permanently by Oc-
tober."

Schaeffer admitted that DISD
was "not competitive” when it

came to the $66,000-a-year offer
from Seminole. However, he said
the board will be reviewing the
salary structure to become as com-
petitive as possible in the search.

Jarboe estimated that DISD was
probably on "the low side of aver-
age" for most Class AAA districts
in the area, but said sometimes
other considerations are a factor for
applicants.

Elaborating on the hiring proce-
dure, Jarboe said TASB consultants
will initially have a list of 10-15
qualified applicants to submit to the
school board. From that list, the
board will eliminate down to sever-
al applicants who might then be
invited here for interviews. The
board will then decide on the final
two or three, and the TASB will aid
the board in more intensive screen-
ing of the finalists, including on
site visits to their current commu-
nities.

In a called meeting Tuesday
night, the DISD board visited with
Jarboe about the search process and
set a time frame for hiring Ryan’s
SuCCessor.

The board also discussed the
possible hiring of an interim super-
intendent, but took no action for the
time being.

improvements in curriculum as his
proudest accomplishments,

"But the school boards I've
worked with here have been very
receptive,” he notes. "They have
always been willing to provide for
the kids in the district.”

Ryan said it would be impossible
to single out any one school board
as his favorite, because "they’ve all
been good."

A long time professional asso-
ciate of the Ryans has been Lyman
Schroeder, assistant principal at
DHS. He describes J'Lyn as "a
good teacher, a good disciplinarian
and a quality person.”

"With the other teachers and
administrators she’s never acted
like she was ‘the superintendent’s
wife’,” he said. "And all the kids
love her."

As for his boss, Schroeder says
Ryan is fair and upfront with every-
one.

"He’s a real people person, who
can correct you, then go on about
his business. You walk away think-
ing you got a fair deal,” Schroeder
said. "He will stand behind his staff
100%, but if you mess up, he’ll let
you know."

Ryan looks forward to his new
position in Seminole with mixed
feelings, and feels they have some
problems similar to some he’s
faced in Dimmitt, including a pos-
sible suit over single-member dis-
tricts.

"And, of course there are always
the money problems. Seminole is a
slightly larger district, and their
facilities are outstanding, but they
may be looking at having to raise
taxes, which have always been low-
er," he said.

Sister Herman Joseph Berke-
meyer, former teacher at Nazareth,
will celebrate her 60th anniversary
of religious life this year and the
Arkansas Catholic featured her in
its June 2 issue.

Sister Herman Joseph entered St.
Scholastica Convent in 1928 and
made her monastic profession on
June 24, 1931.

In an interview with Sister Pierre
Vorster with the Arkansas Catho-
lic, Sister Herman Joseph said "I
always wanted to be a Benedictine.

numbers would help."

After the numbering phase,
Hackleman said the committee will
ask rural residents to complete a
questionaire, detailing additional
emergency information.

"Like if the person is on some
type of medical support,” he said.
"Or like one rcsident on Plain-
view’s system listed a guard dog —
that could be good to know."

Because most county emergency
personnel utilize landmarks now,
Rhynes said switching to road de-
signations will take time.

"Now when the dispatcher sends
an emergency unit, they give the
county roads and then landmarks
— like 3 miles north of so and so’s
place," he said."We’ll probably
never get away from using them
(landmarks)."

However, with the 9-1-1 system,
new personnel can familiarize
themselves with directions easier,
Hackleman said.

But according to Gary Thurman,
Dimmitt Police Chief, the greatest
advantage of the system is it’s
simplicity.

"There’s only one number to

remember," he said.

By dialing the three digits (911),
any emergency unit within the
county can be summoned, Hackle-
man explained. When the dispatch-
ers receive a call, information such
as the telephone number from
where the call was placed, the
name of the person in whose name
the telephone is registered and the
physical address of the telephone
from where the call originated 1is
displayed on the computer screen.

"If a person calls, then faints or
for some reason becomes unable to
speak, we'll still know where to
respond,” said Ricky Hunter, direc-
tor of ambulance service at Plains
Memorial Hospital.

In addition, if a call comes from
outside the Contel phone system, it
is automatically routed to the Dim-
mitt answering point, Rhynes said.

"Eliminating a third person, eli-
minates the possibility of more mis-
takes (in getting directions or emer-
gency information).

Although no additional person-
nel will be required to run the
system, Rhynes said dispatchers
will attend PRPC training courses.

The rainy weather which oc-
curred June 8 added to the stress of
cotton already suffering from seedl-
ing disease, Ascochyta blight (wet
weather blight) and thrips.

