Up to Wednesday morning a 
total of 45 persons had signed a 
petition requesting the Bronte 
School board to call an election 
to raise the school's maintenance 
and operating tax to a maximum 
of $1.50 per $100 valuation. The 
tax for this purpose has been 75 
cents per $100 The school tax for 
bond retirement purposes would 
remain as it is, at a maximum of

Meeting Called
A  public meeting has been call­

ed for Monday night, Feb. 9, at 
the school auditorium to discuss 
the school’s financial situation 
and the forthcoming tax election.

Hurlin  Lee, President of the 
school board, urged that every 
interested person in the district 
attend the meeting. He said an 
effort will be made to answer 
any question which anyone pre­
sent cares to ask, and he urged 
that everyone ask plenty of ques­
tions.

50 cents per $100 This proposal 
would in effect place the school’s 
tax rate at $2.00.

Calling of this election was 
brought about by the deficit of 
some $16,875 which has existed in 
the school’s funds the past two 
years. Loral citizens as well as

the board of trustees have been 
keenly aware of the fact that
something had to be done to im­
prove the school's financial condi­
tion, and the only answer which 
was found was to raise the taxes 
to the rate listed above.

Members of the board believe 
this increase will not only pay off 
the present deficit, but will give 
a certain amount of leeway to 
take care of increasing operating 
costs which appear to be certain in 
the years to come,

Hurlin Lee. president of the 
board, said this tax would be set 
up as the maximum amount which 
could be assessed and that it 
would be cut any time the board 
felt that the school could safely 
afford a decrease.

Lee said the school board will 
call the tax election as soon as 
legal technicalities can be worked 
out.

He expressed the appreciation 
of the school board to all citizens 
of this district who have shown in­
terest and concern in the school’s 
financial difficulties.

exercise power and President Ei­
senhower does not.

So reports Stewart Alsop in an 
article entitled “ Lyndon Johnson: 
How Does He Do It" in the cur­
rent i January 24> issue of the Sat­
urday Evening Post, in which the 
observation is made that the Texan 
has little chance of becoming Pres­
ident of the United States.

Alsop comments that it would 
be silly to suppose that a man in 
Johnson’s {>osition. with his instinct 
for power and will to succeed, 
would not want to be president.

He says that while Johnson has 
repeatedly and vehemently denied 
that he is or ever will be a candi­
date, the vehemence may derive 
from the fact that Johnson is ca­
pable of considering his own situ- 
atin with shrewd objectivity and 
is well aware of the way things 
stand.

“ T h e  Northern liberal-labor 
groups in the Democratic party, 
are strong enough to exercise veto 
power over the* presidential selec­
tion,”  Alsop writes. “ In any pre­
sently foreseeable circumstance, 
they will veto Johnson.”

“ In a way this is grossly unfair 
— but then, politics is the unfair- 
est business in the world. Most 
knowledgeable observers would a- 
gree that Johnson is probably the 
ablest politician in the Democratic 
Party."

Alsop finds that Johnson has 
been true to his New Deal ori­
gins — within the limits imposed 
by his Texas origins.

But, he adds, those limits are 
such as to make a Northern libe­
ral labor veto of a Johnson candi­

dacy almost automatic. A Texas 
politician has no choice but to 
take positions — on the oil deple­
tion allowance, for example — 
which fly in the face of Northern 
liberal doctrine.

Above all, Alsop’s analysis con­
tinues, on the eivil-nghts issue 
there is a line which no Texas 
politican can safely cross and plen­
ty of East Texans are reported to 
believe that Johnson has crossed it 
already.

"In short,”  Alsop summarizes, 
"the accident of his Texas birth 
almost certainly bars Johnson 
from the White House."

County Agents 
News Column

The weather conditions existing 
a-s this Is being written are not 
what the sheep men that are lamb­
ing would prefer for lambing, but 
at least we are receiving some j 
badly needed moisture. Staying on 
the optimistic side, we hope it; 
will warm up and at the same time [ 
continue to rain at more frequent 
intervals. As close as we are to 
spring, subsoil and surface mois­
ture conditions must improve be­
fore we can get too jubilant about 
the coming pasture and crop 
year’s prospects.

Several people have called us 
lately in regard to pruning trees, 
both ornamental and fruit trees. 
January and February are gene­
rally considered to be the best 
months in which to prune trees. 
Since January has already past, 
the job should be done at your 
earliest convenience.

Pruning is done for a purpose. 
Either to shape a tree, or to re­
move dead or excess limbs, or to 
make a shade. You with that in 
mind before you commence prun­
ing. decide on a shape to shoot for, 
then prune to achieve your goal. 
You will probably need to prune 
back to a basic shape the first 
year. After that, with a small a- 
mount of annual trimming, a beau­
tiful tree can be produced.

We might add. when you finish 
pruning, give your tree or trees 
about one pound of commercial 
fertilizer for each inch in diameter 
of the trunk. Water the fertili­
zer in heavily and with the com­
ing oi spring your tree should 
make abundant growth.
