lesser offenses in the Christmas 
story and never really see the 
major offense announced in the 
Christmas message.

But under no cir­
cumstances must the people of 
God in our day be accused of 
watering down or removing thej 
basic offense of the Christmas j 
message.

The Christmas message is of­
fensive because it speaks of an 
unmerited gift to the world. A 
symbol of this gift can be seen 
in the giving of gifts by parents 
to children at Christinas. These 
gifts are given freely without 
asking if the children deserve 
them or if they have been good. 
And it is a gross corruption of 
the whole idea of gift giving if > 

I this is used as a club to hold over 
a child's head at Christmas time.

He simply 
sends Jesus Christ as a gift to 
the world precisely because the 
world is not good and does not de­
serve Him. It is extremely diffi­
cult for us to receive this kind 
of gift because it places us all 
on the same level, that is, on 
the level of being receivers.

However, some people in receiv­
ing this gift are lead to repent­
ance.

Finally, the message of Christ­
mas is offensive to modem man 
because it is a word of complete 
acceptance announced to t h e  
world which embodies, to be 
sure, God’s word of judgent but ( 
both of these are viewed as i 
deeds of mercy. The mission of 
the Church in our day. as 1 under­
stand it, is to announce to the 
world this word of forgiveness 
and acceptance. You can readily1 
see that if the Church took ser­
iously this task it would revolu­
tionize our Church life and our 
community life.

To hear, understand, and re- 
ceve this message is our greatest

need. To believe that God loves 
me and receives me in the world | 
to the extent that He is willing 
to become involved in the world 
is the ultimate in good news and 
it is the message of Christmas.

In this light my family joins with j 
me in wishing for you a M ERRY 
CHRISTMAS.
