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Spot in Half Century Club

Editor’s Note: The following ar-
ticle, written by L. T. Youngblood,
president of the First
Bank of Bronte, appeared in the
Golden Anniversary Edition of the
Texas Bankers Record. The pub-
lication, in its fiftieth anniversary
edition, ran pictures and a short
write up by all the bankers who
have been in the business 50 years
or more. By virtue of the fact
that he began his banking career
at Blackwell some 52 years ago,
Mr. Youngblood qualifies for
membership in the “Half Century
Club of Texas Bankers.”” The edi-
tion of the magazine was designed
to honor the approximately 150
members of this “club.”

“In 1909 and 1912 I was employ-
ed part time as bookkeeper in the
First State Bank of Blackwell.
Later the cashier of the Black-
well bank sold me his share and

I took his place as cashier. After |

two years in the bank, I was elect-
ed president. In 1922, the First
State Bank of Bronte was re-or-
ganized, and became the Guaranty
State Bank of Bronte,
to Bronte in 1927, but operated
the Blackwell Bank and the Bronte
Bank for some four years, after
which time the assets of the Black-
well Bank were consolidated by
the First National Bank, Bronte.
“In the past fifty years, there
have been money panics, two ma-

jor wars, Bank holidays, and ma-

ny severe dry years in West Tex-
as.

“In the early years, we gave
no thought to lending money se-
cured by farm tractors and auto-
mobiles. That kind of security
was out of the question. Now we
lend money on both. We have en-
tered most all fields of money
lending.

Most Men Are Honest

“After one of our driest years
in West Texas, we made a loan to
an old man to make a crop. He
made no crop and moved away,
leaving no address. Almost a
yvear later, we located the old fel-
low and went to see him. He was
plowing cotton with one old horse
hitched to a double shovel. We
asked about his other horse and
cows and he said lightening had
killed one of his cows and his ot-
her horse. He had been pulling
Johnnson Grass along the railroad
to feed the remaining horse and
cow. On being asked how he se-
cured his own food, he replied that
