It 
may b* authorlawl to levy s tax not 
to ex reed Seventy-fiv* Cents (76c I 
on th* On* Hundred Dollar 4$ 1001 
valuation of taxable property within 
th* district; provided, however, no 
tax may be levied until approvwl 
by a majority vote of th* participat­
ing resident qualified property-tax­
paying voters who have duly ren­
dered thair property for taxation.
