HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
NO. 51 proposing an Amendment to
Article 1X of the Constitution of the
State of Texas by adding thereto a
new Section to be known as Section
9 to provide that the Legisiature may
authorize the creation of hospital
districts composed of all or part of

one or more counties: the assumption
by the district of any included ecity,
town or county hospital indebtedness
and the transfer of all hospital
facilities thereof to the district; the
issuance of bonds for hospital pur-
poses and the levy of taxes to pay
the district's bouds, assumed indebt-
edness, and for operating and main-
taining the distriet; providing other
terms and conditions for accomplish-
ing the purposes of this Amendment.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF

TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article IX of the
Constitution of the State of Texas
be, and the same is hereby, amended
by adding thereto another Section to
be designated as Section 9, which
shall read as follows:

“Section 9. The Legislature may by
Jaw provide for the creation, estab-
lishment, maintenance and operation
of hospital districts composed of one
or more counties or all or any part
of one or more coynties with power
to issue bonds for ‘t‘ho purchase, con-
struction, acquisition, repair or re-
novation of buildings and Improve-
ments and equipping same, for hos-
pital purposes; providing for the
transfer to the hospital district of
the title to any land, buildings, Im-
provements and equipment located
wholly within the distriet which may
be jointly or separately owned by any
city, town or county, providing that
any distriet so created shall assume
full responsibility for providing
medical and hospital care for its
needy inhabitants and assume the
outstanding indebtedness incurred by
cities, towns and counties for hos-
pital purposes prior to the creation
of the district, if same are located
wholly within its boundaries, and a
pro rata portion of such indebtedness
based upon the then last approved
tax assessment rolls of the included

than all the territory thereof is in-
cludedd within the district boundaries;
providing that after its creation no
other municipality or political sub-
division shall have the power to levy
taxes or issue bonds or other obliga-
tions for hospital purposes or for
providing medieal care within the
boundaries of the distriet; providing
for the levy of annual taxes at a
rate not to exceed seventy-five cents
(76¢) on the one hundred dollar
valuation of all taxable property
within such distriet for the purpose
of meeting the requirements of the

After any
change in boundaries, the governing
body of any such district, without
the necessity of an additional election,
shall have the power to assess, levy
and collect ad valorem taxes on all
taxable property within the bound-
aries of the district as changed, for
the purposes of the maintenance of
public free schools and the payment
of principal of and interest on all
bonded indebtedness outstanding
against, or attributable, adjusted or
allocated to, such distriet or any
territory therein, in the amount, at
the rate, or not to exceed the rate,
and in the manner authorized In the
distriet prior to the change in |its
boundaries, and further in accordance
with the laws under which all such
bonds, respectively, were voted; and
such governing body also shall have
the power, without the necessity of
an additienal election, to sell and
deliver any unissued bonds voted in
the distriet prlor to any such change
in boundaries, and to assess, levy
and collect ad valorem taxes on all
taxable property in the district as

changed, for the payment of prinecipal
of and interest on such bonds in the
manner permitted by the laws under
which such bonds were voted. In those
instances where the houndaries of any
such independent school distriet are
changed by the annexation of or
consolidation with, one or more whole
school districts, the taxes to be levied
for the purposes hereinabove author-
ized may be in the ariount or at not
to excesd the rate theretofore voted
in the distriet having at the time of
such change the greatest scholastie
population according to the Intest
scholastic census and only the un-
issued bondg of such distriet voted
prior to change, may be sub.
sequently sold and delivered and any
voted, but unissued, bonds of other
school distriets involved in such an-
nexation or consolidation shall not
thereafter be issued.”

Sec. 2. The foro:olng Constitu-
