We believe this im-
provement is imperative, not only
for the good of our children, but
for the future of our town. First
class educational facilities are a
must during this era of change,
and 1922 classrooms and labs are
not exactly up to date.

We would like to see the entire
citizenry get behind this project
and push it to a successful con-
clusion.

Another thing which we consid-
er a must for the survival of
Bronte as a place to do business
is a complete renovation or even
better, rebuilding of our down-
town business area on Main
Street . We cry our eyes out all
the time about Bronte area resi-
dents going out of town to shop,
but can you really blame them?
With a few exceptions, the busi-
ness block on both sides of Main
Street is just an eyesore,

We don’'t know the answer to
this problem, but whatever steps
are necessary should be taken to
get the ball rolling toward solv-
ing it. If something isn't done
about improving buildings and fa-
cilities, Bronte is going to become
a residentia! suburb of San An-
gelo. We might have one gen-
eral store left from which Bronte
folks could purchase bread, milk
and small amounts of other items
to tide them over till they can
get to town.

This is a serious matter; one
on which our very survival as a

-business community depends. The

merchants involved should get
together as soon as possible after
the first of the year and start
some sort of action toward the so-
lution.

There is one other item which
we consider important to Bronte
and its future. This is a com-
munity center, Not nearly so im-
portant as the aforementioned
projects, but a place where large
