Hi» 
big snake measured 62 inches.

Board Asks Community Center Study
Bronte County Park board in 

a meeting Tuesday night voted 
to request Coke County Commis­
sioners Court to investigate a 
program of permanent improve­
ments for the county. Included 
In the proposed program would 
bo a new jail at Robert I*ee, a 
new community center at Bronte 
and such improvements and addi­
tions to the community center in 
Robert Lee as are needed.

E. F. Glenn, chairman of the 
park board, emphasized that the 
board is particularly interest­
ed in a community center as part 
o f the county park system at 
Bronte, but he added that his

group does not have enough in­
formation at hand to be for or 
against the matter. For that rea­
son, a resolution was passed re­
questing the commissioners court 
to look into needs of the county 
and cost of financing them.

In other action approved at 
the meeting, the board ami re­
presentatives of Coke County 
Golf Association who were pre­
sent agreed that a committee 
from both bodies would work to­
gether in drawing up a set of 
rules which would apply both to 
the park area, as well as to the 
golf course. After this compila­
tion of rules is completed, the

list will be submitted to the 
commissioners court for appro­
val.

Bronte," the mayor said.

3rd Program On Money Management 
Is Scheduled By Extension Service

There may be no statistics to 

prove it, but it's a safe bet that 
just about every family that 
succeeds In staying ahead of the 
bills uses some kind of money 
management plan.

Of course, there are plans and 
there are plans In some families, 
sound money management is ac­
complished by talking over pro­
posed expenditures ad keeping a 
sensible balance between income 
and outgo. Most families use 
some form of financial records 
ranging all the way from a sim­
ple account book to complex led­
gers where the amount of money 
available for each type of ex­
pense is carefully spelled out.

Many still prefer some varia­
tion of the familiar envelope 
system Dad brings his pay home 
In cash, which is then parceled 
out into as many envelopes as 
there are major items of family

expenditure.
Simple as this system sounds, 

it has a number at drawbacks 
apart from the obvious risk in­
volved in keeping substantial a- 
mounts of cash around the house

This system probably made 
better sense in the days when 
money generally was earned — 
and spent — on a week-to-week 
basis But nowadays more and 
more people are paid about twice 
a month, and some — such as 
teachers and government work­
ers — just once a month. A 
similar pattern can be seen on 
the spending side of the ledger as 
well.

Hewing Machine Care

If you expect your sewing ’ 
machine to give you the greatest 
service and satisfaction, you 
cant neglect proper care. To 
guarantee p e r f e c t  operation, 
homemakers need to clean, oil 
and lubricate their machines per­
iodically.

Refer to the instruction book 
for specific care information and 
always for motor care instruc­
tion.

After you have completed a 
garment, remove lint and fluff 
from the take-up lever, thread 
guides, tension discs, bobbin case 
an machine surface with a soft, 
clean cloth. If necessary, damp­
en the cloth to clean the machine 
surface, but don’t use a deter­
gent.

Then with a lint brush clean 
the feed dog and hook or thread­
handling areas under the throat 
and slide plates. After each 
cleaning apply a drop of sewing 
machine oil to these areas. For 
specific oiling points, refer to 
the sewing machine instruction 
book. After oiling, always sow 
a few lines of stitching on a 
scrap of material to remove ex­
cess oil. Every few months, clean 
the area behind the face plate 
and oil the top and bottom of 
the machines in the oil holes.

If the machine is to be stored, 
clean all exposed parts and a- 
reas behind the face plate. Swab 
these i»arts with a lint brush sat­
urated in sewtng machine oil to 
protect the machine from rust. 
Rust damage is more likely to 
occur when the machine is stor­
ed in a small closet than when 
the machine is kept open to the 
air. Keep a small piece of fab­
ric under the pressure foot with 
the needle down through It to 
protect the foot and feed from 
damage. When the pressure foot 
is down, the pressure spring is 
released and its life prolonged. 
Also excess oil will be carried 
into the fabric by the needle 
rather than accumulating on the 
needle.

Water Softener* Have Soap
Soft water or softened water 

can help homemakers save mo­
ney because less soap is needed. 
It also helps prevent soap curd 
deposits on clothing.

Homemakers who want to 
know how much water softener 
to use may try this test. I’ut 
one gallon of hot water in a con­
tainer with one-half teaspoon of 
softener. Stir until it is com­
pletely dissolved. Always put the 
softener into the water and agi­
tate the chemicals before adding 
the s<*ip.

Prepare three clean quart 
jars. Put two cups of the hot 
water solution in each. Then add 
one-eighth teaspoon of soap to 
the first jar, one-fourth teaspoon 
of soap to the second, and one- 
half teasp<x>n of soap to the third 
jar. Shake each jar vigorously 
for ten seconds to create a mass 
of suds. Let them stand for five 
minutes. If the suds stand up 
for five minutes, the water is 
softened. If the one-half tea­
spoon of softener does not soften 
the water, repeat the test using 
on« teaspoon water softener per 
gallon.

Repeat this test for each spe­
cific brand of soap or detergent 
used. It’s important to use ac­
curate measurements of water 
softener to a given quantity of 
water.

Correct proportions of soap or 
detergent in soft or softened wa­
ter, adequate water temperature, 
correct wash cycle, and thorough 
rinsing combine to clean cl<*thes 
satisfactorily.

The little things add up. <Jare- 
fid measuring of all cleaning ma­
terials means better cleaning, 
better management. Look at in­
structions on cleansers and fl-
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gure out how you might plan 
more wisely with each.

The latest wrinkle in washable 

window coverings is a flame re­
sistant treatment which cuts 
down on kitchen fire hazards 
This is being applied to curtains 
made of blended natural and 
synthetic fibers in an openwork 
weave.

Make a sour cream dessert by 
blending together one cup of cul­
tured sour cream, two teaspoons 
grated orange peel, and two tea­
spoons sugar.
