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BROOKSHIRE :Hiway From Bronte To Edith To Have

26 Foot Pavement, 9 Foot Shoulders

From Robert Lee Observer

Texas Highway Department of-
ficials have announced that they
will take bids Nov. 7 for con.
struction of a new highway to go
around the Robert Lee Lake and
connect up with the Sterling City
highway in the vicinity of the
Edith community.

H. L. Bailey, resident engineer
of Sterling City, who is in charge
of the project, told the Observer
Wednesday morning that the sec-
tion of road to be included in the
Nov. 7 bids would run from the
Y in Robert Lee, across the river,
south of the lake basin and inter-
sect the present Sterling City
highway near Edith.

The construction will include a
new bridge over the Colorado and
rebuilding of the intersection at
the Y.

The new road will be much wi-
der than the present highway,
Bailey said. The pavement will be
26 feet wide and nine foot paved
shoulders will be constructed on
each side.

The state is calling for com.
pletion of the work in 240 work-

ing days. Work will include
grading, drainage structures,
flexible base and two coats of

surface treatment, Bailey said.
