Hageman was selected to re-
ceive a four year scholarship pre.
sented by the West Texas A&M
Club. He was selected from appli-
cants from Tom Green and sur
rounding counties which make up
the organization. He is the son
of Mr. and Mrs. C. E. Hageman,
and was competing with the top
ten per cent of students in all the
high schools of this area. Hage-
man’'s award, announced by Club
President Gene Hirshfelt of San
Angelo, was based on scholarship,
citizenship, and extra-curricular
activities.

Glenn’s scholarship was award-
ed by the Pan American Petro-
leum Foundation for study in the
field of geophysics.

Stipends
vary according to the award and
the individual.

Masterson's scholarship was pre-
sented as an Opportunity Award.
These awards are supported by
A&M Clubs, individuals, business-
es, industry and other sources and
are given on the basis of scholas-
tic ability by the A&M Faculty
Scholarship Committee.
