John Oonnallv’s bill to permit 
liquor by the drink sales in mini- 
buttles under taxation and strict 
regulation.

•House Revenue and Tax Com­
mittee sent out for debate and | 
full House action Connallv's $119 
million tax package.

Freezing Prepared Foods
Durin^ hot summer months. It 

is easier to open the freezer for 
baked jfoudies or casseroles Uian 
to spend hours in the kitchen. 
Freezing is the only method to 
preserve many of these baked or 
cooked goods.

Cook most breads, cakes and 
pies before freezing Cool them 
and wrap in moisture-vapor-prouf 
material.

Use standard recipes for cakes ! 
and br eads. For quick breeds use j 
double • action baking powder. 
Biscuits and muffins are better 
frozen uncooked. Bran muffins, 
fruit and nut breads are better 
if baked before freezing.

You may freeze bread and rolls 
baked or unbaked. Use a recipe 
with a fairly large* amount of fat 
and sugar. Baked products may 
be stored as long as 9-12 months.

If you want to freeze dough, 
allow it to rise until double in 
bulk. Doughs shaped before freez­
ing may be inferior, even when 
stored only two weeks.

Prebaked cakes containing fat 
may dry out slightly after two 
months, and after four months, 
flavor changes may be expected.

Use pure extracts as imitations 
may produce off-flavors. Angel 
food, yellow sponge, chiffon and 
fruit cakes baked before freezing 
will keep up to a year.

Uncooked confectioner's sugar 
frostings freeze best. Boiled and 
other soft frostings containing 
egg whites and cream fillings are 
not suitable for freezing.

Fruit, vegetable and chiffon

pies freeze successfully. Fruit 
pies may be frozen either before 
or after talking. Crust is more 
tender, flaky and flavor fresher 
when the pies are frozen before 
nuking

best if only partially cooked; 
meat should be tender but still 
firm; vegetables slightly under­
done.

Use as little fat as possible in 
gravies and sauces. Fats have a 
tendency to separate, but if used 
in smaller proportions, they will 
recombine when heated.

Fried foods are apt to become 
rancid after one to two months 
of storage.

Use seasoning sparingly as 
some of them change during sto­
rage. Pepper gets stronger. 
Cloves may become stronger and 
discolor frozen fillings. Garlic 
becomes stronger during storage 
and onions gradually lose flavor. 
Green peppers, sage and pimien- 
toes increase in strength.

It is important to cool cooked 
foods promptly to prevent con. 
tinued cooking. Foods and flavor 
rapidly when held at high tem­
peratures. And warm foods in­
vite bacteria growth.

Submerge the cooking pan in 
ice water to hasten cooling.

After cooling. package in 
moisture-vapor resistant material 
Immediately. Pack all types of 
cooked foods as solidly as pos­
sible to avoid air spaces in the 
containers.

Enhance the flavor of meats, 
poultry, s e a f o o d s ,  precooked 
foods and vegetables with mono- 
sodium glutamate (MSG).

Casserole dishes containing 
macaroni, spaghetti, noodles or 
rice may be frozen. To serve, 
bake in 3.V) degree F. oven for 
40-00 minutes. You can move the 
baking dish directly from the 
freezer to the oven with little 
danger o f breakage.

You can freeze almost any type 
of creamed dish except those con­
taining luird-cooked egg whites. 
Avoid overcooking and cool rap. 
idly in pan of ice water. Don’t 
store longer than two to four 
months.

Package pre|»ared foods in 
amounts suitable for serving. You 
may safely refreeze fpoben foods 
that have been thawed if they 
still contain ice crystals. Thawed 
loods spoil faster than fresh 
fowls.

Thawing and refreezing may 
lower quality of some foods, par. 
ticularly friuts, vegetables and 
prepared roods.
