Information contained in the 
item above makes us wonder 
about all the plans going on in 
Austin to do away with small 
schools of Texas. It makes us 
wonder if these plans shouldn't 
be given a most careful study by 
our legislators before they are 
approved or rejected.

There can be no argument that 
larger schools can be academi­
cally superior to small ones; that 
the offering of different courses 
is much better; and that tax mo­
ney could be spent to better ad­
vantage in some ways.

However, as noted above, child, 
ren receive things besides book 
learning in schools. They also 
receive character.building influen­
ces, maybe good, maybe bad. Ap­
parently, our youngsters have 
learned how to behave, respect 
for other persons and their pro. 
perty and for themselves.

We know of youngstes, on the 
other hand, who, in hotbeds of 
delinquency in large metropolitan 
school areas, have become season, 
ed alcohol and pot addicts by the 
time they were 14 years old. We 
read of youngsters who think 
nothing of committing thefts for 
their spending money, rather than 
working for it.

The point is that academics i3 
not the only consideration in the 
operation of a school. We would 
even go as far as to say it is not 
even the most important consider­
ation.

We certainly are not against 
improvement of our schools and 
our c hildren’s educational oppor. 
tunities. But, we are against 
sa< rificing something of great ini 
portance so a high school student 
can take four years of Latin or 
learn to finger paint.

The proposals of the Governor's 
Committee are surely worthy of 
careful consideration, but we be 
Jteve they should be approached 
with caution.
