Ground Beef
Ground beef, a summer favur- 

tte for cook-outs, picnics and bar­
becues, is easy to prepare, econo­
mical and versatile.

The diffei-ent kinds of ground 
meat call for know-how- in se­
lection and care. Ground beef, 
ground chuck and gnuund round 
differ in the types of meat from 
which they are ground.

Ground beef is irften a mixture 
a t many different parts of the 
carcus, such as neck, brisket, 
plate or shank, flank, heel or 
round. It usually contains a high 
pioportion of fat and cost less 
than ground-to-order meat.

If the homemaker likes the fat 
for juciness and rich flavor, 
ground geef is a good choice; but 
high fat content causes hambur­
ger to shrink considerably during 
cooking.

Hamburger made from lower 
grades of meat or less tender 
cuts is usually less tender than 
ground round or chuck. Ground1 
chuck makes juicy patties and is 
less cxjvensive than ground round.

Ground round steak offers a 
high proportion of lean meat, 
shrinks less during cooking and 
appeals to calorie watchers. Since 
it is low .n fat. some prefer to 
add a little fat or cream to make 
it juicier.

There are several quality signs 
to consider in selecting ground 
beef.

Color — a typical bright red 
beef color. Ground beef that has 
started to turn brow-n is a sign 
that it is old.

Fat content visible creamy- 
white fat should be distributed 
throughout the meat for juciness 
and flavor. Ground beef that is 
predominantly white has a very 
high proportion of fat and will 
shrink a great deal during cook­
ing.

Lis«1 ground beef the purchasing 
day, or if necessary, the day af­
ter. Like most fresh meats, 
place ground beef loosely covered 
in the coldest part of the re­
frigerator. If it needs to be kept 
longer than a couple of days, 
freeze it.

Choose ground beef according 
to intended use. For juicy ham­
burgers select meat with some 
fat; for tender, flavorful ham­
burgers choose high grade meat 
from moderutely tender cuts. Mix 
ground beef lightly and shape in­
to patties lightly — never pack 
it down.

Ocok hamburgers at a mode­
rately low temperature until just 
done to keep in juices, cut <k»wn 
shrinkage and keep meat tender. 
If cooking on the grill, moisten 
both sides with a few drops of 
cold w-ater just before grilling. 
Steam helps keep the meat moist 
ar.d juicy-tender.

The average household opens | 

from 900 to 1.500 cans every 
year. Can opener blades work 
best at this fast rate when kept 
clean and sharp.

Any type can opener must be 
kept clean, because it is cure to 
become encrusted with food. This 
clogs action, is highly unsanitary 
and ran transfer flavor from one 
food to the next.

When dull blades are forced 
through a can. metal particle« 
may fall into its content, so b >th 
cutting wheels and stationary 
blades should be kept sharp. A 
clean cutter remains sharp long­
er. too.

Wipe blade with a sudsy doth 
after use, then remove and «ru b  
in hot suds at frequent intervals.

Electric can openers should ne­
ver be immersed in water because 
of motor damage and personal

safety, so the cutting assembly 
must come out for thorough 
w’ushing, a factor to consider 
when buying an opener.

Models with exposed rather 
than enclosed units usually are 
easiest to handle. First unplug 
the appliance then follow the 
manfuacturer’s directions for re­
moving the gears.

Current electric openers — 
W'hioh come in pastels, brushed 
ehormes, w-oodtones and avocado 
—- are designed with a “clean 
look" and deserve to be kept that 
w-ay.

The cabinet should be wiped 
off frequently with a clean cloth 
wrung out of hot soap or deter­
gent suds, but do not use abra- 
ive cleaners. The cord should 
be disconnected, pulled taunt 
through a folded damp cloth, then 
wiped dry before reuse.

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AUSTIN', Tex Now it s o f­
ficial: The special 30-day legisla­
tive session to draft a biennial 
budget and a $300 million tax bill 
will start July 28.

Gov. Preston Smith has issued 
the call and put lawmakers on 
notice to report back to work on 
the final Monday in this month.

As expected. Smith worded his 
session - summoning proclama­
tion so as to try to prevent the 
legislators from giving him an­
other one-vear appropriations bill 
like he vetoed on June 21.

However, the Governor told 
newsmen that if Texans approve 
a Constitutional Amendment on 
August 5 calling for annual le­
gislative sessions he might relax 
his directive to permit a single­
year spending pattern. Actually. 
Smith sees no chance of the 
amendment being approved. What 
he expects is for voters to 
strengthen his demand for bi­
ennial budgeUng by firmly re­
jecting annual sessions as they 
have done before.

Governor Smith will permit 
lawmakers to consider other sub­

jects in the 30-day session only 
after they have completed their 
mandatory duties of financing the 
government for a two-year fiscal 
period extending until August 
31. 1971.

Apparently Smith will hold no 
pre-session conferences on taxa­
tion with House Speaker Gus 
Mutscher and LA. Gov. lion Barn­
es since Barnes is now in Tokyo, 
Japan.

However, Mutscher plans to 
hold a series of appropriations 
committee meetings on the bud­
get before July 28 and also en­
deavor bo arrive at a negotiated 
understanding with the Senate on 
the perimeters of spending.

“The real key to the success of 
the session." commented Mut­
scher. "is how much work we put 
in before it actually opens." He 
has already conferred with his 
tax and appropriations commit­
tee chairmen and most of the in­
dividual House members.

The speaker wants the House 
Committee to complete both ap­
propriations and tax bill hearings 
during the first week of the ses-
