J We are the greatest nation 
the world has ever known but 
there are troubled clouds hang­
ing over the horizon

We do not know what the fu- j 
ture holds but we know w ho! 
bolds the future

The coming of the Pilgrims to 
the New England coast in 1620 
forms a glamorous chapter in 
American history, although it 
market! the first socialist settle­
ment in America.

Little noticed, and more often 
ignored, is that this experiment 
in socialism failed within three 
years, and for their very sur­
vival. the Pilgrims had to turn 
to what we know as the the free 
enterprise system. This valua­
ble lesson should be more em­
phasized In all plares when we 
pay tribute to these sturdy peo- 
ple who were seeking new’ free -! 
«toms

Before landing, the Pilgrims 
entered Into what we kr**w as 
the Mayflower Compact. Under 
this agreement. Plymouth was 
set up as a share-the-wealth 
community. Nobody owned any­
thing Whatever was produced i 
belonged to the community as a I 
whole They called this system 
"the commone course and con -, 
«lition" They lived un«ier this 
system from the desperate, dl- 
sea.se-ridden first winter of 1620- 
21 until the hungry spring o f : 
3623 Then they changed to pri- j 
vale enterprise Why ? The an- j 
surer is written by William 
Bradford, one of the leading ori­
ginal 1 * 1 1  grim* and second Govero 
nor of Plymouth C  l my, entitled, j 
“Of Plymouth 1*1 an tat km ”

The Pilgrims were not long 
under this "commone course and j 
condition.” writes Bradford, un­
til it “was found to breed much , 
confusion *  discontent, A ritard i 
tmptoyment that would have; 
been to their bencfite and com- I 
forte For the young men that j 
were most able and fltte for la­
bor and serviie did reje.ne that 1 
they should spend their time A 
strength to worke fu r other] 
men's wives and children, with- ! 
out any recompense The stnmg 
. . . .  had no more in dev Irion <f 
victails A cioaths than he that 
was weake . . .

“ Upon the Poynte all being to 
have alike, and all to d -e alike, 
they thought themselves in the 
like Condition, and one as good 
as another. And so. If it did not 
cut o ff these relatiors thet 0*1 
hath set amongst men. yet it did 
at least diminish and take of 
the mutitall rnapes-ts that should 
be preserved amongst them."

Instead of a thanksgiving 
feast In the fall of 1622. there 
was literal starvation and hope­
lessly tow morale. "So they be- 
gane to thinke how they might

raise as much corne as they 
could. . . .  that they might not 
still languish in misere. At last, 
after much debate if things, the 

| governor gave way that they 
should set corne every man for 
his own particular. . .  And so as­
signed to every  family a pa reel 1 
of land . . .  This had very gmxl 
success for it made all hands 
very industrious, so as much 
more come was planted than 
other waise would have bene.” 

The Pilgrims offered thanks 
for their deliverance from social­
ism with a great Thanksgiving 
feast in the fall of 1623.

Some people still have the 
idea, ns Bradford said, "That the 
taking away of pnpertie, and 
bringing in oonimunitie into a 
commone wealth would make 
them happy and flourishing ” 

Socialism had been tried many 
times before the Plymouth Colo­
ny. It has been tried many 
times since, and has failed. It 
is destined to fail because it vi­
tiates fundamentals and moral 
laws that simply will ot be vio­
lated.
