Funeral Held Tuesday in Ballinger 
For Mrs. Conda H. Wylie, Coke Pioneer

We have some more excerpts 
this week from letters fiom 
Bennie Carol, our daughter who 
is serving this summer as our 
S o u t h  A meric an comes pon -
dent. She is spending the sum­
mer with Patti Morris find her 
family who are attached tr> the 
American Embassy in Caracas 
Venezuela.

We hope iciur readers enjoy 
these parts from her letters.

She wrote:
Monday morning I started 

teaching. I’m teaching tw.> clash­
es icf sophomore literature and 
composition. The classes are two 
hour' , each and classes last for 
eight weeks. One class is si \v- 
er than the other, with kids whr 
have failed and have language 
problems. I have one boy who 
doesn’t speak English very w e ll-  
just Chinese! His name is Al­
bert Chan. The rest have names 
ending in O — Pedro, Eduardo 
etc. They speak English but 
have ttk uble leading complicated 
things.

My second class is made up 
of kids just picking up credits 
and the goof-offs who are smart 
but jul't don't care. We ride to 
school each nfoming with an au­
thentic Texas Aggie—it's a small 
woe Id.

The coffee here is fantastic. 
The coffee machine is a contrap­
tion that, in the states, a man 
would need a license to Operate. 
It has about 10 levers and the 
man puts about half a cup of 
coffee grounds in a spout and 
then cranks it up. The machine 
starts moving and the man pulls 
leva's, and turns krtotos a n d  
steam starts coming out of the 
side of the machine and a trickle 
of coffee comes out. He keeps 
doing this for about 10 minutes 
and finally there is about a third 
of a cup of the STRONGEST 
coffee you ever saw. I always 
under cafe con lech. So then he 
whips cream without sugar ai* 
fills the cup with cream. Then 
there is granulated sugar, about 
the Fize of a pinhead, to put in. 
Muy delicio. I'm not kidding or

H. Wylie, prominent pioneer 
ranch wo man. Inst rites w e r e  
held in the Find, United Moth ► 
dist Church of Ballinger, with 
burial following in Evergreen 
Cemetery of Ballinger.

Conducting the services was 
Dr. Wayne Reynolds, superinten­
dent fcf the Wesleyan Home at 
Ge i get own and a lormer pastor 
i f  the Ballinger church. He was 
assisted by the pa-tor, the Rev. 
Pleas T dd. Allen Davis Fun o' - 
al Home cf Ballinger was in 
charge of arrangements.

Mrs. Wylie, who was 86, died 
at 1:30 p.m. Sunday at her home 
at Old FI i f  Chadboume. She had 
been ill for several months

She was brm Sept. 17, 1884. 
at the ranch northeast of here 
where she lived all her life. She 
was the daughter of the late Mr. 
and Mm Garland G. Odom, ear­
ly settlers in this area.

Her father and grandfather 
Col. T. L. Odkxn established the 
ranch which is now known as the 
Wylie Ranch. O lonel Odom wa- 
a member of the Texas legisla­
ture and introduced intF> law the 
"Fence Bill" which permitted 
ranchers to fence their property. 
The family was among the first 
ranches in West Texas to erect 
fences.

Mrs. Wylie was married to 
Conda H. Wylie Dec. 14, 1904 
Mr. Wylie, ala > a member of a 
pioneer ranching family of this 
area, died Jan. 6, 1969. The cou­
ple moved to the ranch afte 
they married and it was their 
home all their lives.

The Wylies are known over 
this area for their contributions 
to institutions of the state. They 
and her sister, the late Mrs. J hn 
Curry, donated a large part of 
the money to build the Meth­
odist church in Ballinger, and 
they grave a lai-ge contribution t 
the Methodist church in Bronte 
when it was enlarged and remod­
eled several years ago.

