What could better represent 
the blight, cheery holiday sea­
son than eoloitful cranberries?

And thili popular fruit comes 
to market just in time for the 
holidays. Preparation is usually 
kept to a minimum with cran­
berries, since there ts nothing to 
peel and no seeds or pits to wa ­
ry about.

Of course Thanksgiving dinner 
is incomplete without cranberry 
relish or m me other cranbeiry 
dish. Fortunately, there’s a plen­
tiful tsupply o f cranberries and 
cmnbep.y sauce for the holidays.

When buying fresh berries, 
look for those that are plump and 
firm, with a lustrous* color. Dul­
ler varieties should have at least 
some red aolor. Occasional soft, 
spongy or leaky berries should 
be sorted out before a oking, 
since they may produce off-fla- 
vor.

Steamed Cranberry Pudding is 
an old fashioned favorite.
