Window Shades Onn Insulate
Beat the coats of heating and 

air o  nd'.tioning by instating win­
dow shades.

The insulating qualities of win­
dow -‘ hades can cut fuel con­
sumption by 15 to 20 per cent.

Baised on a study by Armour 
Research Foundation d u r i n g  
World War II, it was found that 
the shade's reflecting qualities 
keep out the heat in warm wea­
ther, thus reducing the load on 
the air conditioner. This is es- 
pecally true for white or light 
colored shades.

In ocid weather, proper use of 
shades can also result in fuel 
savings. Pulling down the shades 
as darkness approaches, for ex­
ample, helps cut down on the 
amount « f  fuel necessary to heat 
a room.

Consumers who receive unor­

dered merchandise -in the mail 
may consider it a g ift—free of! 
charge and free o f responsibility.

The Postal Reorganization and I 
Salary Adjustment Act of 1970. 
states that the mailvng of un r-1 
dered merchandise to consumers 
is an unfair trade practice. Re­
ceivers o f such items have the 
light to use or dispose of them 
in any way they desire, and they 
cannot be billed.

One exception to the mailing 
regulation is that charitable or­
ganizations are exempt. T h e y  
may continue to mail merchan­
dise in order to solicit contribu­
tions.

TEXAS AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS

Examination a t the contents of 
this bo k reveals it to be not 
merely inadequate but so flag­
rantly dt*t rted and highly decep­
tive that we regard it as totally 
unfit for high si'hool use m Toxa* 
or anywhere else in the free 
world.

How in the name of freedom 
and objectivity tn the cause at 
good education coukl the mem­
bers of the State Board of Edu­
cation have read this book and 
accepted it for u*e in Texas'

We sincerely ami fervently 
hope that local schools across 
Texas will not adopt it for use 
They are not required to do so.

In the table of contents of this 
text there are listed seven ma­
jor culture* of the world, but 
the United States is not one of 
them. Such an omission had to 
be deliberate. Earlier editions of 
this text, &* late as 1963. includ­
ed the United States. If we have 
fallen from the list of the world's 
cultures, the ‘'fall’’ must be in the 
eyes of the authors perhaps f. r  
reasons that will become clear 
later on in this discussion.

If the United State* has devel­
oped n.i culture w’orthv of dis­
cussion in this so-called history 
of man. what has sub-Sahara. 
Africa c ntributed to man's ad­
vancement ? For that matter, 
what has Communist Kua-ia and 
Communist China given th e  
world in the way of enlightening 
and uplifting culture?

It seem* patently clear from 
reading the book that it* authors 

i have become enamored and swept 
up in the “cultures’’ of the com­
munist powers, religions other 
than Christianity, and the cause 
of social revolution.

In the fare of a rising tide 
cf protest of the book’s contents 
and viewpoints, the publishers 
claim the text should be con­
sidered os “a world history text, 
not a text on the evils of the 
communist system.”

Passage after passage in the 
book confirms this contention, 
f r any "evils” against commu­
nion as cited in the text are in 
the form of disapproval of the 
manner in which communism has 
been administered an d  n ot  
against the system itself. The 
text makes a studied effort t-> 
Implant the idea that commun­
ism has a great and wonderful 
future.

As an example, we quote from 
page 444 where the book <v n- 
trasts the "old” with the “new'” 
China under the Communist Mao 
regime: “The ideology of Confu­

cius directed China's attention to 
the past, to the re-creatUwi of 
the glories of previous |>erto*ls. 
while the Marxism turn* the peo­
ple toward a future at unlimited 
promise, an escalator to th e  
stars.”

That ought to be support for 
Marxism clear enough for any­
body to understand. I>r. Robert 
A Selby, head of the Hist >ry IV- 
partnient of LeTbumeau College. 
says that "any sort of reading 
of this section on China, whether 
it. be ckvso or light, in eontext 
or out. reveals a very clear sup- 
pert of Marxism, attempting to 
prove that it is in truth 'an esca­
lator to the stars'.”

In a letter dated Sept. 12. 
1970, Dr. Anthony Ki’bek, head 
of the History’ Department of the 
University of Dallas, and a rec­
ognized authority on the Far 
East, described this textbook's 
account of recent Chinese history 
cn the mainland since World War 
n a* being **... one-sided, leaning 
t. ward a sympathetic view of 
Mao Tse-tung’s brand of com­
munism . . .  It simply is not ac­
curate to describe Communist 
China today as the author does 
by pointing out that under Mao's 
regime the people are better than 
ever bef re . . . ”

Several nations have become 
disturbed by thin textbook’s treat­
ment of thoir countries. At least 
one of them is_ reported examin­
ing the book to see what rteps 
can be taken to remedy what it 
calls the untruths against that 
country. The Republic of China 
(Free China) pretests the way 
the new’ text distorts the long 
history of China and its true cul­
tural heritage. The book’s label 
of “danger areas,” attached ti 
South Africa, Rhodesia, and Por­
tuguese Angola and Mozambique 
as areas with white minoritie* in 
control, appears to be trying t 
create history and has brought 
strong protests from The Repub­
lic of South Africa * n the ground 
that it is "inaccurate and gross­
ly biased,” and from Rhodesia i 
which said it has been untruth­
fully and unfairly represented.

Communist-dominated Cuba, cn 
the very’ doorstep of Texas and 
the United States, is described in 
the text in n most distorted man­
ner as one of the two true revo­
lutions in Latin America Mexi­
co and Cuba, which are described 
Jointly.

The author’s revolutionary bi­
as is clearly apparent in this 
passage: " . . .  As long as the mili- j 
tary rcmaiirts united in its lies-1 
tllity to revolution, it appears | 
that the forces of social rovo- j 
lution in Latin America will be; 
repressed” ( page 337), anti again i 
in this quote: “But many pro­
gressive Latin Americans are In­
dignant, believing that the prac­
tical effect of American inter­
vention, despite the official ex­
planation. is to block necessary 
and long overdue social reforms.” ]

TTxs new text, by Its deliberate 
amission of the United State* as 
a culture worth mentioning and 
by its blatantly pro-Marxist con­
tent, Is an affront to the cause 
of objective education and to­
tally unfit for use in our high 
schools or any other institutions 
of learning.

Christianity is relegated to in­
significance in this text, compar­
ed to nuch ether religions as 
Buddhism and Islam. And in a 
clear case of indoctrination of 
young minds, the "religion” of 
evolution is strongly presented as 
though evolution were the only 
possible explanation of life.

Most Texan*, we believe, would 
«tr< ngly resent this apparent at­
tempt to debunk the United 
States and to present a bad im­
age of our country to the youth 
of today, if they had an oppor­
tunity and knew how to pro­
test.

Our United States remains a 
great and free nation —  "one 
nation under God” —  because He 
ha* honored the faith of our fa­
thers and ha* given us today a 
little more time in which to 
stand up for and support a n d  
spread the cause of Christian 
faith and action. This 6s the true 
basis of freedom.

Is there a U. S. culture? Of 
course. We have developed, un­
der Christian principles and free- 
*1 m, a form of culture such as 
the world has not previously” 
known. Our culture, being one of 
free men, openly admits there are 
weaknesses and some things 
wrong with out system, and we 
go purposefully ahead seeking to 
correct these things.

sive systems s u c h  as the 
false ideologies of communism 
and marxism and despite the 
damaging and misleading effect* 
of educational texts such as our 
State Board of Education has 
misguidingly approved in this 
case.
