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Austin — Gov. Preston Smith 
has called on President Nixon to 
declare 60 Texas counties eligible 
for drought disaster relief and 
requested initial allocation of $5 
million in federal aid.

All the counties, said Smith, 
received less than 1.5 inches of 
accumulated rainfall in the pa-t 
six months, creating a critical 
drought condition which adverse­
ly affects ranches, farms, dair­
ies, buxines-es anti employment 
throughout the entire state.

Smith said he would not call 
for emergency disaster legisla­
tion from the state legislature 
because of the “extremely criti­
cal” state financial problem. 
State and local health, employ­
ment, agriculture and welfare 
agencies, the Governor stated, are 
performing emergency disaster 
duties as required.

Governor asked an initial al­
location of $5 million. In addi- 
ti n. he urged that the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture, Depart­
ment of Lab r. Health. Education 
and Welfare and Small Business 
Administration representative* be 
assigned to counties to collabo­
rate with state and hx-al officials 
in inspections, cost estimates and 
technical guidance.

WELFARE CUT AVERTED? 
Lt. Gov. Ben Baines announced 
a way has been found to pre­
vent the sharp cut on May 1 in 
aid to needy families with de­
pendent children.

Legislation has been introduc­
ed to permit the Welfare Depart­
ment to transfer and spend foi 
AFDC necessary sums not to ex­
ceed $6.8 million for the rest 
of this fiscal year ending Aug. 
31.

Barnes said about $5 million 
is available in a contingency fund 
of the Welfare Department, and 
an additional $1 million or more 
w.ll come from federal match­
ing money.

A comptroller's office repre­
sentative said there is no ques­
tion but what funds can be used 
to avert the scheduled AFDC re­
duction. Welfare Board on March 
22 ordered the May cut which 
would bring the average AFDC 
family grant from $118 a month 
to $80 and eliminate some 4.500 
familie* from the rolls entirely.

Governor said his only encour­
agement is that, with nearly 
500.000 more drivers and a billi n 
more miles traveled over the 
preceding year, the official death 
rate per mile traveled remained 
the .same as 1969.
