As a matter of fact, it is whol-
ly contrary to the policy of the
FBI and the Justice Department
of which it is a part.

For years the radicals have
criticized the Federal Bureau of
Investigation just as they criti-
cize law and order of any kind.
They criticize efforts at pnrotect-
ing our internal security because
this is what many of them would
like to destroy.

Pardon the personal reference
but as an agent of the FBI at
one time I know that its prac-
tices are extremely strict and
exacting.

The FBI has always sought to
avoid any act which could in-
volve its agents in controversy of
any kind. It has kept out of
poltics and has shunned all ac-
tions which might be interpreted
as political.

Mr. J. Edgar Hoover, having
headed the FBI all these years,
has had the highest confidence
of eight Presidents without ever
having the criticism which has
recently been heaped upon him.
At the age of 76, he is vigorous,
alert and unquestionably dedicat-
ed to serving the best interest
of our country,

In 1917 J. Edgar Hoover was
a 22 year old lawyer who became
Assistant Attorney General in the
Department of Justice. Seven
vears later the Attormey General

jat that time, Harlan Fiske Stone,

appointed Mr. Hoover as Director
of the Bureau of Investigation.
He was directed to reconstruct
the Bureau ‘“According to the
highest ethical and executive
standards and remove all actions
from partisan politics.” He was
instructed to remove from the
Bureau any man as to whose
character there was any ground

for suspicion. Mr. Hoover with-
drew the Bureau from all extra-
legal activities and made it an
efficient organization for the in-
vestigation "of criminal offenses
against the United States.

In 1934 the FBI, adapting to
the wave of Federal crime, par-
ticularly a great increase in bank
robberies, became the national
law enforcement arm of the
United States. Under law it as-
sumed the intermal security pro-
tection to identify radicals of
both far right and the far left.

In war and in peace, in eco-
nomic depression and prosperity,
in times of wiolence and moral
decline, Mr. Hoover has remain-
ed an American symbol of law
and order. Striving for excel-
lence and integrity for the en-
tire organization, he has himself
been an example of these vir-
tues.

Mr. Hoover's age is used as
the first point of attack on him
but those close to the Bureau's
operation can distinguish no dif-
ference in standards than those
which it has historically main-
tained.

The FBI does not conduct its
business apart from other law
enforcement agencies. It works
in cooperation with state and lo-
cal law enforcement authorities.
It seeks no publicity and, as a
matter of fact, avoids it where
possible.

The policy of the FBI is one
of concentrating on gathering of
facts, leaving to the courts and
juries to act on its findings. It
does not decide to prosecute, In-
formation essembled is turned
over to the Justice Department
for Federal Grand Juries to act
on. It is coldly objective in its
investigations to determine facts.
It does not offer conclusions, o-
pinions, or involve itself in perso-
nalities. This has been its mis-
sion from the beginning and re-
mains the case at present. Wheth-
er it be a member of Congress,
people in high or low positions,
the FBI will investigate if there
is reason to suspect wrong dong.
Their obligation is no less regard-
less of where the chips may fall.
It does not, however, snoop for
the sake of snooping nor tap
telephones in the hope of find-
ing something not connected with
law violations.

Accusations are made by pro-
minent members of Congre:
that the FBI has placed surveil-
lance upon the radicals partici-
pating in militant demonstra-
tions. We can be thankful that
someone is keeping an eye on
those who would destroy this na-
tion by subversion, espionage andl
conspiracies. :
