But More Rain Needed

Bronte Receives 1.8 Inches
Hurley Pharmacy 
Is Burglarized; 
Drugs Taken

Hurley Pharmacy was bur­
glarized Tuesday night and some 
amphetamine pills were taken 
Entrance was gained by breaking 
the glass in the front dc*or. E 
L. Hurley, owner, said he first 
th ught the door was broken by 
hail which fell Tuesday night, but 
cn ckser examination <liscovered 
the pills were missing. He said 
he could not determine anything 
else missing and said he found 
quite a few pills scattered around 
on the floor.

The bit ken door was discovered 
early Wednesday by T. F. Sims. 
Hurley said a small amount cf 
cash left in the cash register was 
not bothered.

A similar breakin occurred a 
few weeks ago at Farris City 
Drug in Robert Lee, when bur­
glars gained entrance by break­
ing the glass in the fiiont door.

(Com­
pleting redistricting is the imme­
diate ta k before the Legislature 
in special season.)

• Submitted a constitutional 
amendment to authorize the con­
vening legislature in 1974 to sit 
as a convention to rewrite the 
Texas constitution.

• Passed far reaching bank law- 
reform legviafcon.

• Creation of a tuition backed 
revenue bond fund to build new- 
state colleges.

• Establishment (by constitu­
tional amendment! of a $100
mil lit n bond fund to aid citie*
that build sewer facilities.

Law-makers gave up budgeting 
f« r welfare services for this bi­
ennium. and will return n e x t  
year (if not sooner* to appropri­
ate funds f .r 1973 assistance to 
the needy, meanwhile h ping for 
expanded federal aid.

AG OPINION'S — An ap­
pointee who served one day as 
"executive” of a printing com­
pany was ineligible for the "em­
ployer" member poation on the 
Texas Accident Board, Atty. Gen. 
Crawford Afar tin has held.

In other recent opinions. Mar­
tin concluded that:

• Governor does not have pow­
er to veto proposed constitutional 
amendments.

• A bill providing that a dry- 
area annexed to a wet area shall 
tecupy the same wet statu* as 
the annexing area is unconstitu­

tional, as it violates the local op­
tion mandate.

• Applicants signing petitions 
for incorporation of a new town 
must be qualified electors who 
have resided in the area at least 
sax months. Area must contain 
more than 200 inhabitants »who 
do not have to be qualified elec­
tors).

• A hospital district in which 
an indigent prisoner was held by 
the sheriff is liable for his medi­
cal bills when it did not have 
adequate medical f&dilities and 
treatment had to be administered 
by another hospital.

Removing Mustard Stains
Spring means home runs, roar- 

ing crowd3, hot dogs with lots of 
mustard and perhaps a glob of 
mustard on your clothes.

Mustard, because of its chemi­
cal makeup, is one o f the hard- 
e t stains to remove. Treat mus­
tard stains as soon as possible. 
If you don’t, and the stain is 
left in the garment for several 
days, it is almost impos-ible to 
remove.

To remove mustard from wit h- 
able fabrics, rub soap or deter­
gent into the dampened sUiin 
then rinse. If the stain is not re­
moved, soak the article in a hot 
detergent solution for several 
hours lor overnight if necec-sory. 
If the stain still remains, use a 
bleach. But don’t u.se chlorine 
bleach if the fabric has a per­
manent press or wrinkle resist­
ant fini-h, unless the manufac­
turer states on the label that 
chlorine bleach is safe.

F o r  non-w'ashablc articles, 
sponge the stain with alcohol. But 
first, test the fabric for color 
fastness by sponging alcohol on 
the seam allowance or scrap of 
material. A non-watshable article 
may also be sent to a profess* n- 
al drycleaner, but be sure to tell

him what the stain is.

Com loses quality very quick­
ly if it is not properly handled 
The sugar content o f  picked com 
may be reduced up to 50 per 
cent in just 24 hours of w'arm 
temperatures. But corn stored at 
50 degrees F. will lose inly Li 
per cent of its sugar in 24 hours.

Produce counters are now dis­
playing fresh com at moderate 
prices for this time of year. Lo k 
far bright green, snug husks and 
shiny dark, moist silks.

If a window has been cut in 
the husk, or if the corn hai been 
husked and packed in transpar­
ent bags, look for kernels that 
are in even rows and are bright 
and plump. The size and color of 
the kernels depends on the corn’s 
variety.

Buy only the amount of fresh 
com that will be used immedi­
ately—eaten, fit-zen or canned.

If the U. S. tic parts Western 
Europe, NATO would likely dis­
mantle itself.

serf us doubt the nations outside 
the Iron Curtain would maintain 
a collective strength to counter 
Russia.

In one way or another the coun­
tries of the free world have long 
looked bo the United States for 
assurances. If and when their 
confidence Is shaken, they likely 
will adjust themselves to a new 
reality and make the necessary 
accommodations with the power 
existing in their part of the world.

