Predator Program 
Coming to a Vote

Members and directors of the 
Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers’ 
voted Saturday at their Fall Tri- 
Annual Meeting at Angelo Slate 
University, to sprassor a propos­
ed referendum which would in­
volve 16,704 p reducers and 5,- 
578,000 head of sheep and goats 
in 73 counties, to raise needed 
revenue which would go into a 
predator control program.

The proposed program calls for 
the maximum deduction cf 20 
cents a head on sheep and 10 
cents a head on goats, and would 
be expected to raise over $400,- 
000, from which 32 new trappers 
would l*e hired to help combat/ 
predators by coordinating with 
the county trappers to assist them 
in problem areas.

The proposed program is not 
meant to take the place o f any 
predator control work now being 
done in counties but to add to 
their present control work. As­
sessment in the program, if the 
referendum is passed, w ill be 
made on all sheep and goats com­
ing o ff pasture and/or producer 
raised lambs going into feed lots. 
Assessments will be collected and 
forwarded to the Commodity 
Board at the end o f each month. 
Collectkns will be made by any 
firm or individual who purchas­
es sheep or goats o ff pasture.

The referendum which now 
must be petitioned to the Com­
missioner of Agriculture for his 
certification, would be conduct­
ed by mail ballot sent together 
with a self-addressed. postage- 
paid envelope to all sheep and 
goat producers in the 73 county 
area. Producers would then vote 
for or against the referendum and 
eieet one director from each o f 
the six districts which comprise 
the 73 counties. Three directors 
at large will also be elected, and 
these directors w ill make up tho 
producer board of nine directors.

Coke is one of the counties in 
which the referendum will ba 
held.

If you select just the right pat­

tern and fabric, sewing a coat 
should not be difficult. Avoid 
collars. Lapels, found buttonholes 
and extra heavy fabrics — these 
are trouble makers.

Winter 71 looks feature capes 
»nd hooded and wrapped coats. 
Capes are a great fashion item, 
yet are easy to make. Si*lection 
of a hooded style will eliminate 
collar and buttonhole construc­
tion. And even tbiugh the wrap 
coat has a collar and Lapels, you 
can forget about buttonholes.

Children and dangerous chemi­
cals don't mix. Mothers know 
this, yet they flirt with danger 
themselves by using household 
cleaning products improperly.

A  high percentage of the na­
tion'a housewives regularly mix 
and experiment with cleaning 
products In search of a better 
cleaning agent. Mixing and ex­
perimenting can lead to the re­
lease of highly toxic gases capa­
ble of causing pulmonary dam­
age and occasionally death.

Chlorine bteach and ammmia 
arc the most commonly misused 
products. When chlorine bleach 
is added to ammonia or to an 
acid compound—such as rust re­
mover, baithroom bowl cleaner, 
lye or vinegar—chlorine gas may 
be released.

Chlcrine gas, once used in 
chemical warfare, can be recog­
nized by a burning sensation of 
the eyes, nose and throat or by 
sneezing or coughing. It can 
cause death if inhaled.

Home poisoning from inhala­
tion of such vapors usually occurs 
in poorty ventilated area. The 
Council an Family Health advis­
es women to always keep windows 
open when cleaning. I f vapors 
from any cleaning product begin 
to cause irritation, all cleaning 
should be stopped until the air 
has cleared.

The stripers caught in Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
nets averaged an approximate 
m e pound increase over what 
they weighed three months ago.

Test nets in Spence yielded 27 
of the stripers which have been) 
released into the waiters cad* 
year since 1969.

Two of the bass weighed m om  
Uian four pounds each, and the 
fish averaged 3ac pounds each.

Striped bass are a saltwater 
fish which can live in fresh wa­
ter. Department biologists a r e  
trying to establish the fish as 
both a predator fish to take care 
o f overpopulation of lakes by 
roughfish and as a sport fish.

The biologists hope that some­
day anglers in Texas will face the 
prospect of hooking a 10 or 11 
pound striper.
