The 1972 cotton crop in Texas 
is estimated at more than one 
million bales above 1971, the 
Texas' Crop and Livestock Re­
porting Service notes.

Production this season is set 
now at 3.600 000 bales; this is an 
increase of 1.021.000 bales over 
production in 1971. Production 
last year was the smallest since 
1946.

Acres for harvest are estimated 
at 5.125.000 acres compared with
4.700.000 acres in 1971. Abandon­
ment from all causes is expected 
to total 325.000 acres. Last year
530.000 acres were abandoned

Yield is expected to average
337 pounds of lint per acre com­
pared with only 263 pounds per 
acre in 1971.

Nationwide, cotton production 
is estimated at 13.343.100 bales; 
this is 27 per cent more than the 
1971 total. Acreage for harvest 
this year is set at 13.200.000, com­
pared to 11.500.000 acies in 1971.

TEXAS continues to be the

number one cattle feeding state 
in the nation. There were 2,- 
120,000 head of rattle and calves 
on feed for slaughter as o f Aug. 
I in Texas. Hiis is 29 per cent 
above a year ago, but virtually 
the same as the number on feed 
a month ago.

Placements into Texas feedlots 
during July totaled 370.000 head. 
These placements are 39 per cent 
above July 1971 but 18 per cent 
below the previous month. Mar­
keting of fat cattle during July 
totaled 369.000 iiead. which is 14 
per cent above July 1971 but two 
per cent below marketings for 
June.

In the six major cattle feeding 
states—Texas, Arizona, Califon-
nia, Colorado, Iowa and Nebras­
ka—cattle on feed total 7,784,000 
head. This is 18 per cent above 
the 6.596.000 head on feed last 
year at this time, but is a three 
per cent decrease from a month 
ago. Iowa is second ranking cat­
tle on feed state with 1.561000 
head.

Washington — When plain old 
common sense prevails in the 
Congress, It’ s something to write 
home about. This occurred a few 
days ago when both the House of 
Representatives and the Senate 
rejected a section in the Foreign 
Assistance Aet of 1972 which 
would have re-imposed an embar­
go on chrome ore from Rhodesia.

A brief review of the history 
o f  sanctions against Rhodesia may 
be helpful. (The original policy 
o f  our government was discussed 
in this space on May 22. 1969. >

In 1965 Rhodesia declared itself 
independent of Great Britain's 
colonial control. England re­
quested the United Nations to im­
pose economic sanctions against 
its former colony. A resolution to 
this effect was adopted in the 
U. N. in 1966.

By executive order. President 
Johnson, in early 1967. commit­
ted the United States to abide by 
the U. N. action. All trade be­
tween our government and Rho­
desia came to a halt.

Since Rhodesia furnished prac-

tically all chromite to us, we had 
to turn to the next largest source i 
of supply, the Soviet Union,

As we became increasingly de­
pendent eti Russian ore, the price 
rose to over 200 per cent — from 
$27 per ton paid Rhodesia to $60 
per ton.

In October of last year the Con­
gress adopted an amendment to 
(he Military Procurement Bill 
which lifted the embargo on Rho­
desian chromium. The Act be­
came effective on Jail. 1 of this 
year.

In May of this year an effort 
was made in the U.S. Senate by 
those who favor the embargo to 
re-impose sanctions but It was de­
feated. The House has now act­
ed likewise.

Following the lifting of the em­
bargo in January of this year, 
Russia's chromium prices drop­
ped to an average of $55 from 
$80 per ton, as a result of break­
ing the Soviet’s monopoly, which 
we ourselves helped create.

In the meantime, a number of 
other industrial nations Ignored 
the action of the United Nations 
and continued to purchase chro­
mium from Rhodesia. Japan. 
Germany. France a n d  Italy 
bought chrome ore at prices less 
than half of that which our pro­
ducers were forced to pay to the 
Russians. It also gave these na­
tions a further advantage over 
the United States in that the con­
sumers in this country were pay­
ing a higher price for stainless 
6teel products Jf all sorts. 
(Chrome is a necessary ingredi­
ent for all steel products. > The 
inflated Russian price of chrome 
is estimated to have cost Ameri­
can steelmakers over $20 million 
annually more than they would 
have spent had they been allow­
ed to purchase at world market 
prices. These costs are necessar­
ily reflected in the price of U. S. 
made* steel products but not add­
ed to foreign produced goods of 
the same kind. Chromium is al­
so classed as a strategic mater­
ial and since 1939 has been de­
signated for stockpiling for use 
in our national defense. All this 
at a time when we were suppos­
ed to be fighting inflation. In ad­
dition, such an action contributes 
to our deficits in the balance of 
payments.

Not only has Russia exploited 
her position as a prime supplier 
but our dependence on the Sovi­
et Union for this critical materi­
al creates an adverse effect o«i 
our national defense needs.

The embargo on Rhodesian 
chromium has served the interest 
of no one except Russia and for­
eign steel producers.

On May 22, 1969, this column 
gave the real reason for our com­
plying with the sanctions placed 
against Rhodesia by the United 
Nations Resolution. Would any­
one suppose that many of the 
nations which supported this ac­
tion did so out of any love for 
Great Britain and its colonial i>ol- 
icics? The real reason for the 
embargo was because of Rhode­
sia’s racial policies, known as 
apartheid, meaning "separate”  or 
"apart”  of the races.
