It was “just a scratch,” and
Tom Hardy, out on a weekend
fishing trip, wiped away the blood
from his finger, cursing the rusty
hook that had poked him. Five
days later, Tom was rushed to the |
hospital, on the verge of death.
He was suffering from tetanus, or |
lockjaw, a disease which kills |
more than half its victims. |

Tom was lucky. Although he
had never been immunized with
tetanus toxoid, an emergency in-,
jection of tetanus antitoxin prov- |
ed effective. The antitoxin im-
munity, however, lasts only a few
weeks; then the victim must seek
protection from the toxoid.

Tetanus spores can infect the
body through the tiniest wound—
a pin scratch, a bee sting, a small
cut. In fact, about one-half of all
tetanus cases seen in American
hospitals are the result of an in-
