Lessons In sum m er gardening
. . . W hether your th ing  is a 
healthy  lawn, brigh t petunias, c r  
f re 'h ly  painted patio  fu rn itu re , 
w atch fo r  health  hazards out­
doors. Chemical w eed killers, 
tp ray  paints, and fertilisers should 
all be handled w ith care, says the 
Am erican Medical Association. 
O therw ise they  could harm  you 
even as they helo  the  appearance 
of your backyard. H ere are some 
guidelines fo r  sum m er safety.

1. Keep all chem icals, includ­
ing gasoline fo r  pow er mowers, 
in. th e ir  original containers. If 
you tran sfe r them  to pop bottles 
an d  m ayonnaise ja rs , you 're 
throw ing away im portant in s tru c t 
tin  ns o r  w arnings on th e  label 
an d  taking a chance on no t being 
able to identify  the  item  when 
you need It nex t week.

I f  poisonous substances are  
swallowed, induce vom iting. How­
ever, th is  should NOT b* done 
i f  th e  victim  is  unconscious o r  
semiconscious, in convulsions o r 
p regnant, o r has swallowed a 
strong  acid, alkali, o r  petro leum

substance. Instead, adm inister a 
cup of vegetable oil, followed by 
m ilk o r  w ater to help  d ilu te  th e  
poison and pro tect th e  stom ach. 
Seek medical help im m ediately.

2. Scrub w ith plenty of soap 
and w a t-r  a fte r handling  garden­
ing m a te ra ls  to  p revent chem i- 
ca 's  from  irrita tin g  the  skin.

3. If a pesticide label w arns 
against skin contact, w ear p ro ­
tective clothing such as g lo v es 
long sleeved shirt, and long. cufT- 
lcss pan ts when using the m ater­
ial. Cover up when painting, too, 
to  reduce th e  need fo r w ashing 
with tu rp en tin e  la te r.

4. W hen applying pesticides, 
or spray  paints, m ake sure th e  
breeze blows the spray  away from  
the g a rd en er and such w a te r 
sources as stream , ponds, and  
wells. Also, keep pets  and ch il­
dren  away from  th e  area and 
don 't smoke o r  ca t w hile doing 
th is job.
