Escape: First Rule of 
Fire Safety

Exactly what would you do 
if. right now, you heard the 
crackle of fire in your kitchen?

Exactly what would you do if. 
in the middle of the might, your 
family was sleeping soundly and 
you awakened to the smell < f 
smoke?

People who don’t have ready 
answers to these questions arc 
risking their family’s and their 
own lives. For these arc the peo­
ple v.-bo don’ t know how to act 
when fire strikes in the home.

The first rule of safety from 
fire is esc-ipe; get everybody out 
at the very first sfjjn of fire But 
unless you have done son-e 
thinking and planning, you may 
not be able to escape. National

Fire Protection Association stu­
dies show the great majority of 
the estimated G.500 U. S. lives 
lost ill h7>me fires last year were 
needlessly lost because of failure 
to pre-plan and rehearse escape 
measures, the association points 
out.

So prepare a home hfe safety 
plan for your family, we urge. 
Make sure everyone, including 
the children, knows exactly what 
to do. Then hold family firi 
drills regularly.

Here are some pointers to hc';> 
you plan:

1. Carefully figure ou» at U- st 
two routes to the outside from 
every’ room in the house, especial­
ly bedrooms Allow for blocking 
of stairways and halls by fire.

2. Particularly for nighttime

fires, remember that closed bed­
room doors will hold back flames 
and smoke, allow extra time to 
escape.

3. For upper floor escape, use 
ary available porch anc garage 
roofs, ladders o r - fo r  agile chil­
dren, especially trees is  ways 
down to safety. Be sure exit win­
dows work easily and that they 
are low and large Plough to pet 
through

4 Pick an outside assemble 
point where the family will men 
and tie sure everyone undor- 
s! nds the rule: ‘ Once Out Stay
Out!"

5. Know how to call the fire 
department from a neighbor's 
telephone and do fhis as.quickly 
.is possible once eve^rone is out 
of the burning floubr.

FOOD LABELING -  II
Last week we said we’d report 

today the information many food 
processors will have to list on 
their labels when the new Food
and Drug Administration regula­
tions go into effect in the next 
year or so. The following stand­
ard format and headings have 
been established for information 
which will be required, that is, 
if the product requires nutritional 
labeling at all. Each van, or car­
ton, or container will have to 
list:

1 Serving size.
Servings per container, 

f  3. Caloric content.
*  4. Protein content.
H* 5. Carbohydrate content.

6. Fat content.
7 Percentage of V  S. Recom 

mended Daily Allowances of 
protein, vitamins, and minerals. 
Now, glossing over many prob­

lems that face food manufactur­
ers in conforming to the regula­
tions (such as finding enough 
space on a food container to list 
all those things in type large 
enough for people to be able to 
read), let's consider some of the 
points made at a recent food 
writers’ conference by the Uni­
versity of Missouri’s food science 
and nutrition expert, Dr. Dee M. 
Graham, who thinks the new la­
beling regulations may be ‘ a dis­
aster for the consumer.”

Dr. Graham says the new label­
ing will add to food costs and 
tend to squeeze out smaller food

firms. Smaller firms will not have 
the resources, he said, to get all 
the analytical information they 
will need to put on the labels. 
Thus, mere and more big firms 
will take over the smalls and Dr. 
Graham feels this is not in the 
consumer interest.

Content Can Vary
Dr. Graham also points out the 

nutritional content of foods can 
vary according to seasonal vari­
ations. geography, storage, a nd 
other factors which tend to aver­
age out in our national food sup­
ply. (This, he said, is one reason 
nutritionists advise variety in 
menu planning.) Thus the infor­
mation on labels may be faulty 
because of the impossibility to 
keep up with all these variables, 
and thus FDA and the food in­
dustry would again come under 
criticism from “militant consum­
er activists.”

Labeling also can be mislead­
ing. Dr. Graham pointed out. A 
fabricated product could look bet­
ter on the label when in fact it 
would be nutritionally inferior to 
a traditional food.

Dr. Graham favors broad-scale 
nutrition education with emphasis 
on teaching people proper food 
selection. Simple, descriptive la­
beling with ‘ back up information 
available from sources referenced 
on the label, with such data being 
considered legally a part of the 
label for enforcement purposes” 
is what Dr. Graham recommends.

Both in Texas ancf throughout 
the nation, Ihe numbers of cattle, 
beef cows, and calves show sig­
nificant increases. Thus, cattle­
men are increasing production In 
order to meet increasing demands I 
for the product.

The number of all cattle and 
calves on Texas farms and ranch- 1 
es as of July totals 16.400,000. i 
This compares with 15,330.000 as 
of Jan. 1.

The 1973 Texas ciadf crop is es­
timated at 6.250.000 head; this is. 
an increase of 15 pet cent ov£r 
1972. This is the largest caJtf j 
crop for Texas since estimates I

began in 1924.
Nationwide, the lfguixs also 

show increases. As of July 1, 
the number of cattle and calve* 
totaled 131,000,000 head. This 
compares with tlic Jan. 1 invento­
ry number of 122,000.000 head.

As important, if n<Vt moro so 
than total cattle and calves num­
bers, are totals of cows and hei­
fers—the beef factory. As of July 
1, a total of 53,800.000 cows and J 
heifers have calved; tills is up! 
four per cent from Jbly 1 last J 
year.

Beef cows at 42,400.000 head are 
up six ]>er cent nationally. Milk 
cows, however, are down two per

Texas, naturally, is number one 
in the cow inventory ; the state

C O M M E R C I A L slaughter­
ing plants in Texas during June 
produced a total of 183.800.000 
pounds of red meat. This is 
down seven per cent front the 
19S,2(iO.OOO pounds produced a 
month ago and one per cent below 
a year ago.

Nationwide, commercial pro­
duction of rod meat is down nine 
per cent from a year ago. Beef 
production is down nine per cent; 
veal production is down 29 per 
cent; and pork prouetton is nine 
per cent under a year earlier.

In Texas, during June the mim- 
l>er of cattle slaughtered was 25 - 
000 below a month ago. Calf 
slaughter was 900 less than last 
month. Hog production was 16.- 
000 below a month ago.

DRYIAJT sheep feeders with a 
lot p  parity of 2.000 head or more 
had 126,000 sheep and lambs on 
feed for slaughter as of Aug, 1 
This is 15 jx’r cent below the rvum 
her on feed a month ago and 12 
per eent below the number on 
feed a year ago.
