ALL RUSSIAN SCHOOLS

Boys of 16 Who Are Unable to
Read Are Admitted to the
Universities.

Pupils, instead of teacliers, control

the schools of Russia under the bole
shevik regime, according to two Enge
lishmen, one of them an experienced
schoolmaster, who have just returned
from Russia,

Joys and girls are herded indis-
criminately and there is no discipline,
say the Englishmen,  Pupils control
the teachers,  In a Kolmna school a
youth of eighteen was appointed com-
misioner of the institution and was in
charge of all teachers., On one oeca-
sion he closed the school for a week,
as a protest against the action of the
master, who had reprimanded a pupil.

Each class has its own committee
and usually the most popular boy rep-
resents the others at the masters’
conuneil,  These committees not only
direct the masters, but control the dis-
tribution of food which is provided for
the midday meal, and which is the
chief cause for any school attendance
at all,

Pupils do exactly as they please,
walking iwto the classroom and leav-
ing it while a lesson iIs in progress.
No punishment of any kind is inflict-
ed on the pupil, as each pupil is his
own mentor as to right and wrong.

No home work is set, the pupil do-
ing all his school work during the
hours set apart for each session.

Attendance is not compulsory, or
even regulated by rule, each one at-
tending classes or staylng away, as
he sees fit. No marks for good work
are allowed, and consequently none
for the sluggard who makes no at-
tempt at scholastic attainment.

The same chaotie conditions were
observed by the Englishmen in the
universities and other seats of higher
education. Any boy of sixteen may
enter without qualification, though he
may be unable to read.

ARE GIVEN JOLT

Yankee Colonel Gives Foe Lesson
to Respect U. S.

NOW WORKING IN HARMONY

Burgomaster and Province President,
Sent for by American Army Officer,
Send Secretaries in Their Place—
Come Themselves on the Jump When
Colonel Makes Things Plain—Rep-
rimand Brings Co-operation.

The Prussian provinelal and city an-
thorities at Coblenz got an unpleasant
surprise when they tried to equivocate
with the American officers In charge
of civil affuirs, Now they are work-
ing In harmony and evidently with a
wholesome respect for the straight-
from-theshoulder methods of the
Americans,

After taking charge of the civil af-
fairs end of the oecupation Col. L L.
Hunt sent for the president of the prov-
ince and the burgomaster for a confer-
ence, At the appointed hour the secre-
tary of each of the dignitaries showed
up at the conference roon to represent
these officials. Colonel TIunt immedt-
ately sent them back with a message
that the president and the burgomas-
ter should present themselves In per-
son at his ofice within a half-hour. In
abhout ten minutes the Indignant offi-
clals appeared, protesting that their
pecretaries were empowered to speak
for them.

Teaches Them Respect.

“When your secretaries have any
business over here, they are at liberty
to see my secretary,” Colonel Hunt
told them, “but when I send for you
I want you,” Then he gave the ruf-
fled officials a bit of advice. In the
midst of his talk the president arose
and announced that he was forced to
leave to keep an important appoint-
ment,

“What 1s this important appoint-
ment?”’ Colonel Hunt asked. The Prus-
glan declared that it was a very im-
portant conference with a “man from
Bonn,”

“8it down!” Hunt ordered. “There
is only one more important appoint-
ment that you can have, and that Is
with General Dickman, commanding
this army.”

The uneasy official sat down and lis-
tened with attention to the remainder
of Colonel Hunt's speech.

Reprimand Brings Co-operation.

“You fellows needn't presume be-
cause we treat you decently that it
18 a sign of weakness on our part. It
is merely an indication of our patience.
Our patience 18 not endless. Your gov-
ernment presumed upon our patience
once too often in times past, and it
lost you the war.”

With these words ringing in their
ears the two officials departed. Since
that time they have co-operated with
the American officers to the best of
their ability.

