| For the Last Fisea] Year an
Increase of $22,200,000
Is Reported.

Washington.—For the fiscal year
ending June 3 last the people of Texas
paid in internal revenue taxes laid by
the warJevenue law a total of $62,215,-
083, an increase .of $22,200,000 com-
pared with the previous fiscal year.
Oklahoma paid $17,661,704, a decrease
of nearly $2,000,000. The people of
Arkansas paid $7,615,000, an increase
of $1,200,000, while Louisiana’'s contri-
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bution was $31,618,303, a decrease of |
$3,500,000. For the first two quarters!
of the calendar tax year the income
and profits tax paid by Texans!'
amounted to $47,800,675. This amount |
will be considerably increased for the !
year. The miscellaneous taxes collect-
ed from Texans amounted to $14,414,
6507. The income and profits taxes col-

lected in Texas increased about $17,-
500,000 compared with the previous
year. Other taxes paid by Texans were
as follows:

Estate tax, $300,088; distilled spirits
and alcoholic beverages, $137,609
(about $6000 from liquor dealers);
tobacco manufacture and sales, $715,-
752; oleomargarine, $53,764; adul-
terated butter, $281; mixed flour,
$293; legal and business transactions,
$286,986; tax on freight shipments,
$4,401,393; express, $52, 358; passen-
gers, $4,111,616; sleeping and parlor
cars, $2385; oil by pipe lines, $771,-
922; telephone and telegraph mes-
sages, $319,724; total for public ultili-
ties, $9,659,400; life, marine, indus-
trial and accident insurance, $173,432;
automobiles, motorcycles, etc., $81,351;
piano players, etc., $60; jewelry,
$71,623; sporting goods, $155; per
fumes, etc., $8389; patent medicines,
$14,611; chewing gum, $1554; cam-
eras, $77; moving picture films, $192;
additional collections, including floor
taxes, $15,645. The foregoing excise
taxes were collected under the reve-
nue act of 1917, those that follow
were collected under the ace of 1918
and were in addition: Automobiles,
trucks and wagons, $8,345; tires, in-
ner tubes and auto accessories, $15,-
251; pianos, sporting goods, chewing
gum, yachts, etc., $63,443; motion
picture films, $11; syrups and ex-
tracts, $53,641; soft drinks, $14,534;
mineral waters, $18,741; cereal bev-
erages, $31,020; grape juice, ginger
ale, etc., $89,375; mineral waters, $10;
playing cards, $428; opium, cocoa
leaves, $263; statuary, paintings, etc.,
$56; carpets, umbrellas, silk stock-
ings, etc., $565; wearing apparel, trunks,
purses, etc., $19,180; jewelry, etc., $58,-
762; perfumes, etc., $25,210; carbonic
acid gas in drums, $56,935; soft drinks
compounded at fountains, ice cream,
etc., $59,946; paid on capital stock,
$412,776; theaters, $39,000; circuses,
$133; other public exhibitions, $2,436;
bowling alleys, $36,897; shooting gal-
leries, $191; passenger automobiles
for hire, $16,876; use of yachts and'
sailing boats, $4,2656; stock, produce '
or merchandise, $85,468; pawnbrokers,
$7,364; custom house brokers, $2,077;
ship brokers, $550; theater and con-
cert admissions, $1,506,321; club dues,
$83,726; narcotics, dealers, etc., $45,-
000; miscellaneous $48,000.

The foregoing figures are for one-
half the calendar year.
