Washington.—The following procla­
mation on the fourteenth decennial 
consus of the United St.ites Is Issued 
by the president of the United Statas 
of .America:

Whereas. By the act of congress ap­
proved March 3. 1919, the fourteenth 
decennial census of the United States 
is to be taken beginning on the second 
day of January, 1920; and

Wliereas, A correct enumeration of 
the population every ten years is re­
quired by the constitution of the 
United States, for the purpo.se of de­
termining the representation of the 
several states in the bouse of repre­
sentatives; and

Whereas. It is of the utmost impor­
tance to the interests of all the people 
of the United States that this census 
should be a complete and accurate re­
port of the po]>ulatlon and resources 
of the nation; now, therefore,

I, Woodrow Wilson, president of the 
United States of America, do hereby 
declare and make known that, under 
the law aforesaid, it is the duty of 
every person to answer all questions 
on the census schedules applying to 
him and the family to which he be­
longs, and to the farm occupied by 
him or his family, and that any person 
refusing to do so is subject to pen­
alty.

The sole purpose of the census Is to 
secure general statistical information 
regarding the population and resofrees 
of the country, and replies are required 
from individuals only to permit the 
compilation of such general statistics. 
No person can be harmed-In any way 
by furnishing the Information required. 
The census has nothing to do with tax­
ation, with military or Jury service, 
with the compulsion of school attend­
ance, with the regulation of Immigra­
tion, or with the enforcement of any 
national, state or local law or ordi­
nance. There need be no fear that 
any disclosure will be made regarding 
any Individual person or his affairs. 
For the due protection of the rights 
and Interests of th persons furnishing 
Information every employe of the cen­
sus bureau is prohibited, under heavy 
penalty, from disclosing any informa­
tion which may thus come to his 
knowledge.

I therefore eameaUy urge upon all 
persons to answer promptly, complete­
ly and accurately all inquiries ad-

General science might be adopted 
and used in the schools as an element­
ary book, provided it did not displace 
or was not substituted for any other 
adopted bqok, it is held.

Austin, Tex.—That the railroad com 
mission of Texas has autliority to re­

“The authority to require compii ' 
ance with the statute would be futile i 
If It did not carry with It the author I 
Ity to require the presence of such 
agent or servant.” held the appellate 
court. “All reasonable canons of In 
terpretation and construction would 
necessarily Involve such authority. A 
statute should not be enlarged by im 
plication unless It was enacted. But 
if that be necessary the implication 
will be indulged In.”

Austin, Tex.—The women voters ol 
Texas Saturday won a victory when 
the Third Court of Civil Appeals in a 
special sitting upheld wholly the con 
stltutionallty of the woman suffrage 
act of the fourth called session of the 
Thirty-Fourth legislature, which per­
mits women to vote in primary elec- 
tloni. The court, by unanimous opin­
ion, written by Associate Justice C. H. 
Jenkins, affirmed the case of Tom M. 
Hamilton vs. Lee R. Davis, tax col­
lector, appealed from the district court 
of McLennan County. The case is to 
be taken up to the Supreme Court. 
Hamilton sought an injunction to re­
strain the tax collector of McLennan 
County from Issuing poll tax receipts 
to women. The district court sustained 
a general demurrer and the injunction 
was not granted.

Besides sustaining the constitution­
ality of the woman suffrage act, the 
appellate court held that Hamilton was
