SEYERE FOR SEASON OF YEAR

T his section lias Is-eu w itnessing one 
of the  m ost severe cold snaps tha t h as  
Ih'cii know n fo r m any years for th e  
m onth of M arch. T he tem iie ra tu re  fe ll 
considerab le below freezing and is r e ­
ported  by som e a s  hav ing  reuched a s  
low as 2d degrees on M onday urnm ing.

Lust S a tu rd ay  w as a very d isag ree­
able day and on S unday m orning one 
of th e  coldest n o rth e rs  of th e  years vis­
ited ns. F reezing  w ea th er p revailed  a lt 
day  S unday  and  only an  occasional 
glim pse of th e  sun w as had . C lear 
w eather p revailed  Mo- day. hut th e  a t ­
m osphere w as still m id  and uncom fort­
ab le  for douners of sp rin g  w earing  a|*- 
■parel.

It is lielieved tlie f ru it  crop  of th is  
country  is lost a s  u resu lt of th e  recen t 
cold w eather, a lthough  it is is 'ing  bo|>ed 
som e la te  fru it is not killed. Much of 
the  f ru it  w as in full bloom and  a g re a t 
m any trees w ere in th e  bud and it is 
es tim ated  tli*' t r ie z e  w as too severe fo r 
them  to survive. V egetation of ail k inds 
w as kilb-d an d  iieople who had good 
gardens s ta r te d  will now have  to  r e ­
plant.

Some fa rm ers  had corn up. w hich 
w as killed dow n to th e  ground, hut i t  
is s ta ted  th is  w ill probably  come o u t 
w here it w as not k illed  lielow th e  su r- 
fai-e.

The Bureau of In ternal 
Revenue shows tLat all classes of Americans with incomes be­
low $50,000 show increases, while all classes having incomes in 
excess of $50 000 show decreases, and this in spite of the fact 
th a t the mass income of $15,924,630 355 in 1918. increased in 
1920 to $23 "35,629.133.

When the figures for this year are at hand it will be found 
th a t the poor are getting richer and the richer getting poorer.

F igures show that C4.3n9c of the aggregate personal incomes 
were in classes from $1,000 to $5,000 a year and 77 32 per cent
