Organization is essential. Systemtic 
work is required from April to October 
Definite areas for aggressive control 
measures should Ik* established and re­
sponsibility for the success of the un­
dertaking assigned to someone.

Scientific application of seppressive 
measures is necessary. There are many 
species of mosquitoes in Texas; how­
ever, a definite program against only 
four of these has been found impera­
tive. Tims, the particular specie of 
mosquito should he studied in order

to know what measures to use in 
conihutting his depredations.

Offensive methods have proven more 
successful thnn defensive methods. The 
western cow-boy has said, “ I always 
shoot first; it's cheaper.”  Even so is it 
cheaper to prevent the breeding of mos­
quitoes thnn it is to pay for the dam­
age that has been wrought by their 
presence.

Organization is a matter for each 
local community. An Anti-Mosquito 
committee should be prominent in 
every town.

Offensive mosquito coutrol cam­
paigns are not prohibitive in cost.

Scientific advice as to methods of 
mosquito suppression might be obtain­
ed by making request to your City or 
County Health Officer, or by writing 
the State Board of Health, Austin.

THE VANITY OF EARTHLY GLORY

The sweet young woman from Texas 
who was brutally murdered and robbed 
o f  her jewels in New York recently, 
according to all accounts was of excep­
tional purity as compared with the 
general run of stage women. But her 
fate should not be considered as one 
not to be reasonably expected, for most 
girls who are enticed away from borne 
by the glitter and glare of stage life 
meet with worse endings. In the very 
nature of stage life girls are exposed 
to all kinds of schemes for their undo­
ing, and those who are successful in 
achieving stardom through which they 
are enabled to accumlate valuable jew­
els and other equipment are sure to 
tempt murder for the sake o f robbery. 
The reckless, immoral and criminal ele­
ment are always numerous associations 
In the general environment of the stage 
and pitfalls for the destruction of girls 
In their reputation or lives or both are 
countless.

This young woman was rapidly ris 
tng in the glory o f stage life and as 
such had hosts of supposed friends. 
But a news dispatch informs us that 
not a s.ngle one of them visited the bier 
o f  the dead girl after she was laid out 
and placed In the casket at the under­
taking establishment. It remained 
with the undertaker all day until the 
middle o f the afternoon when it was 
loaed on a hearse and taken to the rail­
road station for bringing to Texas, 
where It remained unwatched and un­
cared for by friends until midnight, 
when what was left of the poor girl

The positions occupied by Chas. G. 
Dawes and O. D. Young as members of 
the Americau committee of the Repar­
ations Commission, working out a plan 
to rehabilitate German flunuees, are 
unique in the world's history.

I'in-oncer ned with political exitocta- 
tions and anxieties of the various Eu- 
ro|tean governments, they have been 
aide to piny a dominant part in shaping 
the course of the expert's work.

Dawes, puffing his pi]s* and occasion­
ally hammering the table, makes his 
points efficiently and keeps the com­
mittee seeking a purely business solu­
tion. Young coolly handles the mat­
ters as through he were dealing with 
nil ordinary business problem in the 
hoard room of a corporation. The keen 
directness of the men has inspired con 
fidenee and also admiration.

Five years of political jealousies and 
intrigue have almost wrecked Euroiie. 
a few weeks of business consideration 
of its problems by competent men will 
evolve a businesslike solution of the 
questions at Issue, which European 
kings, presidents or premiers will not 
dare disregard.

League Benediction.

(P re p a re d  by the  U nited  States D epartm ent 
of A p icu ltu re . )

Save labor in the weekly house 
cleaning by having a definite plan, the 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture suys. When this is done, the 
same work will not need to be repeat­
ed. For example, when rooms near to- 
geth«*r are to he cleaned on tlie same 
day, It is often easiest to get all of 
them ready, then cl«*an them all, nnd 
finally put them all in order.

Dust Small Things First
Small pictures and brlc-a-bruc should 

first lie dusted. If not remove«! from 
the room entirely they should lie placed 
In a pile and covered. Furniture, mir­
rors, nnd pictures should he dusted 
nnd covered with cloths. Draperies 
nnd portieres should he taken down or 
pinned up. Radiators, registers, grates, 
stoves, or fireplaces should be cleuned.

Walls, celling and baseboards should 
he brushed and dusted, nnd floor anil 
floor coverings olean«*d according to 
the kind. The object of sweeping and 
dusting is to remove dust, not to scat­
ter It. In sweeping, the strokes should 
tie firm and even. Keep tlie broom or

brush on the floor most of the time In­
stead of flirting it through the air. The 
dust doth should he held in a fairly 
compact mass, so that the surface to 
lie cleaned Is wiped or polished und ut 
the same time tlie dust Is held by the 
cloth. While the dust Is settling, re­
move spots from the woodwork and 
wash windows if necessary.

Tlie covers may then he taken from 
pictures and furniture. They should 
be shaken out of doors If possible. 
Then the room nnd furniture should 
lie dusted thoroughly, beginning nt the 
top of the room nnd working down.

Use of Vacuum Cleaner.
When a room is cleaned with a 

vacuum cleaner, the order of proceed­
ing Is tlilTerent. Tlie room Is first 
dusted, tlirn the vacuum cleaner Is 
used on upholstery, hangings, walls, 
and carpets or rugs, and finally the 
floor is dusted. By this method o f 
cleaning fewer articles need to be 
inttved, no dust 1« scattered, and more 
dirt is actually removed. A vacuum 
cleaner, ttierefore, saves time and 
lalior.

Plan of Progressive Virginia Houeewife.
(P re p a re d  b y  the  U n ited  S tates D ep artm en t o f  A g r icu ltu re .)

An unusually progressive housewife of Albemarle county, Virginia, has 
evolved a totally new Idea In kitchen arrangement. She worked out the plat» 
after consulting the county and state home demonstration agents, who report­
ed what she achieved to the United States Department of Agriculture. In­
stead of placing her sink, cabinet, towel drawers, work counter nnd rack for 
small implements along the kitchen walls, this woman had n large square 
table built In the middle of her kitchen, with a sink and dralnlioard on one 
side of It and drawers nnd cupboards on the other. Lengthwise down the 
middle of tlie table between tlie sink and the cabinet a rack Is erected such 
as one sees in n hotel kitchen. From this rack are suspended the egg-beatere, 
spoons, skimmers, ladles, cake turners, nnd other small ware that can be hung 
up. Above It Is an eight-inch shelf for other Implements which cannot be 
conveniently placed on haoks. A slatted slielf below the sink accommodates 
the dishpan nnd lnrge cooking utensils, ns well as cleaning materials. On tbfc 
work side of the table Is kept a high stool, on which the housekeeper can alt 
in comfort when preparing fruit or vegetables, or doing other work at whlcfi 
she does not need to stand.
