The
company practically operated &
bond investment scheme. As-

sistant Secretary Thomas says: “*Our
work is principally with bond invest-
ment companies and against avowed
fotteries. The business vperated by
the big concerns is on the decrease,
but more of the smaller ones have
come o my knowledge in the last two
or three months than heretofore.
There are a number of cases pending.

The schemes involved in all
of them, though differing in detail,
agree substantially in principle and
the department has held all of them
to be lotteries. Thereare two factors

provision of the MoKinley law and
also to lay the foundation for an ap-
peal to congress for payment of the
bounty for the current year. Judge
McComas says: ““The secretary of
the treasury concluded that the sugar
bouuty repeal of the paragraph of
the tariff act of 1894 Is a repoal
of the act of Oct. 1, 1890, requiring
supervision and inspection of the pro-
duction of sugar. This clause was
not expressly repealed. It ls, how-
ever, incidental and lntermediato to
the issuing of license to producers
and the payment of bountiss to them.
These are expressly repealoy, and the
issuing of licenses and the payment
of bounties declared unlawful. The
repeal of the clause for the inspec-
tion and supervision, & useless frag-
ment of the statute, is therefore fairly
implied."” The court refused to in-
terfere with the decision of the seec-
retary and suggested that the only
relief for the sugar producers holdiog

unexpired licenses is to appeal to
congress, presumably for financial
recompense, The petition for the

mandamus is therefore refused.

LOTTERY COMPANIES,

Asslstant Searetary Thomas ls After Al
wof the Above Styled Concerns, and
Many Cases Are Now Pendiug In the
Courts te Force Recoguition.

WasniNaron, Oct. 15, —The opera-
tons of bond investment organizations
® causing constant work at the post
aMve department. Active efforts
have been mude for some time by the
lepartment to break up the business
of various concerns of an alleged lot-
tery nature, but the resuits have not
been very encouraging. The latest
csompany barred from the use of the
malls is the Equitable Loan and Se-
curity company of Atlanta. This
action has just been taken by the de-
partment on the ground that their
scheme is similar to that condemned

the circuit court of appeals in

the McDonald test case. The
company practically operated a
bond investment  scheme. As-

sistant Secretary Thomas says: **Our
work Is principally with bond invest-
ment companies and against avowed
fotteries. ‘The business operated by
the big concerns is on tho decrease,
but more of the smaller ones have
come to my knowledge in the last two
or three months than heretofore.
There are a number of cases pending.
In Philadelphia is that of the United
States against Durland, "president of
‘the Providence bond and investment
‘company. In Cincinnati the Enter-
prise savings association is suing the
pustmaster to compel him to receive
and transmit its mail, The Pettis
County Bond Investment Co. of Kansas
City and the National investment so-
cloty of this city ure seeking to ac-
complish the same thing. Out of all
these cases the probability is that the
law in relation to bond investment
companies will be well settlod by the
courts during the next two or three
months. The schemes involved in all
of them, though differing in detail,
sgree substantially in principle and
the department has held all of them
to be lotteries. Thereare two factors
in the destruction of their business,
the war made by the department to
exclude their literature from the
mails and the feat that they are act
ually fraudulcat and are not conduct-
ing their schemes honestly, This
refers to avowed lottories.

Judge
McComas says: *~The secretary of
the treasury concluded that the sugar
bounty repeal of the paragraph of
the tariff act of 1894 Is & repoal
of the act of Oct. 1, 1890, requiring
supervision and inspection of the pro-
duction of sugar. This clause was
not expressly repealod. It s, how-
ever, incldental and lotermediate to
the issuing of license to producers
and the payment of bountiss to them.
These are expressly repealoy, snd the
issuing of licenses and the payment
of bounties declared unlawful. The
repeal of the clause for the inspec-
tion and supervision, a useless frag-
ment of the statute, Is therefore fairly
implied.””
