But the unrivaled skill
and genervalship shown by Gomez and
his liecutenants in avoiding such traps
amd in carrying his army past the most
claborate planned barriers of the Span-
ish, have served to greatly discourage
the leaders on that side.  Their antag-
onists seem never to be within their
reach and yet inllicting the most seri-
ous damage upon their territory.

The woparvalleled boldvess and in-
trepidity of the movements of the in-
surgents creates  something like a
panic here and the conviction is uni-
versal that unless amplo force is dis.
played to show the insurgents that
they would court destruction by an at-
tack upon Havana, there is danger
that they will nake a destructive dash
into Havana itscll.  The progress of
the last movement is therefore awaited
with keen apprchension.  Skirmishing
fs still reported  from  the neighbor-
Lood of Jovellunos in Matanzas prov-
ince, in which the insurgents are sup-
posed to have lost six killed.

With the certainty of carrier
pigeons, they started off at once for
home, arriving there in an incredibly
short time, with the packets secure up-
on their backs.

Naturally this project would only bhe
possible in summer and in warm cli-
mates, for the reason the bees would
be unable to endure severe weather
Bees would have the advantage over
pigevns or birds because of their in-
vigibility. Nor wou!d there be any diffi
culty in going through the enemy's
lines. The apiculturist says that they
could travel fifty miles quite as easily
as they could four

Though this is the first time that bees
have been suggested as army messen
gers, there have been many cases when
they have proved invaluable as defend
ing forces, At one time, several cen
turies ago, the city of Tamly, in the
Spanish territory of Xiatine, was be
sieged by the Portuguese, The lnvaders

Ings

were winning bastibn after bastion,
when the beleaguered citizens were
struck with a bsilliant project. They

brought all the hives that they could
find in the place and set them upon the
eity wall, bullding great fires under
pneath them, The smoke and the flames
80 incensed the bees that they rushed
out in swarms and flew down upon the
enemy, making a panic instanter and
causing them to flee,

Very much the vame plan was tried,
and with equal suceess, by a statesman
of Thuringla, whose house was sur-
rounded one day by a furious mob. He
marched his servants out with all his
bechives and threw them one by one in
the midst of the crowd. A cannon ball
would not have been half so effective
as were these strange and unexpected
weapons, It took but a moment to clear
the space around the statesman’s dwell-
ing.

The total for the whole five minutes
was 376, This that cigarette
smoking made a normal pulse whh-h’
averaged 66 2-3 a minute jump to an |
average of 75 1-5 beats a minute,

Upon a second trin), and after wait-
ing three minutes his pulse went up to
83, making a total of 396, or an average
of over 79 for five minnutes,

A third trial was then taken after the
student had smoked two cigarettes, His
jeilse by this time remuined steadily
over 80,

In one instance it reached the extra-
erdinary height of 89 beats per minute
The total for five minutes was 420 beats,
an average of exactly $4 beats per min-
ute,

It will thus be seen that the normal
pulse of the student lying upon &
lounge and unaffected by cigarettes,
averaged 66 2-3 beats per minute, and
that after smoking two cigarettes It
reached an average of 84 beals peor
minute. The ecigarette smoking had
added more than 17 beats per minute to
