pute was laid on the table of the house
of commons yesterday. The following
is a summary of the position of Great
Britain as published in the work re-
ferred to:

1. Long prior to and at the time of
the treaty of Munster in 1846 the Dutch
founded settlements in various parts
of British Guina, particularly on the
doast.

2. The early Spanish settlement
prior to them was Santo Homo de
Guyana.

3. During the whole period from 1648
%0 1796 the Dutch had interrupted pos-
sassion of the entire coast line and the
river Corentin to Barma.

4. During the same period they had
explored the upper portions of nearly
all the rivers end made many settle-
ments In adjacent districts.

5. Prior to 1723 there was no settle-
ment of Spaniards except Santo Home
de Guayana.

6. Betweer 1724 and 1796 Capuchin
missions wgare established southward
of the Orir and gradually extended
ealtwni-:‘oward the Dutch territory,
the * est point oceupied by the

lards being Tumermo, founded

7. Before 1796 the Dutch had settled
far up the Cuyini, a Dutch post dis-
patch was established and the Uruan
and the Dutch had full ctornol of tire
whole basin in the Cuyini.

8. Except for the settlement of
Santo Home de Guayana and the mis-
sions the Spaniards exercised no au-

, —_~thority in the territory now in dispuse,

9. Great Britain on becoming posses-
sor of the colony succeeded to all
rights of the Dutch.

10. After 1796 Great Britain extended
her settlements and exercised over the
territory originally claimed by the
Duteh all the rights whereby nations
usually indicate a claim to territory.

11. Neither Spain nor Venezuela af-
ter the latter had declared her inde-
pendence at any time had possession
or dominioa over the territory in ques-

- on,

12. Great Britain, while maintaining
Rer just rights, has consistently shown
a desire to make a fair arrangement
with Veneguela in regard to the boun-
dary.

13. The claim of Venezuela that her
territory extends to the Essequibo is
based on contentions in no wise sup-
ported by facts and cannot be justified
on any reasonable ground.

The foregoing thus establishes Great
Britain ia her strict right to be en-
titled to the territory extending to
Barima, Including the water sheds of
the Essequibo, Cuyini, Yuriri, Waini
and Barima.

ARE AGAINST THE MINISTRY
AND THE CROWN.

Report Has it that 10,000 Itallans Were
Killed ut Adowa, Abyssinia, to Say Noth-
lug of the Wounded -Mass €o'chration
in the Catholic Churches,

Rome, March 5.—~The kingdom of
Italy is in a condition of excitement,
grief and anger almost beyond de-

| seription.  Words cannos adequately

portray the situation, for every dis-

| patch received from Massowah adds to

the gravity of the disaster to the Ital-
fan army at Adowa, Abysinie. When
the first news of Gen. Baratieri’s de-
feat reached here it was said only 500
men were killed, then Tuesday afler-
noon the numbers ran to 3000 killed
with sixty pieces of artillery captured,
and yesterday morning's dispatches
place the number of Italians killed at
5000, and it is believed even these fig-
ures fail to wll the full extent of the
disaster, No mention s made of the
there I8 good reason,
based on stories of recent Italian de-
feats, by Abyssinians, that those who
fell wounded during the retreat of over
fifty miles miet a more horrible fate
than those killed on the spot.

All night Puesday the gassison here
was kept under arms and mounted
patrols tranversed the prineipal streets
which were filled with people all night
and yesterday morning every public
place was crowded with excited men
and women.

A number of disturbances occurred
yesterday and the indications are that
the people ure assuming a most threat-
ening attitude, not only in Rome, but
throughout Italy. Demonstrations
against Crispl’'s ministry and even
against the crown are reported from
a number of towns in the provinces,
In spite of the fact that *he authori-
ties are siraining every nerve to sup-
press all alarming news the wildest
kind of rumors are in circulation and
in some of the clubs the number of
killed an' wounded is placed at 10,000,
Exaggerated as the figures may turn
out te be they show the state of the
public mind here,

All fetes have beon indefinitely post-
poned, masses for the repose of the
souls of the dead were celebrated ves-
terday morning in every Catholic
church in the city and crowds of weep-
ing women and sorrowing men were
in attendance. The receptions, cte.,
in celebration of the coronation anni-
versary of the pope have been dis-
pensed with,

It is sald now that the Italian com-
mander was led into a trap skillfully
baited by the report that a number of
fmportant chiefs of the Shoans and a
portion of the Shoan army were at-
tending the coronation of the Negus at
Axurn, and that hoping to surprise
those who remained behind Gen. Bar-
aterl ordered the attack of the cnemy.
Later it appears that the pretendsd re-
treat before the Italian advance until
the troops were well within the passes
was a ruse, In Adowa, the capital of
OTigre, the scene changed. Tho
Shoans, armed with improved French
milltary rifles, and supported by mod-
ern artillerymen, edvanced upon the
Italians in overwhelming s:rengih,
while the apparently deserted passes
became alive with natives, who hurled
rocks down upon the trapped soldiers,
while others kept up a terrible fire
upon the troops. There are rumors
that the Italians broke and fled after
making a gallant stand and seeing
thcusands of their number hot down.
Then began the most disastrous de-
feat in the history of African warfare,
the triumphant Shoans pressing on
after the disorganized soldiers, ecutting
them down In great numbers In spite
of the repeated formation of squares.
The troops in the stands behaved with
greatest gallantry, but all reserve am-
munition was ecaptured., All the Ital-
fan provisions and artillery fell into

| the hands of the enemy,

Affairs in Ttaly.

Rome, March 9—The African crisls
assumed a brighter aspeot Saturday
morning as the result of the receipt at
the war office of a dispateh from Gen.
Baldissern, commander of the Italian
forces, announcing that'the situation
is not so desperate as wus generally
imagined. He says he has 18,000 troops
at his disposal, without counting gar-
risons of forts and reinforcements
amounting to 12,000 men, now on the
way to Massowah. But the general
urgently requests the immediate dis-
paich of ammunition and supplies, and
particularly artillery, as about sev-
euty-five pieccs are believed to have
been captured by the Shoans.

In the meanwhile everything possi-
ble is being done to relieve the gar-
risons of Cassala and Adigrat.

The war office has not yet made pub-
lic its estimate of the number of killed,
wounded and missing of the army de-
feated at Adowa, but the general opin-
ton is that the number killed is about
5000, It is now admitied that Gen.
Debormida was killed, but the fate
of Gen. Albertone has not yet been
ascertained. Gen. Arimondi and Col.
Galliovo, with about 300 Italian sol-
diers are reported to be among the
prisoners in the hands of the Shoans,

The king has decided that the war
ghall be continued. This policy, how-
ever, the Marquis di Rudini has refused
to carry out, and great difficulties are |
being experienced in the formation of'
a new cabinet. Some days will elapse |
