Bill. As I reported to you when
the Cold War GI Bill was passed
in February, several important
items were omitted from the bill
in the House which have tradi-
ticnally been a part of the GI edi-
cational program. I agreed to
this scaled-down GI Bill in order

to get a law on the books as soon
as possible. Now that the eduat-
ional parts cf the GI Bill be-
ccme effective June 1st, I have
intrcduced these amendments to
bring this GI Bill up to par with
prcvicus GI Bills.

First, thesc ncw amendments
would include on-the-job training,
cn-the-farm training and flight
training among the educational
benefits which a veteran could re-
ceive. These benefits were in the
Kcrean GI Bill but not in the Cold
Wwar Bill.

We have seen the great need for
cn-the-job training in our Manpo-
wer Development Training pro-
grams and cur War on Poverty
Frecgrams which are presently giv-
ing on-the-job training to thou-
sands of men yet we deny this
cn-the-job training to the veterans
of the Ccld War.

On-the-job training is also need-
ed to insure that we maintain
qualified people in our rural areas.

we allow the rest or our vete-
rans. We need all the food we
can produce for a starving and
hungry world whose population is
going up 2 percent every year
while the production goes up only
cne percent. '

There is also a great need for
flight-training in this Nation, as
there is a shortage of airplane pi-
lots and the military is not train-
ing and releasing enouzh pilots
to keep up with the demand. At
the present time the commercial
airline industry has 22,000 pilots,
but by 197C they will need 12,000
new commercial airline pilots —
an increase c¢f more than one-
third. Since the military is no
longer training encugh pilots for
commercial airlines, there is a
great need to have flight training
included in the GI Bill.

My amendments would also in-
crease the rate of assistance to
the level of the Korean GI Bill
and raise the period of assistance
to 12 days of educational bene-
fits for every day of active duty
— just as it was under the Ko
rean GI Bill.

Under the Cold War GI Bill
which has just been signed into
law, a veteran will receive less
than a veteran received back in
1952 under the Korean GI Bill. All
of this is despite the fact that
college cost have nearly doubled
since 1952. While a single vete-
ran received $110 a month under
the Korean GI Bill, a single Cold
War veteran will now receive cn-
ly $100 a month. Yet, with the

increase in college costs, it would

now take $153 to equal the $110
that a veteran received back in
1952.

This shows the tremendous need
for raising these educational al-
lowances. It now costs an ave-

rage of $1600 a year to attend
public college and an average of
$2400 to attend a private college.
For that reason my kbill would
raise the allowances to $110 for a
single veteran; $135 for a married
veteran; and $160 for a veteran
with more than one dependent.

These changes are necessary if
we are going to bring justice to
the veterans of the Cold War per-
iod and give them the readjust-
ment assistance they deserve.
Ttis only brings them up to the
level of the Korean GI Bill.

He used black powder, with mercuric
primers that would cause corrosion.

Back in those days when the hunter came home he
swabbed out the tubes of his shotgun with soap suds,
or wiped his rifle barrel clean with a good commercial
cleaner capable of eliminating the mercury flakes

Then along came the non-mercuric primers. Black
powder gave way to smokeless and we were told it
was no longer necessary to clean a gun after every

result their guns became

pitted. Not from the effects of the primer and powder,
but from handling and moisture that got into the

If you are shooting a gun every day, it still is a
good idea to clean it often. It should be wiped
thoroughly with a silicone cloth after every handling.

I know a fellow who has a cabinet containing a
dozen or more fine guns. They are behind a locked
glass door, away from easy handling. But occasionally
some friend does get to look them over. Before they

they are wiped over with

the silicone cloth. This prevents any possibility of
barrel rust from damp fingers, or handprints.

This chap has one gun in his case that is 60 years
old. It has been used a lot under almost every condi-
tion. First shells shot in it were black powder with
mercury primers. But today that gun is just as shiny
as it can be.

I'm very pleased that the House
of Representatives has supported
a leng standing objective of mine
— that cf augmenting research
laboratory facilities at the Bush-
land Agricultural Experiment
Station. As it approved agricultu-

ral appropriations for the coming
fiscal year, the House voted $325,-
000 to construct the additional
labcratory facilities and thereby
complete a program begun several
years ago to step up soil and
water research aimed specifi-
cally at solving problems in our
High Plains area. With solid
backing from home, I had work-
ed to cbtain the initial authoriza-
tion of $600,000 to provide new
facilities at the Bushland station,
an acticn of Congress that was
followed by a $250,000 appropria-
ticn in 1961 and a $25,000 appro-
priation last year with which to
plan completicn of the project.

By late summer, the planning
will be completed and the project
is expected to go cut for bids.

False economy moves had
threatened to curtail progress m
and, with them, any augmentation
of the work at Bushland. How-
ever, I am glad to say that the
action of the House will, with the
Senate's agreement, insure that
research can be continued at a
prcper rate into such areas as
cciland water prctlems (at the
Buchland station), grain market-
ing, cereal rust, sedimentation,
range livestock (at Miles City,
Montana), meat animal research
(at Clay Center, Nebraska), nu-
trition and consumer use  Te-
search, pasture research, and bar-
ley research.

Experience shows the need for
continuing research. The House,
by its action, supported the con-
{ viction that it would be a ser-

{ | ious mistake to risk reducing the

ability of our agricultural system
to assure an adequate supply of
food and fiber to a constantly in-
creasing numker of consumers in
the United States and abroad.
Agricultural scientists make the
point that cur research efforts
must be at least five years ahead
of the constant tkreat from exist-
ing pests and their hybridized des-
cendants.

Emphasis is
being placed at Bushland on mois-
ture conservation practices to uli-
lize as much rainfall as possible
for agricultural benefit, and this
work includes ways and means of
better utilizing the water in the
relatively shallow ‘“‘playa’” lakes.
Management of irrigation water is
one of the fields of research at
Bushland, as is the reduction of
surface evaporation. The work at
Bushland is closely tied to rthe
agriculture of our area, and the
funds approved for expenditure hy
the House would greatly help in
the work by making possible im-
proved and expanded facilities.

One of the interesting research
projects now being advanced in-
volves space technology and a co-
operative agreement between the
Department of Agriculture and
the National Aeronautics and
Cameras and sensing devices on
satellites are to be employed to
identify proper soil, water and
ckemical conditions to assist un-
derdeveloped countries step up
lagging food production and devel-
op natural resources.
