REPORT TRANSNITTED TO CON-
GRESS BY THE PRESIDENT.

It Was Accompanied by & Message Iles
citing the Facts but Counseling Further
Deltberation,

Washington, Mar. 29—The official
report of the court of inquiry into the
Maine disaster was sent to congress by
President McKinley. The followiny is
# 8y nopsis:

At the time of the explosion the bat-
tleship was anchored in about six fath-
oms of water.

The two explosions, one Immediately
after the other, shows that two forces
operated in causing the destruction.

The finding that the ship lifted on
the first explosion shows an external
force, and one with great power to lift
a ship weighing thousands of tons.

The character of the wreckage de-
scribed in the fifth part of the report
fromn which the court deduces that the
mine was exploded on the port side,
sustains the view taken by most ex-
perts after the Maine disaster, that
the force of the exploslon was exerted
froam port to starboard.

The feature of the report of deepest
interest to the navy Is the complete
exoneration of all the crew on board,
coutained in the second findlug, and
declaring in the sixth finding to be
the disaster to be due to o fault of

those on board
The fallure of the court to find evi-

dence to fix responsibility, as stated

At 40 minutes past nine in the even.
fng of Feb. 15th, the Maine was de-
stroyed by an explosion by which the
entire forward part of the ship was ut-
terly wrecked, In this catastrophe two
officers and 260 of her crew perished
those who were not kllled outright by
her explosion being penned Dbetween
docks by tangled wreckage and
drowned by the immediate sinking of
the hull. Prompt assitance rendered
by neighboring vessels anchored in the
harbor, ald being especially given by
the boats of the Spanish Alphonse XII
and the Ward line steamer City of
Washington, which lay not far distant.
The wounded were generously cared
for by the authorities of Havana, the
hospitals being freely opened to them,
while the earliest recovered bodies of
the dead were interred by the munlici-
pality in the public cemetery of the
eity. Tributes of grief and sympathy
we-e offered frem the officlals of all
Quarters of the island.

Key west, Fla, April 2.~The news
that the Vizcaya and the Almirante
Oquendo had salled from Havana was
conveyed to Capt. Sampson by a news- |
paper correspondent.

To Remain in Hampton Roads,

Washington, April 2—The flying
squadron is to remain in Hampton
Roads for the present at least.

The sec-
retary stated that the department be-
lieved that the present rendezvous was
the most availible for which the ships
under Commodore Schley could oper-
ate in carrying out the purposes for
which it was formed; that is, the pro-
tection of the north Atlantic seaboard.
He added that no orders had been is-
sued to Commodore Schley and none

"were in immediate contemplation.

In the various phases of the situa-
tion yesterday the flying squadron
stood out prominently both as a cen-
ter point of interest in connection with
rumored orders for its sailing from the
Roads and as a matter of considera-
tion by the department. It is stated
on reliable authority that the depart-
ment discussed ordering the ships to
sea, presumably, though not officially
stated, in connection with the ap-
proach of the Spanish torpedo flotilla,
which has since arrived at Porto Rico.
It has been an open secret for some
days that the naval authorities have
regarded the approach of the Spanish
flotilla with apprehension and their

| feelings in this regard were strong

enough to call the matter to the at-
tention of the authorities. After con-
sidering the matter it was decided no
orders would be issued looking to the
departure of the squadron.

While the decision is understood to
have been based upon the fact that it
would be unwise to remove the ships
from their present valuable strategic
position, yet it is believed that dip-
lomatic  consideration had

| negro was shot '
body, and is thought to be mortally
| wounded. No one knows who did the
shooting. A crowd immediately began
to gather, and a large number of per-
sons clamored for the negros’ life, and
the excitement was only allayed and a
lynching prevented by rumors reach-
ing the crowd that Smith was not dan-
gerously hurt.

The crowd was still lingering in
front of the drug store where Smith
was being ministered to, late last
night, and in case his condition be-
comes more dangerous an assault on
the jail will be made, and the negro
will be lynched, despite the precau-
tions being made to prevent it.

The negro, who believed he was dy-
ing, made the following statement to
a reporter:  “Mr. Smith was passing
[in  a buggy, and came near running
{over me. I was drunk ,and made im-
| proper remarks to him, and he alighted
from the buggy to arrest me. I began
cutting him. When the shooting be-
gan 1 feigned dead for a while, because

Two Hundred Drowned:*
Louisville, Ky., April 4.—A
from Evansville, Ind., says:
At 6 o'clock yesterday afternoon the
levee at Shawneetown, Ill., broke a
mile above the town, and from all the
information that can be secured here
it is learned that a great part of the
place has been destroyed, and that per-
haps a large number of citizens have
been drowned.
Shawneetown is seventy-five
below Evansville, on the Ohio river.
i s situated in a valley of extremely low
land, with hills skirting it in the rear,
and with twenty-five-foot levee in
front, running from hill to hill. The
town Is very much in the position of a
fortified city, and when the levee gave
way a mile above town, under the
pressure of the very high river, the
water shot throught the twenty-five-
foot opening and struck the place like
a hurricane, sweeping everything be-
fore it. Houses were turned and tossed
tabout like boxes. The people were not
warned of the break, and for that rea-
! son 80 many were caught. Those at
home sought refuge in second stories
and on housetops. Those In the streets
were carried before the avalanche of
water, and probably a majority were
drowned.
