Wirnie Davis, the “Daughter of the
Confederacy,” was born in the Confed-
erate executive mansion at Richmond,
Va,, in 1863, She was educated princi-
pally at home, owing to the trouble sur-
rounding her father and the publicity
which attended all movements of the
Davis family.

Miss Davis attained her maturity at
Reouvoir, Miss. Here she assisted her
mother in various ways and took her
place in the many social functions of
the place. She was her father's con-
stant companion. She assisted him in
all his work and much of the informa-
tion which was required by Mr. Davis
in his writings was secured for him by
his daughter. Her strong character
was marked from youth. She was en-
gaged to Mr, Wilkerson of Syracuse,

N. Y., but shortly after her father's
death the engagement was broken off.

While no public explanation of the rup-
ture was given, it is well known that
it was for the purpose of malntaining
her father's name.

She received the name “Daughter of
the Confederacy” in 1886, when her
father made his famous trip through
the south. Mr. Davis being unable to
appear, Miss Winnle was brought be-
fore thousands at the different points
along the route and introduced as the
Daughter of the Confederacy.

Howell Acceapts.

Washington, Sept. 19.—Mr. Evan P.
Howell of Atlanta, Ga.,, who was asked
by the president to serve on the com-
mission to investigate certain depart-
ments of the army in conection with
the war, was at the white houss and
formally accepted the appoiuntment.

In his interview the presidant as-
sured Mr. Howell that it was hkis pur-
pose to secure a commission which,
without fear or favor, would probe to
the bottom the charges made by the
newspapers and individuals involving
the inefMiciency and integrity of o'licers
of the army and give Lo tha country
the facts. The secretary of war has
asked for an investigaiion and the
president thought it due te all con-
cerned that the investigation he made.

Under these circumstances Mr. How-
ell assured the president that he would
gladly accept the appointment as he re-
citizen
should evade. Mr. Howell thought
there would be no necessity for the
committee to leave Washington during
the inquiry. Offices for its use would
be secured in or convenient to the war
department where the official records
would be at hand. The only purpose
of the president in securing, if possible,
nine members of the commission, 15 to
lighten the labors of individual mem-
bers.

Gen. Miles on his return
to Washington intended that not only
should Montauk Point be abandoned
as a military camp, but that all other
camps in the country should be broken
up, no more camps established and the
troops sent to military posts. Here

The average pllgrim has
food for not more than six months.
This means that he must buy more
before the year Is out. As a rule he is
“broke.,” and in many Instances he has
sold some of his outfit to get a little
gpending money.

If he does not go to work for an-
other he must go prospecting in new
territory. That means taking his food
many miles up a tributary, selecting a
little creek and “burning” a hole to
bedrock. If the first one fails he muat
try another, and so on. He cannot
prospect until the esurface ground
freezes, elsg the water will run in on
hig “fires.” Meanwhile he must sit in
his tent and walt, Very few of the
pllgrims have yet gone to work for

The demands of new enter

| prises have, perhaps, cmployed an ad-

ditional thousand men, who are get-
ting from 75 cents to $1 a day, a fall of
about 20 per cent over winter wages,
Most of the pilgrims feel that it isn't
worth while to work for less in such a
country—at least, they feel so now,
For most of them came in to make a
fortune in short order and, if they can't
make it, they say they might just as
well return to a more habitable coun-
try. Men with trades, who came for
the purpose of working for wages, went
to work at once, The mass, the for-
tune seekers, those whose ambitions
are bound up in a “Jucky strike,” watch
the few build cabins and prepare for
winter,

If the number who had already built |

cabins or caches for their food were
any criterion of the number who will
stay in the country, then not more
than 3,000 will remain, A thousand
had sold their outfits and started out
of the country by July 1. But for pride
two-thirds of the lot would alrcady
have followed suit, It is hard to re-
turn to your own with less than you
had when you started—particularly
hard to explain to your friends why
Alaska is a failure when {ts golden
harvest seems bound to increase with
every year. “Doggone it!” said a
young Missourian, “I'm going back 1o
the old farm with a thousand dollars
—I had that when I left—if I have to
stay in here ten years. Doggone it!
wasn't I green, though, when 1 reached
Seattle 1'd never seen any gold mined.
I thought you could get it easy enough
once you were here—and, doggone it!
why your troubles have just begun.”

Of those pilgrims who remain in the
conntry some will go to work for
wages, some will hang around Daw-
son and wait for somebody to make a
strike, and the valiant few will go out
up the unprospected creeks, thawing
holes through thirty feet of ground,
seeking for strikes of their own., But
two-thirds of the 30,000 will spend
Christmas at home in the states. Alas-
ka i{s richer in gold than the experts
who went into the country expected
to find it. But getting the gold Is like
extracting an elephant's tooth with a
pair of tweezers—as the newcomer sees
it. The terror wears off with expe-
rience. And the Klondike has never
Leen so habitable as it will be this win-

NEW ENGINE FOR ENGLAND.

Finlshes First Machine fo
Island and Country.

In these days, when American man-
ufacturers dream of making the entire
world a market for their goods, it is
interesting to note that the Baldwin
Locomotive Works has just finished its
first engine for England. For years
it has been building locomotiy¥s for
British provinces and colonies, but
this engine is the first foothold it has
secured in the island itself, The loco-
motive, which is a “double-ender,” is
intended to rumn between Barnstaple,
in Devonshire, to Lynton, a coast re-
sort about fifteen miles to the north,
and has one feature which is expected
to make Englishmen stare. This is a
cowcatcher, or, rather, two cow-
catchers, one at each end—a device
quite unknown in English railroading.
As a concession to English methods
there is no headlight, but only a large
signal lamp in its place. The Bald-
wins have recently shipped six engines
to Spain, to be used on a mining rail-

To perpetuate the memory of Caed-
mon, England’'s first Christian poet, a
 memorial in the form of a cross is to
. be unveiled by the poet laureate in
;l short time, at Whitby. The whole

Rawnegley (writing from Crosthwalte
| vicarage, Keswick), In appealing for
funds, so that the memorial may be