Seedling disease and Ascochyta
blight can be seen in almost every
field of cotton in Castro and Lamb
counties.

Aerating the soil by rotary
hoeing or knifing and hot, sunny
weather are the only remedies
available at this time.

Overall, in Lamb and Castro
counties, we have lost 15 to 25% of
the cotton’s potential from the
combination of disease and adverse
weather effects. To aide in making
some decision on hail damaged
cotton, I have included some infor-
mation from retired Extension Cot-
ton Specialist Robert Metzer:

1. If a small amount of leaf tissue
remains, recover and bud life is
more certain. Recover rate is rela-
ted to the amount of leaves or
fragments of leaves remaining.

2. Terminal growing point 1S
important in cases of heavy defolia-
tion as fruiting will occur much
sooner, i.e. the resumption of fruit-
ing is delayed if terminal is lost or
knocked out.

3. Stems cut low look totally
destroyed, but potential yield in
most cases is still higher at the end
of the season than replanted cotton.

4. Crops surviving early hail
damage often produce more mature
lint than a replanted crop.

5. Higher node cut-off (loss of
terminal) wil stimulate side
branches. This often causes late
fruiing and excessive vegetative
growth. A bushy plant reduces har-
vesting efficiency and could contri-
bute to more barky samples due to
higher stick content in the harvest-
ed corton,

6. Stems severely damaged can-

not transport food to bud for re-
covery.

7. After hail damaged crops start
regrowth, it’s important to protect
young plants from aphids, thrips
and fleahoppers. If insects are not
controlled, the crop is delayed
further with the possibility of rank,
vegetative growth.

8. Thick planting for hail loss is
not realistic. In thick planting, more
spindly plants are grown and fruit-
ing is delayed in nodal position.
Hail storms that tops or cuts out the
upper one-third of plants do far
more damage in thick cotton than
in normal-spaced planting.

9. Experience has shown that
early season injury resulted in less
yield reduction. However, severe
yield reduction can result if injury
occurred late, along with low cut-
off.

10. Cool, rainy weather follow-
ing hail injury can delay recovery,
or even prevent recover, if orga-
nisms attack injured tissue.

11. Cultivate as soon as possible
to breakup crust and improve aera-
tion around the roots.

12. An average of two plants per
foot with no long skips will still
provide an adequate plant popula-
ton.

With the amount of rain we have
received, some problems with weed
control may occur.

In cotion three 1o six inches tall,
a directed spray of MSMA or
DSMA plus Caparol or Probe plus
surfactant may be used.

In cotton six inches tall, MSMA
plus Blandex, Direx, Karmex or
Goal plus surfactant may be used.

Remember, these herbicides
should be banded in middles or
directed under the foliage. It would
be advantageous o wait untl cot-
ton plant has recovered somewhat
before treating. Always read and
follow label instructions.

Corn

Generally, com has survived the
severe weather, with some excep-
tons.

Some fields in the Dodd vicinity
and areas east to Hart were severely
damaged.

Most com will recover due to the
fact that the growing point was
below ground at the time of injury.

According to the National Com
Handbook, the esumatzd percent

com yield loss due to 100% leaf
area destroyed occurring before the
seven-leaf stage is 9%.

Spider mites have been seed in a
few fields, particularly near wheat
and generally in the southwestern
comer of the county. With warmer
weather which we are now receiv-
ing, they will become more pre-
valent.

The pheromone traps are averag-
ing one to two fall armyworms, 60

corn earworms, and 20 southwes-
tern corn borers per day. This is
normal for this ime of year.

The fields treated with Accent
and Beacon for control of johnson-
grass appear 10 be okay — the
chemicals are doing a good job.
Stunting of growth, purple streak-
ing of leaves which gradually turn
brown, then death are symptomatc
affects of these herbicides.

Cotton Talks

Preparations are underway for
the 1991 Texas High Plains Boll
Weevil Diapause Control Program.

The program, operated by Lub-
bock-based Plains Cotton Growers,
Inc., in cooperation with the US
Dept. of Agriculture, is now in its
28th year of operation.

In the early 1960s, some cotton
fields above the Caprock were
found to be infested with boll wee-
vil.

This small insect, averaging one-
quarter of an inch long, has been
the major economic pest of cotton
production across the Cotton Belt.

Entering the United States at
Brownsville in 1892, it spread clear
across to the Atlantic coast by
1916.