They were also large c* ntribu- 
toma to the West Texas Boys 
Ranch and to the West Texa.s

School Contracts for 17 Air Conditioners
Bronte School’s board « f  trus­

tee^ took definite steps to air 
nditibn the school when they 

met in special session July 23. 
The problem of heat was con­
sidered acute this year, since th< 
new- school term will istart al­
most twb weeks earlier than has 
been the case. A bid of $6,647.61 
from Nobles Air Conditioning of 
San Angelo for 17 evaporative 
air ctmditioners was accepted by 
the board. The price include? 
the units as well as all installa­
tion c o ts  necessary to getting 
them in operatirn.

Eleven of the coolers will b* 
placed In the moms of the ele­
mentary school, three will go in 
the band hall, two in the home- 
making department and one in

the vocational agriculture class- 
ronm.

Supt. C. B. Barbee said the 
installation of the 17 units will 
provide air conditioning far th< 
entire school plant except th< 
gymnasiums, drawing rooms and 
rest itioms. The new high school 
building already has refrigemt 
ed air.

Also accepted by the board 
was a bid of $1895 from Acme 
Sheet Metal of Ballinger for a 
combination refrigerated air con­
ditioning and gas heating unit t< 
be placed In th e  Elementary

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

General Election Nov. 3, 1970 
NUMBER FOUR ON THE BALLOT (HJR15)

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III, 

Section 51-b, Subsection (a), 
Constitution of the State of 
Texas, be amended to read as 
follows:

“(a) The State Building 
Commission is created and 
succeeds to the powers and 
duties heretofore vested in the 
agency of the same name by 
this Constitution and to the 
powers and duties the Legis­
lature has vested or may vest 
in the Commission. Its mem­
bership shall consist of three 
Texas citizens appointed by 
the Governor with the advice 
and consent of the Senate. The 
term of each member shall be 
six years except in the first 
appointments to the Commis­
sion the Governor shall ap­
point one member for two

years, one for four years, one 
for six years, and thereafter 
one member biennially. The 
Governor shall biennially des­
ignate one member as Chair­
man. Vacancies in the Com­
mission shall be filled by ap- 
pointment by the Governor for 
the unexpired term. The pro­
visions of this paragraph snail 
be self-enacting.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday. after the 
first Monday in November, 
1970, at which election the 
ballots shall be printed to pro­
vide for voting for or against 
the proposition: “ The consti­
tutional amendment reconsti­
tuting the State Building Com­
mission as a three-member 
appointive commission.”

PUBLIC NOTICE
Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER ONE ON THE BALLOT (HJR30) 
General Election Nov. 3, 1970

HE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Subsections 

(5), (6), (7), (8), (9), (11), 
(12), and (13), Section 1-a, 
Article V, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows:

“ (5) The Commission may 
hold its meetings, hearings 
and other proceedings at such 
times and places as it shall de­
termine but shall meet at Aus­
tin at least once each year. It 
shall annually select one of its 
members as Chairman. A quo­
rum shall consist of five (5) 
members. Proceedings shall be 
by majority vote of those pres­
ent, except that recommenda­
tions for retirement, censure, 
or removal of any person hold­
ing 'an office named m Para­
graph A of Subsection (6) of 
this Section shall be by af­
firmative vote of at least five 
(5) members.

“ (6) A. Any Justice or 
Judge of the Appellate 
Courts and District and Crimi­
nal District Courts, any Coun­
ty Judge, and any Judge of a 
County Court at Law, a Court 
of Domestic Relations, a Ju­
venile Court, a Probate Court, 
or a Corporation or Municipal 
Court, and any Justice of the 
Peace, and any Judge or pre­
siding officer of any special 
court created by the Legisla 
ture as provided in Section 1, 
Article V, of this Constitution, 
may, subject to the other pro­
visions hereof, be removed 
from office for willful or per­
sistent conduct, which is clear­
ly inconsistent with the proper 
performance of his said* duties 
or casts public discredit upon 
the judiciary or administration 
of justice; or any person hold­
ing such office may l>e cen­
sured, in lieu of removal from 
office, under procedures pro­
vided for by the Legislature.