So, it should not be surprising 
that the leaders in Red China 
and Mo cow are coming up front 
and center with what appears to 
be o noiliation, even if it's only 
a ping pong match or a vague 
Russian promise not to point 
any more missiles at us than 
is necessary bo destroy us.

Chou En-lai, with a kindly 
smile over the ping pong table 
may well have Communist China 
on its way into the United Na­
hums without even subscribing to 
its charter of purpose.

Soviet boss Brezhnev appears 
willing to negotiate a “balanced 
and mutual reduction-’ of forces 
in Central Europe. He advance*

! vupport o f limiting strategic nu­
clear weapons, but proposes nc 
reduction in capabilities, superior 
in some respects to that o f our 
own.

It is not a matter of being the 
world's policeman or of support- 

i ing every government around the 
globe. We’ve done too much ol 
that—and, incidentally, with the 
support and gung-hoism to thi= 
policy by most at those who now 
would have us fold our hand* 
in pious good hopes and do no­
thing. Rather it concerns what 
is b e t for the safety and pro­
tection of our future. If we, as 
a nation, allow our disillusion­
ment, disappointments and dis­
couragement with events in 
Southeast Asia, to break apart 
U. S. military alliances in Europe

to let our national defenses de­
teriorate then the price and tra­
gedy of Vietnam is many times 
multiplied.

In these matters it can be well 
assumed that the Chinese and 
Russion leaders know how to ap­
praise this world situation, both 
long and short range. The awful 
question is, do we?

The focus on fanning which
Texas farmers and ranchers 

helped earn national recognition 
in President Nixon's recent White 
House salute to agriculture, ac­
cording to Clarence A. Danklefs, 
Texas farm program leader.

The President, in a unique tri­
bute t.» agricultural achievement, 
said, ‘ ‘Thanks to American agri­
culture for making us the best 
fed, the best clothed people in 
the world; thanks to American 
agriculture for providing the ba- 
alc industry that is essential for 
any nation to be strong."

He cited specifically a 300 per 
cent per man hour productivity 
increase for agriculture In the last 
20 years, o in paring it with the 
■*50 per cent increase recorded by 
other American industry.

Danklefs, who t* chairman of 
the State Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Coneervation (ASC) 
Committee, said all Texans should 
reo -gnize that this national *a- 
lute to agriculture is a salute to 
Texas farmers as well as those 
in the other 40 states.

Producers in Texas produce 
about 40 per cent o f the nation's 
cotton, about 50 per cent of the 
nation's grain sorghum a n d  
20 per cent of the nation's rice. 
During the last 20 years the per 
aci-e production on these crop 
has nearly doubled because of in­
creased irrigation and improved 
cultural practices. Texans also 
contribute substantially to the 
nati n’s supply of peanuts, wheat, 
vegetables, fruit and nuts.

"This is the kind of productivi­
ty  the President was talking 
about when he said recent agri-

cultural statistics are the most 
exciting, tho most dramatic, of 
nil American industry," Danklefs 
said.

“ In our farm program agency, 
th e  Agricultural Stabilizabi< n 
and Conservation Service, here in 
Texan, we are of course most in­
terested in the cr ps under the 
rot-aside farm programs (o^rn, 
grain sorghum, wheat and cot­
ton), those under marketing quo­
ta pr grams (peanuts, rice, extra 
l ng staple cotton), plus crops 
which are eligible for the loan,
< principally soybeans, barley, 
ats, rye, dry beans, flaxseed, 

etc.).
Some 83,000 cotton farms, 120,-

000 feed grain farms and 48,500 
wheat farms In Texas are partici­
pating this year in the new mar­
ket oriented set-aside farm pro­
grams. Some of the restraints on 
production and kinds of crops 
which were imposed in previous 
years have been removed, as was 
noted by ITesident Nixon recent 
ly in a national speech on agri 
culture,” Danklefs said.

"The President told the nation 
that American farmers have 
proven their ability to capita! ze 
on new opportunities and can 
compete successfully whenever 
they have the chance to compete. 
Mr. Nixon said he is determined 
ti> see that agriculture has that 
chance,” the ASC Committee 
chairman said.

The White House salute to ag­
riculture not only drew national 
attention to farming, but also 
sei-ved to concentrate efforts to 
better American agriculture’s 
competitive position, according to 
Danklefs.

President Nixon told the sa­
lute to agriculture audience: "It 
is a rule in a free society that 
whoever pnoduceu more should 
be compensated for more. The 
ino me per capita c f  those who

1 live on America’s farms ha- gome 
j up In the last 20 years. But in
terms of sharing in this increas­
ed productivity, those who live 
on America’s farms, tli. se who 
produce from America’s farms 
have not had the rewards from 
increasing productivity that the.r 
colleagues who work in American 
industry nave had for their in­
crease in productivity.