Corporal Manning received
the Distinguished Service Cross
for conspicuous gallantry near
Jreuvannes, France, July 28,
1918, Corporal Manning was in
charge of an automatic rifle
squad during am assault by his
battalion on the strongly forti-
fied heights overlooking the
Ourcq river for the purpose of
exploiting " the successful pas-
sage of the stresm. During the
advance on the hill his platoon
commander was killed and just
as the crest was reached the
platoon sergeant was wounded,
Corporal Manning then assumed
command of the platoon, which
was near the center of the as-
saulting line and was meet-
ing with desperate resistance,
Though he himself was severely
wounded and was the only sur-
vivor of his squad, this soldier
led forward the 35 effectives re-
maining in the platoon against
an enemy strong point which
was wired, intrenched and de-
fended by machine guns and
dominated the entire Ourcq val-
ley. He was repeatedly wound-
ed,. but he succeeded in getting
a foothold at this strong point
with but seven men remaining
with him. While the latter con-
solidated thelr position under
his direction, with the platoon
on the flank, he held off a con-
siderable number of the enemy
50 yards away by fire from his
automatic rifle. He remained
in this position until the entire

i Dear Brother:
On your request I shall try to
put a few thoughts on paper

about my experience over here in
France,

Our voyage across the deep blue
sea was 4 most lucky one.  First,
1 had the opportunity to sail on
the biggest ship afloat, the “Vat-
erland.” It had eighteen fthous~
and soldiers on board %esides her
own crew, and second, we didn’t
get to see any German sub-mar-
ines. After we were on the water
for eight days we came to Brost,
France. Let me tell you land cer-
tainly looked good to me, after
seeing nothing but water for so,
long a time, Here we stayed for
apout a week, and had my first
experience with Freneh people,

One day 1 thought 1 would buy
a couple of eggs and have eggs for
supper. | There was a woman
across the street who had someto
sell. So I went there and asked
her how much they would cost,and
she said “cinquante centimes” and
1 didn't know what she said so 1
asked her again, Finally she made
me understand that she wanted
ten cents in our money or fifty
centimes in French money for one

egg. I bought two and paid twen-
ty cents for them, and after

ting, found one rotten, 8o
1 had one egg for twenty cents.

hiked the heavier my pack seemed
to get. After being three days on
the road we came to a little town,
by the name of Vraux, Here we
stayed several days. The German
Anrplanes dropped several bombs
in this town before we came and
during the time we were there the
enemies made several airplane
raids on the towm, but Umncle Sam
was prepared for them and kept
them back.

From Vraux we went hiking to
more dangerous places which con-
tinued fm four days, then we land-
ed in the trenches.  Most of this
hiking was done at night. On this
trip we saw the ruins of war, the
barbed wir entanzlements. tren-
ches from three to eight feet deep.
shell holes of all sizes. some big
enouzh for a whole squad (eight)
of soldiers to find protection from
the enemy n.achine gun fire,. We
found grav  of our brave com-
rades who f{c1l in this Great War
for their country.

When we landed in the trenches
we were in reserve  for one day,
and the next night we took the
front line i{rernches. Here 1 had
my first experience with gas. A
gas eloud was put over by the
enemy, and evervbody  hollowed,
“Gas! Gas!” And we put on our
gas masks, but it was hard to
craw!l through bushes and sharp-
rel holes with the mask on. Fin-
ally the gas ceased and we could
take it off again.

The next morning at about nine-
thirty  o'clock the most serious
command I ever heard was given
and that was, “Go over the top.”
And we wil  went like one  man,

Some fell.  others were wounded,
but the Lord Almizhty protected
me, and had me go through this
war wthou rcttine a secratch,
for whichl ar: thankful. Al'hough
the sharpnz! ¢ll elose, and  the
mahe.ne gan bullets  hit right at
mo. I was not hit

Alter the first days advaneing
we came to a bizr field at about
sundown, and w¢ dug in and stay-
ed all »ight. That might at about
three o'clock my corporal came to
my little duyout and  told me to
patrol to the right and find out
what was there, I didn’t hesitate
the command. although 1 would
much rather have staved where 1
was. But I went where I was
commanded to go. After I had
gone some hundred yards in  the

dark and couldn’t find anything I
returned, reported to my corporal
and went back to my I'ttle dugout
home. I had just lald down in it
when the bullets came right over
me, hitting the ground all around
me,