Many cotton farmers, driven out
of business by the boll weevil in
traditional growing areas, came (o
the High Plains where it seemed
that the pest wasn’t able to survive
dry climate and cold winters. By
the late 1950s it became evident
that the boll weevil was adapting
and was indeed capable of surviv-
ing and overwintering on the High
Plains.

During the growing seasons of
1962 and 1963, high boll weevil
populations existed below the Ca-
prock in Motley, Dickens, Garza
and Kent counties. In October 1963
infestations extended 20 miles west
of the Caprock escarpment into
High Plains cotton.

As in the previous 28 years, the
1991 diapause program starts with
mapping all planted cotton fields
below the Caprock within the de-
signated control zone.

As the growing season progres-
ses through September, fields are
scouted for boll weevil. Speciments
are collected and examined. As the
weather cools in September and
October, boll weevils move from
their reproduction phase to over-
wintering or hibemation phase.
This change is known as diapause.
During this phase, the boll weevil
feeds heavily and builds fat depo-
sits to enable its survival through
the winter.

Control of the boll weevil in this
diapause phase is the most effective
and economic method. The objec-
tive of the diapause control pro-
gram is o reduce overwintering
populations so that damaging infes-
tatons do not occur the following

year. Research has shown that wee-
vils must feed for at least two
weeks in order to store enough fat
to successfully overwinter and be-
come the breeding stock for the
next year’s population.

Treatment is made at intervals of
10 to 14 days with ultra-low vo-
lume malathion. This continues
unil a freeze makes weevil food
and breeding sites no longer availa-
ble in cotton fields.

To maintain the environmental
integrity and responsibility of the
program, monitoring sites are cho-
sen each year. Vegetation and wa-
ter samples are collected and ana-
lyzed. The ultra-low volume mala-
thion, used at only 12 ounces per
acre, has very low toxicity for
humans and animals. It is non-
persistent and has no known long-
range adverse effects on any desira-
ble species.

The boll weevil program control
zone forms a barrier between the
infested Rolling Plains and the
weevil-free three to four million
cotton acres of the High Plains.

In a study performed in the
1970s, it was estimated that without
the boll weevil program there
would be a $25 million annual loss
in income because of reduced
yields and quality, plus an annual
increase of $20 million in produc-
tion costs.

The program is funded by cotton
producers in PCGs 25-county area
through a per-bale checkoff at the
compress and from federal appro-
priations. For the 1991 crop this
assessment will be at 10 cents per
bale. The cost-sharing is 70% from
producers through Plains Cotton
Growers and 30% from the US
Dept. of Agriculture.

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Texas sorghum growers
to elect new directors

Texas sorghum producers will
vote by mail this summer to elect
directors to fill five seats on the 15-
member Texas Grain Sorghum
Board.

Elections will be held in four of
the five TGSPB districts this year.

Directors will be elected to rep-
resent producers in the Panhandle,
West Texas, South Texas and Up-
per Coast districts.

TGSB administers the funds col-
lected by the statewide assessment
on grain sorghum. The assessment
is collected on a refund-only basis
and is used to fund programs of
research, disease and insect control,
education and promotion.

Those eligible 10 vote are per-
sons who are subject to the assess-
ment collected by TGSB, including
producers of grain sorghum and
owners of land on which grain
sorghum is grown. Any eligible
oter may be nominated for a seat on
the board.

Nomination forms are available
from the TGSB office at P.O.Box
560, Abernathy, Texas 79311. The
forms must be signed by the nomi-
nee and 10 eligible voters and
returned to the TGSB office no
later than July 31.

TGSB will provide ballots to
eligible voters prior to the election.

Ballots also will be availabe at
County Extension offices and at
grain elevators. Ballots must be
mailed to the TGSB office by Sept.
10.

The Southwest Farm Advocacy
Group of Phoenix, Ariz., has
opened a regional office in Lub-
bock.

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Erratlc weather takes to

[t itisn’t one thing, it's another.

That might well be the motto of
Texas High Plains cotton farmers,
who have seen recent rains, high
winds and hail inflict serious da-
mage on young cotton plants.

Heavy thunderstorms the first
week of June, accompanied by

winds as high as 70 miles per hour,
blowing sand and hail have produ-
cers assessing their fields to see if
they must replant.

In Gaines County, the state’s top
producer of cotton, hail severely
damaged 15,000 to 20,000 acres of

Once fields of weather damaged
cotton are stabilized, it’s time to
make some tough decisions about
replanting.

It comes down to making a criti-
cal assessment of what's left, says a
cotton specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.