"B. Any person holding an 
office named in Paragraph A 
of this subsection who is eligi­
ble for retirement benefits un­
der the laws of this state pro­
viding for judicial retirement 
may be involuntarily retired, 
and any person holding an of­
fice named in that paragraph 
•who it not eligible for retire­
ment benefita under such 
laws may be removed from of­
fice, for disability seriously in­
terfering with the perform­

ance of his duties, which is, or 
is likely to become, permanent 
in nature.

“ (7) The Commission shall 
keep itself informed as fully 
as may be of circumstances 
relating to the misconduct or 
disability of particular persons 
holding an office named in 
Paragraph A of Subsection 
(6) of this Section, receive 
complaints or reports, formal 
or informal, from any source 
in this behalf and make such 
preliminary investigations as 
it may determine. Its orders 
for the attendance or testi­
mony of witnesses or for the 
production of documents at 
any hearing or investigation 
shall be enforceable by con­
tempt proceedings in the Dis­
trict Court.

“ (8) After such investiga­
tion as it deems necessary', the 
Commission may in its discre­
tion issue a private reprimand, 
or if the Commission de­
termines that the situation 
merits such action, it may 
order a hearing to be held be­
fore it concerning the removal, 
or retirement of a person 
holding an office named in 
Paragraph A of Subsection 
(6) of this Section, or it may 
in its discretion request the 
Supreme Court to appoint an 
active or retired District 
Judge or Justice o f a Court 
of Civil Appeals as a Master 
to hear ana take evidence in 
any such matter, and to re­
port thereon to the Commis­
sion. If, after hearing, or after 
considering the record and re­
port of a Master, the Commis­
sion finds good cause there­
for, it shall issue an order of 
public censure or it shall rec­
ommend to the Supreme Court 
the removal, or retirement, as 
the case may be, of the per­
son in question holding an of­
fice named in Paragraph A of 
Subsection (6) of this Section 
and shall thereupon file with 
the Clerk of the Supreme 
Court the entire record be­
fore the Commission.

“ (9) The Supreme Court 
shall review the record of the 
proceedings on the law and 
facts and in its discretion may, 
for good cause shown, permit 
the introduction of additional 
evidence and shall order pub­
lic cenaure. retirement or re­
moval, aa it finds just and 
proper, or wholly reject the

recommendation. Upon an 
order for involuntary retire­
ment for disability or an order 
for removal, the office in 
question shall become vacant. 
The rights of an incumbent so 
retired to retirement benefits 
shall be the same as if his re­
tirement had been voluntary'-”

“ (11) The Supreme Court 
shall by rule provide for the 
procedure before the Commis­
sion, Masters and the Su­
preme Court. Such rule shall 
afford to any person holding 
an office named in Paragraph 
A of Subsection (6) of this 
Section, against whom a pro­
ceeding is instituted to cause 
his retirement or removal, due 
process of law for the proce­
dure before the Commission, 
Masters and the Supreme 
Court in the same manner that 
any person whose property 
rights arc in jeopardy in an 
adjudicatory proceeding is en­
titled to due process of law, 
regardless of whether or not 
the interest of the person 
holding an office named in 
Paragraph A of Subsection 
(6) of this Section in remain­
ing in active status is consid­
ered to he a right or a privi­
lege. Due process shall include 
the right to notice, counsel, 
hearing, confrontation of his 
accusers, and all such other in­
cidents of due process as are 
ordinarily available in pro­
ceedings whether or not mis­
feasance is charged, upon 
proof of which a penalty may 
be imposed.

“ (12) No person holding an 
office named in Paragraph A 
of Subsection (6) of this Sec­
tion shall sit as a member of 
the Commission or Supreme 
Court in any proceeding in­
volving his own retirement or 
removal.

“ (13) This Section 1-r. ’.s al­
ternative to and cumulative 
of, the methods of removal of 
persons holding an office 
named in Paragraph A of Sub­
section (6) of this Section 
provided elsewhere in this 
Constitution.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1970, at which election the bal­
lots shall be printed to pro­
vide for voting for or against 
the proposition: “The consti­
tutional amendment relating to 
the removal, retirement, or 
censure of Justices, Judges, 
and Justices of Peace under 
prescribed circumstances.”