In the morning at day break we
went over the top again, But this
t'me the enamy was retreating,
and we kept on advaneing without
much fighting, I think we must
have frightened them too  badly
the dayv oefore We kept this up
for three davs. advaneng so fast
that our roll'n? kitchens and gruo
wazrons eouldn’t keep up with us,
en we didn’t get to see them for
three davs and nirh's,  The third
nicht I dug my hole again on the
g'de of a hiil. T was hunerv thirs-
tv and worn out from eclimoing
hills and wading through mud.

"The next morning we didn’t ad-
vanece very far. for we had already
advanced too far according to the
sectors to our right and left. So
we only held the line for seven-
teen days. Here we didn’t have
anv hand to hand fighting, but we

had plenty of barrages laid overhy

The patients are either totally blind
or have such defective vision that
they are precluded from re-entrance
into usual oceupatiens, or even nor-
mal life, without some training. So
completely will thelr llves be changed
that it is necessary for them to pass
throngh a period of mental readjust-
ment and physieal adaptation before
they can thoughtfully welgh plans for
the future,

The difficnlties confronting the in-
structors ean be appreciated only when
it s understood that the hlind have to
be tanght even the simplest conven-
tions of life, such as walking with
freedom, handling their food and dress-
ing. There are courses to teach the
men “how to he bhlind,” to teach them
that, thongh blind, they are still nor
mal men.

The school authorities have provid-
ed courses in wage-earning occupa-
tlons, Among the courses are physieal
training, fundamental handtraining,
reading and writing of Draille, and
typewriting, Physical training ineludes
personal hygiene, swimming, bowling,
ontdoor sports and gymnasium exer-
cises. There are courses in hasketry,
weaving, netting, chalr-eaning and car-
pentry. No trade is eonsidered that
has not economie advantages for both
employer and blind employee, Effi-
cleney is the watehword,

Business and Office Training.

Tt appears quite probable that com-
mereial work will have to be the most
serious oceupational effort, and with
this idea comprehensive courses in
husiness economiecs, salesmanship, of-
fice management, use of mechanieal
office equipment and the principles of
anecconnting and bookkeeping, are belng
developed,

Agricultural courses are to be es-
tablished for those who have rural
homes, Not only are the men tralned,
but positions are found for them.

A recreational leader provides en-
tertainment for the men durlng their

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BANKHEAD RIGHWAY, THE
ALL-TEXAS ROUTE, CHOSEN

Seventy-Five Million Bond Issue Ap-
proved—Hot Springs Gets Next
Convention.

Mineral Wellg, Tex.—The Bankhead
National Highway Association ad-
journed sine die Friday. Hotl Springs
was chosen as the convention city for
1920,

T. S. Plowman, president; J. A,
Rountree, general secretary; L. G,
Jones, treasurer, and W, \W. Heaton,
all of Alabama were re-clected,

The closing hours were more or less
turbulent over the dominating ques-
tion of the route west of Memphis.
This was finally decided in favor of
the “all Texas" route via Texarkana,
Dallas and Abilene to El Paso.

On Sunday afternoon a pathfinding
party left Mineral Wells to recom-
mend a route for the Bankhead high-
way from El Paso to San Diego, Cal.
This party consisted of W. O. Eld-
ridge, United States government en-
gineer; A. G. Batchelder, executive
gecretary American Automobile Asso-
ciation; C. B. Easley, clerk to the post-
office and postal road committee,
United States senate; T. S. Plowman,
president Bankhead Association. The
party will be in charge of J. A. Roun-
tree.