Two or three days after the da-
mage occurs, take a heavy yard-
stick and walk through the field,
suggests Dr. James Supak, Exten-
sion Service cotton agronomist.

"Throw the yardstick out ahead
of you. Where it lands, look at the
plants and make a stand count right
there,” he said. "County only the
plants that are going to be obvious
survivors. Then make a note of how
many are remaining per foot of
row."

If therc are at least 1.5 or 2 per
foot, and there aren’t to0 many
long skips, "there’s enough stand to
lcave at this stage of the game," he
said.

If the damage was from wind or
sand, "look in the terminals and see
if there's growth beginning to de-
vclop,” he said. "If the plant looks
limp, don’t count it.

"With hail damage, we Iso need
to take a look at the amount of stem

bruising,” Supak said.

A cotton plant, especially an
older plant that’s in the woody
~age, generally wiil survive a pret-
ty severe hailstorm if the plant has
any viable buds remaining and
there isn’t heavy stem bruising bel-
ow the lowest bud.

"Examine the stem carefully,”
Supak urged. "See if it’s been hit
by a hailstone, if the bark’s been
shattered and if the part below the
hi is stll in good shape and any
buds are left there.

"By now, some of those buds
ought to be activating. We ought to
sec green tissue developing in that
axil between where the leaf is, or
was, and the stem. That kind of
plant has a good chance of surviv-

ing-"

The youngest crops were the
most sensitive and thereforc the
hardest hit by storm damage.

"They’ll require the most critical
examination," Supak said.

If replanting is necessary, grow-
ers from Lubbock and north of
Lubbock need to look at very early
maturing varieties. Growers south
of Lubbock still have time to re-
plant with early maturing types.

cotton.

"We started with a relatively dry
growing scason that precluded
planting of most of the dryland
acreage,” said Dr. James Supak,
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice cotton agronomist.

The counties around Lubbock
which he serves, dubbed "the
world’s biggest cotton patch," this
year planted some 3.7 million acres
of cotton,a bout half of it irrigated.
The area annually produces half the
state’s crop and about 20 to 25% of
the nation’s cotton.

The dryland crop should be
planted by May 20 for best results,
Supak said. But at the end of May,
almost a million acres was still
unplanted or being planted without
adequate soil moisture, in hope of
showers to germinate the seed.

"Most of our irrigated acreage
got planted in a umely fashion and
got off to a pretty food start, Supak
said.

Then came several days of cool
weather that slowed development
and in some cases, caused problems
with seedling disease.

Going into June, without a gen-
eral rain across the area, "the crop
was beginning to make good pro-
gress,” the cotton specialist said.

Then came the rains, "generally
gentle enough and sufficient to al-
low germination of dryland cotton,"
Supak said. But for already
emerged young plants, the accom-

panying winds, sand and hail took
their toll. The moisture and cooler,
cloudy conditions stimulated a re-
surgence of seedling disease.

"Right now we have a lot of
fields that just a few days ago
looked pretty good and now are
showing the effects of windburn,
some seedling disease damage and
a lot of plants are dying."

The heaviest wind and sand da-
mage is on the younger cotton, he
said.

"These young seedlings are just
more wvulnerable to that kind of
damage."

Those also are the plants show-
ing seedling disease problems, he
added.

Older cotton, up for about six
weeks, is getting into "that woody
stage which is basically resistant to
secedling disease damage," Supak
said. "But it's still susceptible to
the kind of wind and hail damage
we had last week.

Sunshine and warm weather are
needed to dry the fields and allow
farmers to do some tillage to aerate
the plants and stabilize the fields to
prevent further wind and sand da-
mage, the specialist said.

Farmers have to carefully asses
their fields, Supak said.

"They’re going to have to make
that tough decision whether there’s
enough stand left out there to keep
or whether the crop should be
replanted.”

Is it likely to go up?

"I'm hesitant about trying to
make any predictions at this stage,"
Bill said.

Jarrel Sewell at Farmers Grain in
Hart outlined some of the market
problems:

"The carryover on wheat stock is
greater than on feed grains, and that
may tend to hold the markets down.
I don’t think the wheat agreement
the US signed with the Soviet
Union is going to help much. What
we really need is some export
demand, which we don’t have."

But Jarrel added, "I'm going to
be optimistic and hope that the
markets will get better."

I have a sentimental attachment
to wheat, because it was our origin-
al crop here, and because it's a
double-duty crop, as valuable as
winter pasture as for grain.

And there are few sights prettier
than a field of our "amber waves of

grain."