The following resolutions were
adopted by the Good Roads conven-
tion:

“Whereas, The construction of good
roads of permanent type is recognized
as an essential factor in the industrial
and economic development and ma-
terial prosperity of the country, and
of unequaled importance in providing
social advantages and in facilitating
popular educational advancement
among our people; and,

“Whereas, The congress of the

United States has, throuzh liberal ap-
propriations for road construction in
the States of the Union, declared a
fixed national policy of federal par-
ticipation in the development of state
highways; and,

“Whereas, The State of Texas has,
in the establishment of a state high
way department, and the inauzura-

tion of a policy for the collection of
funds for road construction in co-op-
eration with the political subdivisions
of the state, and in the distribution
of federal funds, declared a permanent
policy for the designation and con-
struction of a system of state high-
ways; and

“Whereas, The funds availabie for
public highway construction from
present sources is recognized as in-
adequate to meet the requirements of
highway building in a state of the
great area of Texas, and the legis-
lature having submitted to the peo-
ple an amendment to the constitution
of the state authoriizng the issuance
oif bonds in an amount not to exceed
$75.000,000 to be expended in aiding
the construction of a system of high-

ways of permanent character; there-

fore be it

“Resolved by this
sembled, That we indorse the pro-
posed constitutional amendment em-
bodied in house joint resolution No.
13, providing for the issuance of bonds
to aid In the construction of a state
system of permanent highways and
urge the people of the state to give
the amendment their cordial support.

“Resolved, That a committee be ap-
pointed to formulate and submit a
plan for the creation of a state high-
way organization for the purpose of
presenting to the voters of the State
of Texas the merits of house joint
resolution No. 13 providing for the
{ssuance of bonds of the state in a
sum not to exceed $75,000,000 to be
expended in aid of the construction of
a system of state highways, and that
the chairman of this convention be
authorized to appoint such organiza-
tion committee, composed of 15 mem-
bers, whose duty shall be to submit
plans for a State organization in be-
haolf of the said constitutional amend-
ment, such committee to report at
such time and place as the majority
thereof may determine.”

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DANCING CRAZE
ENGULFS PARIS

Comes Back With Greater Zest
Than Ever Before.

AMERICAN STEPS THE RAGE

Young and Old Take Lessons to Re.
gain the Degree of Efficiency They
Had Attained Before the War—Sa-
lons Have Sprung Up All Over Paris
-—Fox Trot and One Step All the
Rage and Jazz Bands Are Popular.
Once more the dance, the modern

ball-room variety, has come Into its

own in Paris. Four years of suppres-
sion due to the war have brought it
back in a blaze of glory and with
greater zest and more adherents than
ever before in its Parisian history,

Within the last few weeks salons have

literally sprung up all over Puaris, in

every kind of neighborhood, and thou-
suands of PParisians, young and old, of
both sexes, are taking lessons in order
to regain the degree of efficiency they
had attained before the war.

This time the modern American
dances, the fox trot and the one-step,

are recelving the greatest attention.
The comparatively few teachers in
Paris who are familiar with these
dances are worked overtime from one
week's end to the other. Among these
teachers there are said to be several
French poilus who, as members of mis-
slons, visited the United States dur-
ing the war and there acquired a
knowledge of the American dances.

In the very exclusive set of Paris a
certain well-known dancer is reported
to be reaping a harvest. He teacbea]
stately French dames with mature'
daughters and very young girls who
have not yet been introduced to so-
clety. For such lessons he is said to
recelve 250 francs, or $50.

Teach American Dances.

One of the largest revues now show-
ing in Paris has announced the in-
clusion of a special dancing act in
which American dances will be taught
from the stage by an American couple,
both well-known dancers in New York.
On the famous Boulevard des Champs
Elysees two salons have been opened
and on several nights tn the week one
may see a long line of motors and tax-
icabs drawn up in front of these es-
tablishments waiting to carry home the
Parisian business man, his wife and
daughter who have been spending the
evening in learning to dance.

And as in everything else which has
to do with pleasure, the French people
have entered into the spirit of the
dance with all the joyousness of youth
and are having great fun in learning
the American steps. Four years was
a long time to abstain from dancing,
but the French faithfully observed the
rule against dancing in wartime. Now
that Germany has been defeated and
the signing of peace not far distant
they feel they are justified in resum-
ing dancing.

London danced during the war “to
forget the war.” DParis now dances in
an attempt to realize peace. In fact,
all Europe is now dancing; dancing
all the foolish, crazy steps which can
be conceived, as if in a strenuous ef-
fort to make up for the pleasure lost
during the world struggle.

To give an idea of the wealth of
color and decoration with which the
Parisian salons are surrounded, it
might be interesting to look in on one’
place which is proving popular. It|
is typical in its atmosphere of the spir- |
it of the moment. A French poilu,|
not vet demobilized, is its director,|
and he has indeed evolved an unique
temple of dancing.

The motif of the salon 1is (‘hlnnse.!
I suppose. That strange, deep Chi-!
nese vellow serves as coloring for the|
walls, with faturist apple hlnssumsi
painted on them. The woodwork is a
dull, heavy black, nothing more. Long
black curtains, striped with yellow rib- |

Afte
these are mastered—and I might adc¢
that some difficulty is being experi
enced in acquiring the American steps
—no doubt Parisians will not be satis
fied, but will invent some new form ot

ENGLISH MIDDLE
CLASS FORM UNION

Combine to Protect Selves From
- Aggressions of Capital
and Labor.

Members of the great middle class
of England at last haw taken steps
to organize to protect their own inter-
ests against the aggressions of cap-
ital on the one hand and increasing
wages of workmen on the other. Lead-
ers of the middle class declare that
only by organization can they escape
an unfair share of the burdens of
life.

English people of education and
moderate incomes have felt for some
time that they were being ground be-
tween the upper and nether millstones
operating in the social mill. Profits
of capitalists from war contracts have
Increased and the wages of workmen
steadily advanced. But nobody had
to have the services of the profession
al man, the small business man or the
schoolmaster,

A preliminary meeting was held un- ~

der the chairmanship of Maj. J. R.
Pretyman Newman, member of, parlia-
ment. It was decided to call the or-
ganization the “Middle Class union.”
Among the purposes of the union ares

“To remove undue burdens upon the
middle class, including the cost of liv-
ing.

“To protect the middle class against
bureaucratic and industrinl tyranny.

“To combine for common protection
of those members of the community
who have no organization to safeguard
their interests.”

Letters appearing in support of the
union show that many army officers
and other soldiers are deeply inter-
ested in the movement. One soldier
wrote :

“Unless we of the middle classes or-
ganize and combine to thwart and de-
stroy the anarchical aggressions of cer-
tain communities in the industrial
world we will soonér or later be bol-
shevikied out of existence.”

How the middle class union will be
received in the political field by the
capitalists and the trade unions which
now monopolize it remains to be seen.

Sergeant Kocak (deceased)
won the Distinguished Service
Cross for gallantry in aection
near Soissons, France, July 18,
1918, When the advance of his
battallon was checked by a hid-
den machine gun nest, Sergeant
Kocak went forward alone, un-
protected by covering fire from
his own men, and worked in be-
tween the German positions in
the face of fire from enemy cov-
ering detachments. Locating the
machine gun nest, he rushed
it, and, with his bayonet drove
off the erew, Shortly after this
Sergeant Kocak organized 25
French colonial soldiers, who
had become separated from
their company and led them in
attacking another machine gun
nest, which was also put out of

WILLIAM M, FEIGLE,
Sergeant, 5th Regiment, U. S.
Marine Corps.

Sergt. Feigle upheld the tra-
ditions of the marines and was
decorated for conspicuous in-
trepidity at Bgaumont, France,
While an

November 10, 1018,
ammunition train was passing
through the town, one of the
trucks was struck by a shell and

set on fire. The blazing truck
was abandoned. Knowing that
it would soon explode and kill
all those in the vicinity, Sergt.

Back on April 6, 1917, the Lough-
man home at 461 Oakwood boulevard,
Chicago, was a-twitter over the dee-
laration of war. Harry, the eldest
son of Mr. and Mrs. Steplien H. Lough-
man, enlisted that Jday.

In First Ten Thousand.

The next day he said good-by to his

younger brother, Stephen, and left-for

Howdy, bud-

the—why, where’d you come

Texas. In a short time he went across
among the first 10,000 Yanks to reach
France, He was among the first 1,000
to fight the Huns and among the first
eleven to be eaptured,

Back howme, Stephen, only 16,
yvearned for action and a sight of
France, Ile gained his parents’ per-

mission, became a patriotic falsifier
by telling the recruiting officers that
he was 18, and joined the army. He,
too, went over and did his part in
the fight.

Came peace. Harry was released
from a German prison and named as
a member of the president's guard of
honor at the peace conference, Steve,
with his detachment in Luxemburg,
obtained a furlough and went to see
Paris. It was there that they met
after a span of two years,

Emotion is taboo in the American
expeditionary forces, but the gruff sol-
diers who saw the reunion between
the two young brothers admit they
temporarily lost all interest In the
fourteen points and freedom of the
seas. The colonel himself tossed his
brand new ecigar out of the window
and remarked he'd better be going
to write some letters home,

Harry, after enlisting, got across in
three months, fought on the Lorraine
front and was captured November 3.
Transferred from camp to camp, he
finally got to the “strafe” camp at
Tuchel, where he was kept in under-
ground quarters, There were 45,000
Russians there. It was their duty to
haul logs a distance of fourteen miles
each day. TFood consisted chiefly of
thin potato soup. Through mediation
of the Red Cross, he was removed to
a camp near Baden., A month after
the armistice he was released. It re-
quired one month at a base hospital in
Vichy to regaln his strength partly.

Then he was honored by appoint:
ment to the peace conference guard,
Company 2, and will return to the
states with President Wilson. Steve
returned to his company in Luxem:
burg after the reunion.

A shocking condition of affairs has
been called to public attention in Eng-
land by u report recently made by a
committee appointed a year ago to in-
vestigate the extent of the evils con-
nected with the practice of dentistry
by persons wholly unqualified to prac-

tice that profession.
It will be hard for Americans, who,
for many years, have had wonderful
"advantages in the care of the teeth,
to realize how dentistry is practiced in
England. There are a few laws and
government acts controlling the prac-
tice, but they are so lenient that al-
most anyone, from a boller maker to
a fugitive bartender, can go out into
the provinces and, with practically no
training at all, perform surgical opera-
tions on the teeth and jaws, adminis-

In hundreds of enses patients suffer-
Ing from an ache in one tooth have
geveral pulled and a set of false teeth
put in to replace the sound teeth that
might possibly ache in the futnre, The
children of the working classes have
very little attention in the schools, and
as a result they grow up with decayed
and erooked teeth, There is a system
of inspection which only goes to the
point of advising dental attention, but
makes no provision for such attention,

Reform Is Urged in Report.

An illuminating part of the report
f& contained in the following para-
graphs:

“The state eannot afford to allow the
health of the workers of the natfon to
be continually undermined by dental
neglect, Steps should be taken, with-
out delay, to recognize dentistry as
of general importance for prevent-
ing ill health, and every possible means
should be employed for enlightening
the public as to the need for conser-
vative treatment of diseased teeth,

“The dental profession should be re-
garded as one of the outposts of pre-
ventive medicine, and as such encour-
aged and assisted by the state. Treat-
ment should be rendered available for
all who need it. The present anoma-
lous position, in which an unedueated,
untrained person ean practice as a den-
tist, performing surgical operations, is
doing untold "injury and casting unde-
served dishonor upon the profession.”

Registered dentists have not increas-
ed in numbers in England during the
past 15 years, and no increase in the
registration is likely while the profes-
sion is debased by incompetent indi-
viduals and companies,

The exorbitant charges for dental
work in England also have had a bhad
effect on the general welfare, The
most prominent dentists in London are
those who have had training in Ameri-
can dental eolleges, and they make
much capital on their American train-
ing.

There are a few real American den-
tists in London, but they are over-
worked, and their prices are well nigh
fmpossible for the average man.
